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Introduction

An extensive array of hospital statistics relating
to facilities available, services provided, personnel
employed, educational facilities and finances of
general and allied special hospitals and mental insti-
tutions operating in Canada is prepared by the
Institutional Statistics Section of the Health Division
of Statistics Canada. A series of quarterly and annual
reports are published, to provide users with a com-
prehensive presentation of the statistics.

Statistics Canada wishes to express its indebted-
ness to the individual hospitals across Canada which
have prepared and submitted data for inclusion in this
national statistical program; to the provincial hospital
plan authorities for the collection of the data, and to
the provincial hospital associations and the Canadian
Hospital Association in their promotion of uniform
accounting and recording practices.

Statistics on hospitals have been compiled by
Statistics Canada since 1931 and have since been pub-
lished in varying degrees of detail. Data no longer pub-
lished are still available on request, along with other
non-published, but collected and tabulated data.

This publication presents statistical information on
the services and facilities of all Canadian mental insti-
tutions as well as financial data pertaining to public
mental hospitals for the reporting year 1979 - 80. Se-
lected historical tabulations and ratios dating back to
1964, are also shown. The principal sources of these
data are the Annual Returns of Mental Institutions —
General and Financial. Supplementary data are taken
from the Annual Returns of Health Care Facilities —
Hospitals (Part One and Part Two). By special agree-
ment, most reporting forms are received by Statistics
Canada via the respective provincial offices, the re-
mainder being sent directly by the reporting institu-
tions themselves.

Although the forms have already been scrutinized
at the hospital and provincial levels, a further profes-
sional edit is carried out at Statistics Canada. Problems
identified by this edit are resolved by comparison
with prior years’ forms and by liaison with the
appropriate provincial authorities. The edit is based
on concepts and definitions determined and con-

Introduction

La Section de la statistique des établissements de la
Division de la santé de Statistique Canada prépare un grand
nombre de statistiques sur les installations disponibles, les
services fournis, le personnel employé, 1’équipement di-
dactique et la situation financiére des hopitaux généraux et
spéciaux divers et des hopitaux pour malades mentaux du
Canada. Statistique Canada publie une série de bulletins
annuels et trimestriels afin d’offrir aux utilisateurs des
statistiques complétes dans ce domaine.

Statistique Canada remercie les hopitaux canadiens qui
ont préparé et présenté les données pour qu’on puisse les
intégrer dans le cadre du programme national de statistique;
les administrateurs provinciaux de I’assurance-hospitalisation
pour la collecte des données; les associations hospitaliéres
provinciales et I’Association des hépitaux du Canada pour
leur effort d’uniformisation de la comptabilité et de la tenue
des registres.

Depuis 1931, Statistique Canada recueille les statistiques
sur les hopitaux et les présente dans des publications plus ou
moins détaillées. Les données qui n’apparaissent plus dans nos
publications sont tout de méme recueillies et tabulées et sont
disponibles sur demande.

La présente publication contient des renseignements sta-
tistiques sur les services et les installations des établissements
canadiens pour maladies mentales et présente des données
d’ordre financier sur les hopitaux publics pour maladies
mentales pour ’année 1979 - 80. Il renferme également des
tableaux chronologiques et des rapports statistiques qui
remontent jusqu'da 1964. Les principales sources de rensei-
gnements sont les déclarations annuelles — générales et
financiéres. On s’est servi également de données tirées des
déclarations annuelles des établissements de santé — hopitaux
(premiére et deuxiéme parties). En vertu d’une entente, la
plupart des déclarations sont transmises 4 Statistique Canada
par les autorités provinciales; les autres sont envoyées directe-
ment par les établissements répondants.

Méme si les hopitaux et les provinces ont déja examiné
minutieusement les formules, les spécialistes de Statistique
Canada les vérifient. Ils résolvent les problémes découverts
au cours de cette vérification en comparant les formules
ad celles des années précédentes et en communiquant avec
les autorités compétentes des provinces. La vérification
est fondée sur les principes et les définitions établis et mis



tinously reviewed by the appropriate provincial and
federal agencies. Definitions and explanations are
found in “Explanatory Notes and Glossary” and
throughout the text of this publication, as well as on
the reporting form itself and in the supportive man-
uals, Annual Returns of Health Care Facilities — Hospi-
tals, Part One and Part Two. A manual processing sys-
tem is used to produce the tabulations.

