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INTRODUCTION 

Statistics on residential 
care facilities for Mental 
Disorders were taken from the 
annual survey of Residential 
Care Facilities which was first 
conducted in 1975. The term 
"residential care facilities" 
refers to facilities with four 
beds or more, funded, licensed 
or approved by provincial/ 
territorial departments of 
health and/or social services. 
In addition to facilities for 
the aged population, the survey 
includes homes for the physi-
cally handicapped, psychia-
trically disabled, develop-
mentally delayed, facilities 
for people with alcohol or drug 
problems, for emotionally 
disturbed children, transients, 
delinquents and shelters for 
families in crisis ect. This 
report, however, focuses only 
on facilities for mental 
disorders which include, 
facilities 	for 	the 
psychiatrically disabled, 
mentally retarded, emotionally 
disturbed children and centres 
for those with drug/alcohol 
problems. Some psychiatric 
institutions are included here. 
The rest are classified as 
hospitals and included in 
hospital statistics.

Toutefois, le present rapport 
porte uniquement sur les 
etablissements pour personnes 
souffrant de troubles mentaux, 
c'est-à-dire les etablissements 
pour les personnes souffrant de 
troubles psychiatriques, les 
arri6r6smentaux et les enfants 
souffrant de troubles dmotifs 
et les centres pour les alcoo-
liques et les toxicomanes. 
Quelques etablissements 
psychiatriques sont inclus ici. 
Les autres sont classes comme 
hOpitaux et sont inclus dans 
les statistiques des hopitaux.

METHODOLOGY 

Objectives 

Institutional statistics 
constitute part of the essen-
tial requirements of several 
federal departments as well as 
the various provincial depart-
ments of health, social 
services and education. The 
data are further used for the 
administrative evaluation of 
and plannming for major 
provincial and federal programs 
as well as satisfying many of 
the needs of administrators, 
researchers and large special 
interest groups in the 
community. 

Coverage 

The survey frame is a list 
of residential care facilities 
of four or more beds which are 
approved, funded or licensed by 
provincial/territorial depart-
ments of health and/or social 
services. There were 4,876 
facilities with 234,014 
approved beds operating in 
Canada at the end of the fiscal 
year 1987-88.

METHODOLOGIE 

Objectifs 

La statistique des eta-
blissements repond aux besoins 
essentiels de plusieurs minis-
tares feddraux ainsi que de 
divers ministeres provinciaux 
de la sante, des services 
sociaux et de l'education. Les 
donnees servent en outre 
administrer, evaluer et plani-
fier les principaux programmes 
feddraux et provinciaux et a 
repondre a bon nombre des 
besoins des administrateurs, 
d'hopitaux, des, chercheurs et 
des principaux groupes d'inte-
rat speciaux de la collecti-
vite. 

Champ d'observation 

La base de sondage est 
constitute d'une liste des 
etablissements de soins pour 
beneficiaires internes dotes de 
quatre lits ou plus, qui sont 
approuves, finances ou titu-
laires d'un permis delivre par 
les ministeres provinciaux/ 
territoriaux des services 
sociaux et/ou de la sante. A la 
fin de l'exercice financier 
1987-1988, it y avait 4,876 
etablissements en activite au 
Canada avec 234,014 lits 
approuves. 



Of these, 2,135 were 
facilities for residents with 
mental disorders with a total 
capacity of 56,302 beds. Over 
89% or 1,902 facilities for 
mental disorders with 47,706 
beds responded to the survey. 

Format 

The data for this report 
were derived from the Annual 
Return of Residential Care 
Facilities. All data collected 
are available in summary by 
province, principal charac-
teristic of the predominant 
group of residents, size of 
facility and type of care. 

The release of unpublished 
data is subject to the 
confidentiality provisions of 
the Statistics Act and may 
entail a charge, depending on 
the complexity and nature of 
the tabulations requested. 

Data Capture and Editing 

The majority of resi-
dential care facilities in the 
survey frame in Canada received 
forms mailed out by Statistics 
Canada. In New Brunswick, forms 
are mailed out to nursing homes 
by provincial officials. In 
Quebec, all information is 
provided by the provincial

Manual and computer edits 
and consistency checks were 
carried out at Statistics 
Canada. Problems identified by 
these editing procedures were 
resolved by comparison with 
prior years' forms and by 
liaison with provincial/ 
territorial authorities and 
respondents. The Statistics 
Canada edit program is based on 
concepts and definitions 
determined and continuously 
reviewed by the appropriate 
provincial/territorial and 
federal agencies.
