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INTRODUCT 10N

Purposes and Data Sources

Hospital statistics constitute part of the

essential requirements of  several federal
departments as well as the various provincial
departments of health and welfare. Hospital

expenditures represent a significant component of
the Gross Domestic Product figures. The data are
further used for the administration, evaluation and
planning of major provincial and federal programs
as well as satisfying many of the needs of hospital
administrators, researchers and large special
interest groups in the community.

The Preliminary Annual Report is a mini-survey of
the Annual Survey of Health Care Facilities -
Hospitals. The objective of this survey is to
provide key information on the Canadian hospital
sector well in asdvance of the release of data from
the Annual survey. Although the figures presented
are preliminary they nevertheless provide a
reasonably accurate portrayal of hospital costs and
utilization.

The target universe is all public, private and
federal hospitals operating in the ten provinces
and two territories.

Fifty-six items are collected which include data on
beds, patient-days, admissions, separations, paid
hours, salaries and other expenses.

Data sources for this survey are the Provincial
Ministries of Health and the Quarterly Hospital
Information System collected by Statistics Canada.

Methodology
Data Collection

Those hospitals already participating in the
Quarterly Hospital [nformation System have their
fourth quarter (cumulative) data included in the
preliminary annual database. Data for the
remaining hospitals are requested from the
provincial ministries of health, or responsible
federal departments by means of a one page
questionnaire. In most instances the ministry will
complete the questionnaire using administrative
data, although occasionally it is forwarded to a
hospital for completion.

In mid-August of the reporting year, provinces with
outstanding reports are contacted by telephone and
arrangements made for collecting these data. All
provinces attempt to report promptly.

Data Definition

The statistical data collected adheres to the
Instructions and Definitions Parts I and 11
developed for the reporting of hospitals to
Statistics Canada. Uniform accounting information
is available from hospitals as a result of the
acceptance of the Canadian Hospital Accounting
Manual (CHAM) for reporting under the federal
provincial hospital insurance program.

The definitions of terms for the hospital database
are as follows:

Hospital

Is defined as an institution where patients are
accommodated on the basis of medical need and are
provided with continuing medical care and
supporting diagnostic and therapeutic services, and
which is licensed or approved as a hospital by a
provincial government, or is operated by the
Government of Canada. This definition includes
mental institutions.

Type of Hospital

Public (including voluntary, provincial and
municipal). Applies to a hospital recognized by
the province as a "public hospital”. Such a
hospital generally is not operated for profit.

Proprietary. Applies to a hospital owned by an
individual or by a private organization, operated
for a profit and recognized by the province as a
"proprietary hospital®.

Federal . Applies to a hospital owned by a
department or agency of the Government of Canada
and operated on a non-profit basis.

Type of Unit

Short-term units - Adults and children. Are those
inpatient units provided for patients who, at the
time of admission, require diagnostic and
therapeutic services and/or skilled nursing care
and medical attention.

Long-term units - Adults and children. Are those
inpatient units provided for patients who, at the
time of admission, require regular services and
continuing nursing care.

Type of Service
General

No long-term units. Refers to a hospital which
provides primarily for the diagnosis and short-term
treatment of patients for a wide range of diseases
or injuries. The services of a general hospital
are not restricted to a specific age group or sex.

Teaching hospital. Applies to a hospital which
provides medical education programs, approved by
the appropriate authorities, for the major clinical
instruction in at least the medical disciplines of
internal medicine and general surgery to
undergraduate medical students in their final two
years.

Allied Special Wospitals

Specialty. Applies to a hospital which provides
primarily for the diagnosis and short-term
treatment of patients for a Llimited range of
diseases or injuries, or a broad range of services
to a specific age group.

Pediatric. Applies to a hospital which provides
for the diagnosis and short-term treatment of
pediatric patients, generally 14 years of age and
under .

Psychiatric. Applies to a hospital which provides
for the diagnosis and short-term treatment of
patients with psychiatric conditions.

Other. Applies to a cancer hospital, cardiology
hospital or institute, institute of psychiatry,
maternity  hospital, neurclogical institute,

orthopedic hospital, etc..

Rehabilitation (including convalescent). Applies
to a hospital which provides primarily for the
continuing assessment and treatment of patients
whose condition is expected to improve
significantly through the provision of physical
medicine and other rehabilitative services.

Extended care (including chronic). Applies to a
hospital which provides primarily for the
continuing treatment of patients with long-term
illness or with a low potential for recovery and
who require regular medical assessment and
continuing nursing care.

Psychiatric (long term). Applies to a hospital
which provides primarily for the continuing
assessment and treatment of patients with
psychiatric conditions.

Other. Applies to Nursing Stations and Out-post
Hospitals.

Operation. Refers to the person, group of persons,
agency or corporate body which bears the day to day
responsibility for ensuring that the hospital is
able to function and provide services.

Voluntary. Applies to a hospital owned and/or
operated by a non-governmental organization.

