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VITAL STATISTICS - STATISTIQUE DE L'ETAT CIVIL 
DECEMBER - 1962 - DECEMBRE 

Blrths-The 33,791 births registered in the 10 provincial vital 
statistics offices during the month of December, 1962, brought the 
total number of records filed during the year to over 474,000. On 
the basis of these figures it is estimated that when final returns are 
in, 476,000 Infants will have been bom during 1962, in the 10 prov­
inces and 2 territories, about the same number as in the previous 
year but almost 3,000 below the record 479,275 bom .in 1959. Most 
of the provinces showed declines. 

The 1962 total brought the number of babies added to the popu­
lation during the past six years to 2,848,800 as compared with 
2,150,000 in the 5 years between the 1951 and 1956 censuses and 
2,200,000 in the six years between the end of the World War II and 
the 1951 census, or a total of slightly over 7 million in 17 years. 

The 1962 birth rate (per 1,000 population) is estimated at 29.6, 
the lowest since 1945 and the fifth consecutive annual drop from 
28.3 in 1957.
