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VITAL STATISTICS-STATISTIQUE DE L 'ETAT CIVIL

Births - A t o t a l of 37,163 b i r th regis t ra t ions were 
f i led i n provincial offices during March compared 
with 36,238 in February and 37,576 in torch 1961. 
The cumulative t o t a l for the f i r s t quarter of 1962 
was over 1 percent above the corresponding period of 
l a s t year although a majority of the provinces 
reported decreases. 

Marriages - There were 6,077 marriages reported in 
provincial offices i n March 1962, a small increase 
over the previous month but substantial ly more than 
the 5,163 regis t ra t ions of March 1961. For the 
f i r s t quarter of 1962 marriages were more tlian 10 
percent higher than in the corresponding period of 
l a s t year . 

Deaths - During I-arch 1962, 11,374 deaths were 
recorded in provincial offices compared vdth 11,759 
in February and 11,507 in March 1961. For the f i r s t 
quarter of 1962 deaths recorded were over 7 percent 
higher than in the corresponding period of l a s t year 
with increases shown in a l l except two provinces. 

Haissances - Les Ijureaux provinciaux ont enregistre 
en mars 37,163 naissanoes au regard de 36,238 en 
f^vrier et 37,576 en mars 1961. Le t o t a l cumule du 
premier t r imestre de 1962 a et^ de plus de 1 p . ICX) 
au^dessus de celui de l a periode correspondante de 
I 'anr^e d e m i i r e bien que la majority des provinces 
a i t signaie une diminution, 

Mariages - Le nombre de mariages enregistrSs aux 
bureaux provinciaux en mars 1962 a ^te de 6,077, 
l^gfere augmentation sur l e mois precedent mais 
augmentation sensible sar l es 5,163 mariages 
enregistrSs en mars 1961. Au cours du premier 
t r imestre de 1962, l e nombre de mariages avai t 
augments de plus de 10 p . 100 sur celui de la mSme 
p^riode de I 'annee demifere. 

DgeSs - Qi mars 1962, l e s bureaux provinciaux ont 
enregistre 11,374 decfes au regard de 11,759 en 
fevr ier et 11,507 en mars 1961. Au COUPS du premier 
t r imestre de 1962 l e nombre de dScfes enregis t r l s 
a €t6 de plus de 7 p . 100 au-dessus de celui de la 
p^riode correspondante de 1961, toutes l es provinces 
sauf deux signalant une augmentation.
