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VITAL STATISTICS — STATISTIQUE DE L'ETAT CIVIL 

DECEMBER - 1963 - DECEMBRE 

Births-The 35,185 births registered in the 10 provincial vital 
statistics offices during December 1963 brought the total number of 
records filed during the year to Just over 468,000, which after ad­
justments of monthly figures, is expected to be the final total for 
the year, only slightly below the 469,700 registered in 1982. The 
annual number of births has been declining steadily during the past 
4 years from the record 479,300 registered in 1959; however this 
downswing is expected to end in 1963. 

The 1963 total brought the number of babies added to the popu­
lation during the past 2 years since the 1961 Census to 937,700 as 
compared with 2,372,800 in the 5 years between the 1956 and 1961 
Censuses, 2,151,300 between 1951 and 1956 Censuses, and 
2,196,100 between the end of World War 11 and the 1951 Census, or 
a total of 7,657,900 since the War. 

The birth rate (per 1,000 population) has been declining stead­
ily during the past 6 years, from the most recent high of 28.2 in 
1957 to an estimated Z4.8 in 1963. 

Manrlages-On the basis of the 130,541 records filed in the 10 
provincial offices during the year, it is estimated that, when final 
returns are received, that a total of 131,300 marriages will have 
been solemnized during 1963 in the country as a whole. The annual 
number of marriages has fluctuated during.the past 5 years between 
128,500 (1961) and 131,500 (1958). The 1963 figure is the second 
consecutive increase from the record low of 128,500 registered in 
1961. 

Despite the increase in 1963 marriages, the marriage rate de­
clined slightly to 6.9 (per 1,000 population), the lowest on record 
in recent years. The marriage rate has been declining steadily 
since the record 10,9 in 1946. 

Deaths-On the basis of the 147,000 death records tiled in pro­
vincial offices during the year, the final count of deaths is expected 
to reach 147,700, up 4,000 from the 143,700 reported in 1962. 

The annual crude death rate (per 1,000 population) rose slightly 
in 1963 to 7.8 after declining steadily since the end of World War II 
from 9.5 to a record low of-7.7 in 1961-62. 

Natal i ty-Les 35,185 naissances qui ont 6l6 enregistr£es aux bureaux 
provinciaux de I'etat civil en dSoembre 1963 ont portfi le total de I'an-
n€e k un peu plus de 468,000, chiffre que I'on s'attend k devenir did-
nitif apr^s les ajustements mehsuels; ce total est iSgSrement inf^rleur 
a celui de 1962 (469,700). La natalitS annuelle a constamment reculS 
durant les quatre derniires annSes, et cel& k partlr du sommet de 
479,300 accusS en 1959; toutefois, cstte courbe descendante cessera 
vraisemblablement k partir de 1963. 

Les chiffres de I'an dernier donnent 937,700 bfbSs depuis deux 
ans (depuis le recensement de 1961), comparativement k 2,372,800 
durant les cinq anuses intercensales de 1956 k 1961, k 2,151,300 entre 
celles de 1951 et 1956 et k 2,196,100 entre la fin de la sefionde guerre 
mondlale et le recensement de 1951; c'est un acoroissement de 
7,657,900 depuis la guerre. 

Le taux de natality (pour 1,000) a constamment baissS au cours 
des six dernl^res annSes, soit de 28.2 en 1957 (le sommet le plus re­
cent) k environ 24.8 en 1963. 

>upt ia l l t i -Se basant sur les 130,541 mariages qu'ont enregistr€ 10 
bureaux provinciaux de l'€tat civil, on estime que les rapports d€fi-
nitifs donneront un total Canadian de 131,300 mariages en 1963, La 
nuptialite annuelle a vari€ au cours des cinq derniSres ann€es, soit de 
128,500 en 1961 k 131,600 en 1958. En 1963, le total a attelnt un se­
cond acoroissement depuis le minimum de 128,500 en 1961. 

Malgr€ cette augmentation de 1963, le taux de nuptialitS a lSg%re-
ment baissS k 6.9 (p. 1,000); c'est le plus bas ces derni&res annSes, 
Depuis le record de 1946 (10.9), ce taux a constamment recul€.
