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Births-The 35,645 births registered In the ten provincial vital 
statistics offices during December, 1964 brought the total number 
of records filed during the year to Just over 457,000 which, after 
adjustments of monthly figures, is expected to be the final total for 
the year, somewhat below the 465,800 registered in 1963. The annual 
number of births has been declining steadily during the past five 
years from the record 479,300 registered in 1959. 

The 1964 total brought the number of babies added to the popu­
lation during the past three years since the 1961 Census to 1,392,500 
as compared with 2,372,800 in the five years between the 1956 and 
1961 Censuses, 2,151,300 between the 1951 and 1956 Censuses, and 
2,196,100 between the end of World War n and the 1951 Census, or 
a total of 8,112,700 since the War. 

The birth rate (per 1,000 population) has been declining steadily 
during the past seven years, from the most recent high of 28.2 in 
1957 to an estimated 23,8 in 1964. 

Marriages—On the basis of the 140,920 records filed in the ten 
provincial offices during the year it Is estimated that, when final 
returns are received, a total of 142,000 marriages will have been 
solemnized during 1964, a record high for Canada. The 1964 figure 
exceeds by 4,600 the previous record high of 137,400 registered 
in 1946. 

The marriage rate rose to 7.4 (per 1,000 population), the highest 
during the past five years. Prior to 1964 the marriage rate had been 
declining steadily since the record 10.9 In 1946. 

Deaths—On the basis of the 146,270 death records filed In provincial 
offices during the year, the final count of deaths Is expected to 
reach 147,000, down slightly from the 147,400 reported In 1963. 

The annual crude death rate (per 1,000 population) declined 
slightly In 1964 to a record low of 7.6.

Maiiages—A partir des 140.920 mariages enreglstr^s aux dix bureaux 
provlnclaux de I'fitat civil durant I'ann^e, on estlme que, lorsque les 
rapports dgflnitlts auront 6t6 resus, un total de 142,000 mariages auront 
6t6 solennisgs en 1964, chlffre sans pr^cSdent au Canada. Le total de 
1964 surpasse de 4,600 le record antSrIeur qui Stait de 137,400 en 1946. 

Le taux de nuptiallt« s'est SlevS k 7.4 (p. 1,000), solt a un sommet 
durant les cinq dernlSres ann€es.
