VITAL STATISTICS — STATISTIQUE DE L'ETAT CIVIL 
DECEMBER - 1965 - DECEMBRE 

B i r t h s - H i e 30,468 births registered in the ten provincial vital 
stat ist ics offices during December, 1965 brought the total number 
of birth records filed during the year to 422,997. Of these, the 
final number of births which occurred during 1965 is expected to 
be 419,000, about 7i4 p.c. below the 452,900 that occurred during 
1964. The decline in births was general with decreases varying 
from 6 to 13 per cent in all provinces, except Newfoundland which 
showed practically no change from the previous year. The annual 
number of births has been declining steadily during the past six 
years from the record 479,300 registered in 1959. 

The 1965 total brought the number of babies added to the 
population during the past four years since the 1961 Census to 
1,807,400 as compared with 2,372,800 in the five years between 
the 1956 and 1961 Censuses, 2,151,300 between the 1951 and 1956 
Censuses, and 2,196,100 between the end of World War II and the 
1951 Census, or a total of 8,527,600 since the War. 

Tlie birth rate (per 1,000 population) has been declining 
steadily during the past eight years, from the most recent high of 
28.2 in 1957 to an estimated 21.4 in 1965. 

Marriages - On the basis of the 145,567 marriage records filed in 
the ten provincial offices during the year it is estimated that, 
when final returns are received, a total of 143,000 marriages will 
have been solemnized during 1965, a record high for Canada. The 
1965 figure exceeds by 4,900 the previous record high of 138,100 
registered in 1964. 

Tlie marriage rate (per 1,000 population) rose to 7.3, the 
highest during the past five years. Prior to 1964 the marriage rate 
had been declining steadily since the record 10.9 in 1946. 

Deaths-On the basis of the 147,627 death records filed in prov­
incial offices during the year, the final count of deaths is expected 
to be 147,000, up slightly from 145,900 reported in 1964. 

Although the number of deaths increased slightly from 1964, 
the annual crude death rate (per 1,000 population) declined some­
what in 1965 to a record low of 7.5. 

The number of registrations filed were generally higher than 
the estimated number of births, marriages and deaths for 1965. 
One of the reasons is that some of the registrations filed in 1965 
were for events that occurred in 1964. 

Nalssances—Les 30,468 naissances enregistrSes aux dix bureaux pro-
vinciaux de I'^tat civii en ddcemhre 1965 ont porte le total de dossiers 
de naissances c lasses durant I'ann^e a 422,997. De ce total, le nombre 
dSfinitif de naissances qui ont eu lieu au cours de 1965 atteindrait 
419,000 soit environ 7.5 p. 100 de moins que les 452,900 qui ont eu 
lieu en 1964. Sauf a Terre-Neuve ofl le changement au regard de i'ann^e 
prScSdente a ^tS minime, le recul des naissances a gtg gdndral et a 
variS entre 6 et 13 p. 100 dans les provinces. Le total annuel des nais­
sances a fldchi constamment au cours des six derniSres annSes, apr6s 
avoir atteint un sommet de 479,300 en 1959. 

Le total de 1965 a portS le nombre de bSbSs qui se sont ajoutgs 4 
la population au cours des quatre derniSres annSes depuis le recense-
ment de 1961 4 1,807,400 comparativement a 2.372,800 durant les cinq 
annSes entre les recenseraents de 1956 et 1961, a 2,151,300 entre les 
recenseraents de 1951 et 1956, et a 2,196,100 entre la fin de la Seconde 
Guerre mondiale et le recensement de 1951, soit un total de 8,527 600 
depuis la guerre. 

Le taux de natality (pour 1,000 habitants), Stabli & 21.4 en 1965, 
a diminuS rfiguiiSrement au cours des huit demiSres ann&s depuis le 
plus recent sommet atteint en 1957, soit 28.2. 

Mariages-Sur la base de 145.567 dossiers de raariages classes aux 
dix bureaux provinciaux au cours de l'ann€e, on estime que lorsque les 
rapports dSfinitifs seront recus, 143,000 mariages auront &te cSMbrSs 
en 1965, sommet sans precedent pour le Canada. Le chiffre de 1965 
surpasse de 4,900 le sommet de 138,100 raariages inscrits en 1964. 

Le taux de nuptialitf (pour 1,000 habitants) s 'est Slevg a 7.3, soit 
le plus ilevS au cours des cinq demiSres ann«es. AprSs avoir atteint 
un sommet de 10.9 en 1946, le taux de nuptialitS avait fl^chi constam­
ment jusqu'en 1964. 

D * c i s - E n se fondant sur les 147,627 dossiers de ddces classes aux 
dix bureaux provinciaux au cours de I'ann^e, le total dSfinitif desddc6s 
devrait se chiffrer par 147,000, ISgkie augmentation sur les 145.900 
declares en 1964. 

Bien que le nombre de ddcfis ait ISggrement augment^ sur 1964, le 
taux annuel brut de mortality (pour 1,000 habitants) a accus« un peu de 
recul en 1965 et s 'est «tabli au creux sans pr&ddent de 7.5. 

Le nombre d'enregistrements classes gtalt g«n«ralement plus 
Sieve que le nombre estimatif de naissances, mariages et dgc6s en 
1965. L'une des raisons en est que certains enregistreraents classes 
en 1965 concernaient des gvdnements qui avaient eu lieu en 1964.
