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Births — The 35,094 births recorded in provincial 
offices during May brought the total number regis­
tered for the first five months of 1965 to 176,913, 
a decrease of 6.7 per cent from the 189,558 regis­
trations for the corresponding period of last year. 
Nine provinces reported decreases. 

Marriages — There were 10,486 marriages registered 
In provincial offices In May compared with 8,920 in 
May 1964. The cumulative total for the first five 
months of 1963 was 0.9 per cent higher than In the 
corresponding period of 1964, with only two provinces 
showing decreases. 

Deaths — During May, 10,813 deaths were recorded In 
provincial offices compared with 11,383 In April and 
11,297 In May 1964. For the first five months of 
1965 deaths were 1.6 per cent lower than the corres­
ponding period of last year, although half the "prov­
inces reported increases.
