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Births — In June, a total of 37,402 births were re­
gistered in the provincial offices compared with 
41,253 in June last year. During the first six 
months of 1965 the cumulative total of registered 
births was 7.1 rer cent lower than in the corres­
ponding period of last year. 

Marriages — There were 13,348 marriages registered 
in the provincial offices in June compared with 
13,374 in June 1964. The cumulative total for the 
first six months of 1965 was 0.6 per cent higher 
than the corresponding period of last year with only 
two provinces showing a decrease. 

Deaths — A total of 12,262 death registrations were 
filed in provincial offices during June 1965, 
slightly lower than the 12,508 registrations of June 
1964. The cumulative total for the first half of 
1965 was 1.7 per cent lower than in the corresponding 
period of last year with half the provinces reporting 
decreases.
