The cumulative total for the first seven months of 
1965 was '7.9 per cent below the corresponding 
period of last year with decreases reported In all 
provinces. 

"ftrrl^gen - There were 19,055 marriages reported 
in provincial offices In July compared with 17,291 
In the corresponding month of last year. The total 
for the first seven months of 1956 exceeded the 
corresponding period of 1955 by 6.1 per cent. 
Increases were reported in all provinces except 
Newfoundland. 

P^flths - The 11,749 deaths recorded In provincial 
offices In July, brought the total number registered 
for the first seven months of 1966 to 89,180, on 
Increase of 4.2 per cent from the 85,602 registra­
tions for the corresponding months of 1965. In­
creases were reported In all provinces.
