Bi rths — The 26,772 births registered in provincial 
offices during March brought the total number 
registered for the first quarter of 1968 Co 87,936, 
a decrease of 4.8 per cent from the 92,334 regis­
trations for the corres|)Onding months of 1967. 
Increases were reported in three provinces. 

Marriages - In March, a total of 8,596 marriages 
were recorded in provincial offices compared with 
7,325 in March 1967. During the first quarter of 
1968 i;he cumulative total of registered marriages 
was 13.6 per cent higher than the corresponding 
period of last year altliough four provinces re­
ported decreases. 

lieaths — There were 12,901 deaths registered in 
March compared with 12,159 in March 1967. For 
the first quarter of 1968 deaths exceeded the 
corresponding period of last year by 11.4 per 
cent with all provinces reporting increases.
