Births — The 31,259 births recorded in provincial 
offices during May brought the total number registered 
for the first five months of 1968 to 152,698, a de­
crease of 3.7 per cent from the 158,585 registrations 
for the corresponding period of last year. Decreases 
were reported In half the provinces. 

Marriages — There were 12,532 marriages registered in 
provincial offices in May, approximately the same as 
the 12,590 marriages reported in May of last year. 
For the first five months of 1968 marriages were 8.6 
per cent higher than in the corresponding period of 
last year with seven provinces showing increases. 

Deaths — During May 12,460 deaths were recorded in 
the provincial offices compared with 13,061 In April. 
The cumulative total for the first five months of 
1968 was 7.8 per cent higher than in the corresponding 
months of last year with only two provinces recording 
a decrease.
