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Births — The 30,456 births recorded In provin­
cial offices during April brought the total 
number registered for the first four months of 
1969 to 120,646 a decrease of 0.7 per cent from 
the 121,439 registrations for the corresponding 
period of 1968. Increases were reported in three 
provi nces. 

Marriages — There were 10,915 marriages regis­
tered In provincial offices in April compared 
with 10,068 In April 196H. riu; cumulative 
total for the first four months was 0,9 per cent 
higher than in the corresponding months of 196H, 
with only two provinces showing decreases. 

Deaths — During April 12,409 deaths were recorded 
in provincial offices comparod with 12,694 In 
March and l;),Obl in April 196H, The total for 
the first four months was 3.4 per cent below the 
corresponding months of last year with three 
provinces recording Increases.
