Statistical Offices during 'the past 12 months, the"" 
trations of live births during the year ending March ll 
to 372,754; this represented an Increase of 6.9% compared to the 
similar period a year ago. A significant portion of this upward 
change was due to the increases reported as an adjustment to the 
previous quarters in the province of Quebec. The estimated rate for 
Canada, per 1,000 population, was 16.3 compared to 15.4 a year ago. 

The number of Marriages registered during the past 12 months 
ending March 1976, was 202,833 - a slight increase from 200,312 for 
the similar period a year ago. The large number of registrations 
reported from the province of Quebec during the January-March period 
was apparently influenced by the adjustments in respect of previous 
quarters. The rate for Canada was estimated to be 8.8 per 1,000 
population. 

A total of 169,391 deaths were recorded during the 12 months 
ending March 1976, representing a decrease of about 0.6% over the 
previous 12 months. The estimated death rate per 1,000 population 
was 7.4 compared to 7.6 a year ago.
