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The 32,989 births registered in provincial offices during December 
was the lowest since the previous February; this total was under 
December 1954 but well above the 5-year median of 32,002. The year's 
total of 440,092 was close to 2 p.c. above the 432.887 registered last 
year. Increases were reported by all but two provinces but the magni­
tude was under 3 p.c. in each case except British Columbia which had 
an increase of 6.3 p.c. On the basis of these totals it is estimated that 
when all births have been registered and compiled a record 442,000 
births will have occurred in 1955, as compared with 435,142 in 1954. 
However the estimated birth rate (per 1,000 population) of 28.4 declin­
ed for the first time during the past five years but was still the third 
highest on record since 1921, comparing with the previous record rates 
of 28.9 in 1947 and 28.7 in 1954. 

The 7,775 marriages registered in December represented a drop of 
4.820 from November and was the lowest December total registered of 
the past five years. The 125,851 registered during the year was just 
under the 126,641 registered in 1954 with only half the provinces re­
porting increases. The marriage rate (per 1,000 population) which i s 
provisionally estimated at 8.2 in 1955 and compares with 8.5 in 1954, 
has been gradually declining from the all-time record 10.9 in 1946. 

The 9,961 deaths registered in December were down from the 
previous month and represented the lowest December figure of the 
past five years. The cumulative total at 126,570, however, exceeded 
the 123,441 reported for 1954 by 2.5 p.c. with increases in all but two 
provinces. However the 1955 estimated crude death rate (per 1,000 
population) of 8.1 Is a record Canadian low, breaking the previous 
record 8.2 of 1954.

Le nombre (32,989) de nalssances enregistr£es aux bureaux pro-
vlnclaux en dfecembre a fetfe le plus bas depuis le mois de ffivrier 
prfecSdent; il est InfMeur & celui de dfecembre 1954 mals de beaucoup 
plus ftlevfe que la mfediane (32,002) de cinq ans. Le total de I'annfee a 
et6 de 440,092, soit pr^s de 2 p. 100 au-dessus de celui (432,887) 
enreglstrfi I'annie derni6re.

Les 7,775 mariages enreglstr£s en d6cembre repr^sentaient une 
diminution de 4,820 sur ceux de novembre et le chiffre le plus bas 
pour d6cembre enreglstr6 depuis cinq ans. Les 125,851 marlages 
enregistris au cours de I'ann^e ^talent d'& peine un peu moins nonv-
breux que les 126,641 enregistr£s en 1954, la moiti6 des provinces 
seulement signalant des augmentations. Le taux des marlages (par 
millier d'habitants), 6valu£ provisoirement i 8.2 en 1955 au regard de 
8.5 en 1954, n'a cess6 de flichir depuis le chiffre sans pr6c6dent de 
10.9 attelnt en 1946. 

Le nombre (9,961) de ddcis enregistris en d£cembre 6tait moins 
61ev£ qu'en novembre et 6tait le plus bas pour d6cembre depuis cinq 
ans. Le cumul de 126,570, toutefois, £tait plus £lev6 que celui 
(123,441) de 1954 par 2.5 p. 100, toutes les provinces sauf deux, 
signalant des augmentations. Toutefois la mortality estimative brute 
(par millier d'habitants) en 1955 a 6t6 de 8.1 p. 100, bas sans precedent 
et encore Inffirieur au record antfirieur de 8.2 attaint en 1954.
