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Blrthe registered In provincial offices during Juhe, 
1955, amounted to 38,980, appraxlmately equal to the 
38,992 registered in the previous month' and 2.8 p.o. more 
than the 37,931 registered in June, 1954. In the oon^ari-
son with the previous year, three provinces, Quebec, 
Ontario and tfemltoba accounted for the increase vdiile 
there were decreases in the remaining provinces. A total 
of 219,469 birUis have been registered to date this year, 
an increase of more than 3 p.o. over the corresponding 
period of the previous year with all but two provinces 
reporting increased registrations. 

Marriage registrations in June at 11,456 exceeded the 
May volume of 9,189 but remained under the 11,815 for June, 
1954, and more than 18 p.o. less than the 5-year median. 
Total marriage registrations for the first half of 1955 at 
.^,840 were somewhat below the 47,490 reported in the 
corresponding period of the previous year. 

The 10,548 deaths registered in June were below the 
11,354 reported during the previous month but amounted to 
the highest June figure for the past five years. The 
cumulative total for the first half of 1955 was 2.7 p.o. 
higher than the corresponding period of the previous year 
with increases reported in ELII but two provinces.
