Births registered in provincial offices during 
July, 1956, amounted to 39,845, up 4,300 from the 
35,509 registered in June and 2,600 above the 37,298 
registered in July last year. The cumulative total 
for the first seven months of 1956 was 0.7 p.o. above 
the corresponding period of last year with half the 
provinces reporting increases. 

Marriage registrations in July, 1956, at 14,930 
exceeded the 11,548 registered in June and the 13,942 
registered in J\ay, 1955. The cumulative total for 
the first seven months of 1956 exceeded that of the 
corresponding period of last year by 5.1 p.c. despite 
the fact that five provinces reported decreases. 

Deaths registered in July at 10,588 were 
slightly above the 10,206 registered in July, 1955 
but remained below the 11,576 registered in June, 
1956. For the first seven months of 1956 deaths 
were 5.2 p.o. above the corresponding period of last 
year with increases reported by seven provinces.
