P^rths reg i s te red i n prov inc ia l off ices during 
August, 1957, were lower than the previous month but 
higher than r e g i s t r a t i o n s for August, I956, The 
August 1957 f igure of 40,132 was over 5,000 below the 
45,795 r e g i s t r a t i o n s for July but near ly 2,000 above 
the 38,335 r e g i s t r a t i o n s for August, 1956. The cumu­
l a t i v e t o t a l for the f i r s t e ight months of 1957 was 
8 per cent above the corresponding period of l a s t 
year with inc reases i n every province exceot Saskat-
chev/an. 

August niarriage r e g i s t r a t i o n s a t 12,771 reoresen-
ted the lowest August f igure of the oast f ive years 
and were down from 15,435 for August 1956. The cu-.u-
l a t i v e t o t a l for the f i r s t e ight months of I957 
exceeded the corresponding period of l a s t year by 
nearly 6 per cent with increases i n a l l but two 
provinces . 

Deaths reg i s te red i n August 1957 a t 9,824 were 
lower than the previous month but higher than the 
9,298 r e g i s t r a t i o n s of August 1956. For the f i r s t 
e ight months of 1957 deaths were l e s s than 2 per cent 
above the corresponding period of 1956 and four pro­
vinces a c t u a l l y reported a decrease .

100 plus 
plev<? que ce lu i de la p^riode correspondante de 1956, 
toutes l e s provinces sauf deux ayant s igna le des 
augmentations.
