Births - 4 t o t a l of 44,148 b i r th reg i s t ra t ions were 
f i led in provincial offices during June compared 
with 37,944 i n May and 38,635 i n June 1958. The 
cumulative t o t a l for the f i r s t half of 1959 was 4.2 
percent more than a t the corresponding period l a s t 
year - a l l provinces except Hew Brunswick and Br i t i sh 
Columbia showing increases . 

Marriages - There were 11,4'71 marriages registered 
in provincial offices in June 1959 compared with 
10,224 i n June 1958. Marriages during the f i r s t 
half of 1959 were 3.2 percent below the correspond­
ing period l a s t year. However, Newfoundland, Prince 
Edward Is land, fenitoba and Saskatchewan showed 
increases over the f i r s t six months of l a s t year. 

Deaths - During June 1959, 11,770 deaths were 
recorded in provincial off ices , compared with 
11,401 i n May and 10,349 in June 1958. For the 
f i r s t half of 1959 deaths recorded were 6.8 percent 
above the corresponding figure for 1958, Newfound­
land and Alberta were the only provinces to show 
a decrease.

10,224 en juin 1958. Au cours du premier semestre 
de 1959, l es mariages ont «t^ de 3.2 p . 100 moins 
nombreux qu'au cours du semestre correspondant „de 
I 'ann^e pr4,c^dente, Toutefois, Torre-Neuve, I ' l l e -
du-Prince-Edouard, l e Ifenitoba et la Saskatchewan 
ont signal^ une augmentation sur un an plus t o t .
