Hlrths - A t o t a l of 39,524 bii^ih reg i s t r a t ions were 
f i led in provincial offices during IJarch compared 
with 38,265 i n February and 33,443 i n March 1959. 
The cumulative t o t a l for the f i r s t quarter of I960 
was nearly 4 percent below the corresponding period 
of l a s t year with s ix provinces showing decreases. 

Marriages - There were 7,721 marriages reported in 
provincial offices i n Jiaroh I960, approximately the 
same as in the previous month but substant ia l ly more 
than the figure of 5,552 recorded in J'arch of l a s t 
year. For the f i r s t quarter of I960 marriages were 
s ignif icant ly higher than i n the correspcnding 
period of l a s t year. 

Deaths - During March I960, 13,069 deaths were 
recorded in provincial offices compared with 12,174 
in February and 11,783 in March 1959. For the f i r s t 
quarter of I960 deaths recorded were 1.6 percent 
higher than the corresponding period of l a s t year 
although s ix provinces reported decreases.