The year 1977 was part of a transition period dur-
ing which mental hospitals converted their reporting
period from a calendar year to a fiscal year. As this
process was not implemented uniformly across the
country, some hospitals reported for a 12-month peri-
od, and some for a I15-month period, in 1977. All
effected ratios, such as percentage occupancy and
cost per patient-day, were appropriately adjusted but
certain tabulations, such as total patient-days and op-
erating expenditure, contain a mix of data represent-

ing 12 and 15 month periods. Other types of data
such as rated beds and numbers ot personnel were
not effected by the length of the reporting period.

Facilities and Services

There were 225 mental institutions in operation
in Canada in 1979 - 80, an increase of two over 1978 -
79. The 225 institutions which reported data in 1979 -
80 represented 100.0% of the total rated bed capacity
of all institutions in operation. Despite the increase
in operating institutions, rated bed capacity for Can-
ada as a whole decreased by 1,053 beds (4.9%) from
1978 -79 to 1979-80 and the number of rated beds
per 1,000 population remained at 0.9.

Patient-days of care as reported by all institutions
declined by 3.5% from 6.3 million in 1978-79 to 6.0
million in 1979 - 80. Percentage occupancy in all re-
porting institutions went from 80.7 in 1978-79 to
81.5 in 1979 -80. Over the same period, the average
number of patients per hospital on a given day fell
from 77 to 73. :

Total personnel employed in all reporting mental
hospitals in 1979 - 80 numbered 19,188 a decrease of
11.1% from the 21,594 personnel reported in 1978 -
79.

Finances

In 1979 - 80, financial data were reported by all 34
of the public “mental” hospitals in operation.

It should be noted that cost per patient-day data
for the province of Newfoundland are not shown in
this publication since these data have been found to
be not comparable with that of the other provinces.

L’année 1977 est une période de transition durant laquelle
les établissements de soins psychiatriques ont changé leur
période de déclaration de I'année chronologique 3 I’année
financiére. Comme cette pratique n’a pas été mise en place
en méme temps dans I’ensemble du pays, certains établis-
sements ont fourni des données sur une base de 12 mois et
d’autres sur une base de 15 mois en 1977. Les ratios, tels le
coefficient d’occupation et le colt par journée d’hospita-
lisation, ont été ajustés en conséquence. Certaines tabulations,
comme les journées d’hospitalisation et les dépenses d’exploi-
tation, contiennent des données de 12 et 15 mois. D’autres
données, comme le nombre de lits et le personnel, n’ont pas
été affectées par la longueur de la période de déclaration.

Installations et services

En 1979 -80, il y avait en activité au Canada 225 établisse-
ments pour maladies mentales, soit deux de plus qu’en 1978 -
79. En 1979 -80, les 225 établissements déclarants représen-
taient 100.0 % de la capacité théorique en lits de ’ensemble
des établissements en activité. Bien que le nombre d’établis-
sements ait augmenté, la capacité théorique a diminué entre
1978-79 et 1979-80, de 1,053 lits (4.9 %) et le nombre
théorique de lits pour 1,000 habitants est demeuré a 0.9.

Le nombre de journées d’hospitalisation dans ’ensemble
des établissements est passé de 6.3 millions en 1978-794 6.0
millions en 1979 - 80 soit une diminution de 3.5 %. Le pour-
centage d’occupation de I’ensemble des établissements est
passé, entre 1978-79 et 1979-80 de 80.7 4 81.5. Au cours
de la méme période, le nombre moyen de malades par hopital
pour un jour donné est passé de 77 a 73.

En 1979-80, le nombre total de personnes employées dans
I’ensemble des établissements pour maladies mentales était de
19,188 soit 11.1 % de moins qu’en 1978 -79 (21,594).

Finances

En 1979-80, tous les 34 hdpitaux: publics pour maladies
mentales en activité ont présenté des données financiéres.

Il faut noter que les données sur le cotit par journée d’hos-
pitalisation des établissements de Terre-Neuve ont été suppri-
mées parce qu’elles ne sont pas comparables 4 celles des autres
provinces.



In 1979-80, total reported operating revenue
amounted to $362.6 million. Total reported operating
expenditure for 1979-80 was $373.7 million. Cost
per patient-day in reporting hospitals rose by 1.3%
from $96.54 in 1978-79 to $97.82 in 1979 - 80.

EXPLANATORY NOTES AND GLOSSARY

Population

June 1 population figures as enumerated in census
years or estimated for inter-censal years were used in
calculations involving calendar years. October 1 post-
censal estimates were used in calculations involving
fiscal years.