Lay Corporation. Applies to a voluntary
hospital owned and/or operated by a voluntary
lay group.

Religious Organization. Applies to a voluntary
hospital owned and/ or operated by a religious
organization.

Red Cross. Applies to a voluntary hospital
owned and/or operated by the Canadian Red Cross
Society or one of its provincial divisions.

Municipal (union or hospital district).
Applies to a hospital owned and/or operated by
a city, county, municipality, or other
municipal government, or by a union or
combination of municipal governments, or by a
district or other body which is empowered to
levy taxes or to otherwise operate after the
fashion of a municipality. Municipal
operation, as well as ownership, would be
indicated if the members of the governing body
of the hospital are appointed, elected or
otherwise controlled by the municipal body or
electorate.

Provincial. Applies to a hospital owned and/or
operated by a branch, division, agency or
department of a provincial or territorial
government .

Federal. Applies to a hospital owned and/or
operated by a department or agency of the
Government of Canada and operated on a
nonprofit basis. Operation will generally be by
one of the following agencies: Veterans'
Affairs, Health and Welfare Canada, National
Defence and Atomic Energy Canada.

Proprietary. Applies to a hospital owned
and/or operated by an individual or by a
private organization and operated for a profit.

Utilization

Approved bed complement. The number of beds and
cribs (or bassinets for newborn), approved for the
hospital, or a unit of the hospital, as at year-end
of the reporting vyear, by the provincial
authorities.

Beds staffed and in operation. The distribution of
beds and cribs (or bassinets for newborn), as at
the year-end of the reporting year, that are
actually available for patient accommodation, with
staff available to provide the required level and
type of care, whether or not actually occupied by a
patient at that time.

Inpatient. A person who has been admitted to a
hospital for medical and hospital services and who
has been assigned an inpatient bed or bassinet.

Adults and children. All inpatients except
newborn.
Mewborn. An infant liveborn in the hospital or

admitted with the mother who was admitted for
maternity services.

Admission. The official acceptance into a hospital
of a patient (including an infant born alive in the

hospital) who requires medical and hospital
services including room and board.
Discharge. The official departure from the

hospital or from a provincially recognized unit of
the hospital of a live inpatient.

Death. The cessation of Life of an inpatient after
admission and before discharge.

Separation. The death of an
inpatient.

Patient-day. The period of service to an inpatient
between the census-taking hours on two successive
days; the day of admission is counted as a patient-
day but the day of separation is not.

Outpatients. Patients who have been formally
accepted by a hospital and who received diagnostic
and therapeutic services without being admitted as
inpatients. This category includes patients
attending a day or night care unit.

Laboratory unit. A measure of the workload of the
laboratory - one unit is equivalent to one minute
of composite technical, clerical and aide time
spent actively engaged in the production of patient
answers .,

Radiology. A radiology examination is defined as a
single diagnostic procedure performed during one
attendance of the patient, making use of any of the
following:

(a) fluoroscopy or image

Personnel

full-time. Refers to persons employed on a full-
time basis, i.e. regularly employed throughout the
department's full workweek.

Part-time. Refers to persons employed on a part-
time basis, i.e. regularly employed on selected
days or partial days in the department's workweek.

Paid hours. Include those for all full-time, part-
time and casual employees excluding the medical
staff of the hospital who, during the year, have
had salaries or wages payable to them by the
hospital. KHours covering paid holiday time and
other paid leave are to be included for all
categories of personnel.

Personnel

A temps plein. Personnes employées & temps plein,
c'est-a-dire employées régul iérement pendant toute
la semaine de travail du service.

Personnes employées & temps
partiel, c'est-a-dire employées réguliérement
certains jours ou certaines plages de la journée
durant la semaine de travail du service.

Heures rémmérées. Comprend les heures des
employés a temps plein ou partiel et des employés
occasionnels dont les traitements et les salaires,
durant [‘année, ont été rémunérés par L'hopital, a
t'exclusion du personnel médical de L'hopital.

Operating Expense

The cost, on an accrual basis of operating and
maintaining the hospital during the year.

Gross salaries and wages including all medical
staff remmeration. These are distributed to two
sub-categories:

Medical staff. Includes all types of hospital
remuneration earned during the year by paid medical
staff, i.e. salaries, wages, fees, contract rates,
honorarium, etc.

Other gross salaries and wages. Includes gross
salaries and wages earned during the year by all
other staff including non-medical teaching staff
and regular employees involved in extramural or on-
the- job training.

Employee benefits. The facility's contribution to
the cost of various fringe benefits provided to its
employees. These do not include perquisites such
as room and board provided for employees, which are
a part of salaries and wages.
Supplies and other expenses. These are distributed
to three sub-categories: -

Supplies and other expenses (excluding medical
and surgical supplies and drugs). Includes all
of the hospital ‘s operating expenses other than
gross salaries and wages and excluding the cost
of medical and surgical supplies, drugs and
employee benefits.