Type of Institution

Mental institution. Mental hospitals and psychiatric
units.

Mental hospital. A hospital that provides treatment
for all types of psychiatric conditions.

Psychiatric hospital. A hospital that provides short-
term intensive psychiatric treatment.

Other types. Special hospitals for alcoholics, aged and
senile and epilepsy.

Psychiatric unit. A unit within a hospital, organized
for the treatment of patients with psychiatric dis-
orders.

Ownership

The owner of the hospital is the person, group of
persons, agency or corporate body, in whose name
the lease to the real estate is held; or if there is no
lease, the registered owner according to the deed.

Lay. A hospital owned by a voluntary lay body.

Religious. A hospital owned by a religious organiza-
tion.

Municipal. A hospital owned by a city, town, country,
municipality, or by districts or bodies which are em-
powered to levy taxes.

Provincial. A hospital owned by a branch, division or
department of a provincial government or a territorial
government or by a provincially controlled institution
such as a university.

Utilization
Rated bed capacity. The number of beds that the in-

stitution is designed to accommodate, on the basis of
established standards of floor space area per bed.

Approved bed complement. The number of beds ap-
proved for the hospital by the provincial authorities.
This figure could be less than the rated bed capacity,
due to budget restraints, or other factors.

Population

Hopital qui traite tous les
genres de troubles psychiatriques.

Hopital psychiatrique. Hopital qui dispense des traitements
psychiatriques intensifs et de courte durée.

Autres. Hopitaux spéciaux pour alcooliques, vieillards et cas
de sénilité et épileptiques.

Quartier psychiatrique. Quartier aménagé dans un hopital
pour le traitement des malades souffrant de troubles psychia-
triques.

Propriété
Le propriétaire est la personne ou la société qui détient

le titre de propriété ou le bail des immeubles de I’établisse-
ment.

Hopital laique. Hopital, propriété d’un organisme laique.

Religieux. Hopital, propriété d’un organisme religieux.

Municipal. Hopital, propriété d’une ville, d’'un comté, d’une
municipalité ou d’un district municipal ou d’un organisme
pouvant lever des impots.

Provincial. H6pital, propriété d’une direction, d’une division
ou d’un service d’un gouvernement provincial ou de territoire,
ou d’une institution soumise a une province, comme une uni-
versité.

Utilisation
Capacité théorique en lits. Le nombre de lits qu’une institu-

tion est censée avoir suivant les normes reconnues d’aire par
lit.

Lits approuvés. Le nombre de lits approuvés par les autorités
provinciales. Ce chiffre peut étre inférieur 4 la capacité théo-
rique en lits, & cause de restrictions budgétaires ou d’autres
facteurs.



Beds set up. The number of beds actually set up in the
hospitals and available for accommodation of in-
patients at end of period, whether or not actually
occupied by a patient at that time.

Beds staffed and in operation. The number of beds
that are actually available for patient accommodation,
with staff available to provide the required level and
type of care, whether or not actually occupied by
a patient at the time.

Patient-day. The period of service to an inpatient be-
tween the census taking hours on two successive days;
includes the day of admission but excludes the day
of separation.

Average number of patients. The average number of
patients in mental institutions on any particular day.

Personnel

Full-time personnel. Persons employed on a full-time
basis, i.e., regularly employed throughout the hospi-
tal’s full workweek.

Part-time personnel. Persons employed on a part-time
basis. i.e., regularly employed on selected days or par-
tial days in the hospital’s workweek.

Administrative staff. Includes the chief administrative
officers, matrons or superintendents of nurses and
other administrative staff (controller, secretary, busi-
ness manager and general office staff).

Medical staff. Includes certified psychiatrists, fellows
in psychiatry, other specialists and physicians, resi-
dents and interns as well as consultants.

Nursing staff. Includes graduates, students, affiliates,
nursing assistants, orderlies and attendants.

Other professional and technical staff. Includes den-
tists, psychologists, pharmacists, laboratory technolo-
gists and radiological technicians, occupational and
physiotherapists, academic teachers, social workers,
dietitians, chaplains and others.

Other staff. Includes employees of the dietary, laun-
dry and housekeeping departments, building opera-
tion and maintenance, garden and farm and other
departments.

Services

Specific services provided within the institution
under the direction of a properly qualified person. In-
cludes such services as diagnostic X-ray, electrocardio-
graphy, occupational therapy, social service, after-
care, etc,