Medical and surgical supplies. Items used in
the treatment and examination of patients such
as sutures, dressings, clinical thermometers,

sterile supplies, catheters, needles and
syringes, etc.
Drugs. All drugs, as well as medicines,

anesthetic gases, oxygen and other medical
gases, intravenous solutions, etc.

Operating Income

Operating income is the revenue that accrues during
the year for the purpose of operation and
maintenance of the hospital.

Gross income. This includes the amounts earned by
the hospital for the rendering of services to
patients. These amounts are represented by the
regular income earned by the hospital for such
services, regardless of the terms of any special
contract, agreement, or understanding as to the
basis of rates to be paid.

Sont divisées en
trois sous-catégories:

Fournitures et autres dépenses (sauf les
fournitures médicales et chirurgicales, et les
médicaments).

Met income. Net income comprises the difference
between gross income and deductions such as
courtesy, rebates and free service, and bad debts,
less recoveries.

Data Processing

At the start of the survey year, a production file
is created by picking up cells from the inventory
file which identify the hospital and define its
type, service and beds. After the &4th Quarter data
file is relatively free from error,(see appendix 1)
data is extracted for those hospitals reporting on
the Quarterly and is matched to the new production
file. This usually amounts to about 40% of the
universe, Data for the remaining hospitals are
collected from other sources (Refer to data
collection).

The file is transferred from the mainframe to the
mini computer for data capture of additional
records and editing. When all data are captured and
the corrections made, the file is transferred to
the main-frame. Tables are produced and the senior
liaison officer checks them for errors by using

tables from previous years and interprovincial
comparisons. If a change is necessary the file is
transferred back to the mini-computer for

corrections. This procedure continues until all
errors are corrected.

Data Quality

The collection period, processing and the release
of data cover the nine months from April to
December. The response rate to this survey has
always been about 90X covering 96X of the beds.
The response rate for Public hospitals alone is
generally higher at about 97%.

Preliminary data are subject to change upon the
release of data from the Hospital Annual Survey.
Since financial data are not audited there tends to
be incomplete reporting from some hospitals.

Hospitals do not always provide complete
information. For example some may not report
expenditures while others will give a total without
a breakdown. As missing data are not imputed,
expenditures may not be comparable from year to
year.

Private and Federal hospitals, which together make
up only 14X of all hospitals, are not required to
report financiel information on this survey. The
only data available for these hospitals are on beds
and hospital wutilization. Consequently, tables
referring to revenues and expenditures represent
date from public hospitals only. For this report,
no attempt was made to adjust the data to account

for hospitals not responding to the survey or for
item non-response for those facilities which did
report. In order to indicate more precisely what

In order to indicate more precisely what
the data represent, the number of hospitals
reporting the particular variables being tabulated
are included in the tables.

Hospital data are used by other Statistics Canada
divisions and government departments such as Input-
Output division, Labour division and Health and
welfare Canada. Many of these departments will use
their own calculations to adjust for non-response
so care should be taken if comparing their final
output to reported data.

The reporting form was revised for 1987-88. More
detailed information was collected on the new form
giving a breakdown of beds, patient days, total
days stay, admissions and separations for both
short and long term units as well as newborn. The
old form collected only the totals for all units
combined. Additional data were collected on paid
hours, salaries and supplies, providing a breakdown
for nursing, diagnostic and therapeutic, special
research, educational programs and the
administrative and support category.

APPENDIX 1

QUARTERLY HOSPITAL INFORMATION SYSTEM

Every three months, Statistics Canada mails out
three copies of a seven page questionnaire (1 copy
with a return label and two working copies) to
every hospital in Canada. Questionnaires are
mailed out approximately two weeks before the end
of the quarter under survey. A deadline for
receipt of completed questionnaires has been
established at 45 days after the end of the
quarter. Data are reported cumulatively from
quarter to quarter during the reporting year as
fol lows;

First Quarter - April 1 to June 30
Second Quarter - April 1 to September 30
Third Quarter - April 1 to December 31
Fourth Quarter - April 1 to March 31

The survey is voluntary and the response rate is
usually quite low, less than 40X. Every completed
questionnaire undergoes a rigorous editing program
in Statistics Canada consisting of two parts: 1-
computer editing and 2- professional editing. The
computer edits ensure consistency of response
through validity and correlation edits. Validity
edits include those edits which check the basic
identification of the hospital with the hospital
inventory. Correlation edits include summation
edits which verify that individual cells add up to
the total reported, and those edits which require
that a cell on a page agree with a cell on another
page. Any discrepancies are reported to the
liaison staff, experienced in hospital
administration and financial management, who
proceed to correct the reported error. At this
point the hospital may be contacted for additional
information to rectify the problem. Some hospitals
may receive a “Computer Edit Observation" report
explaining a reporting error. The objective is to
provide feedback on reporting errors to the
hospital to correct a problem prior to completion
of subsequent questionnaires.
