B i r t h s - T h e 33.663 births registered In the 10 provincial vital 
statistics offices during the month of December, 1961, brought the 
total number of records filed during/the year to close to 473,000. On 
the basis of these figures it Is estimated that when final returns are 
in, 474,000 infants will have been born during 1961, in the 10 prov­
inces and the 2 Territories, a decrease of more than 4,500 in compa­
rison with last year and over 5,000 below the record 479,275 born in 
1959. Despite the marked decrease, halt the provinces were expected 
to show Increased births in 1961. 

The 1961 total brought the number of babies added to the popu­
lation during the past 5 years to over 2.370,000 as compared with 
2,150,000 in the 5 years between the 1951 and 1956 censuses and 
2,200,000 in the 6 years between the end of World War II and the 
1951 Census, or a total of close to G\ million in the 16 years since 
the end of World War II. 

Tl)e 1961 birth rate (per 1,000 population) is estimated at 26.1, 
the lowest since 1945 and the fourth consecutive annual drop from 
28.3 in 1957. It should be observed, however, that this estimated 
birth rate is based on a pre-census population estimate and is subject 
to change when the official final census count becomes available. 

Marriages-On the basis of the 126,542 records filed during the year 
and on the volume of actual microfilm returns up to the end of August, 
it is estimated that a total of 127,000 marriages were solemnized 
during 1961 in the 10 provinces and 2 Territories, compared with 
130,338 in 1960. 

The marriage rate (per 1,000 population) has been declining 
gradually from a record 10.9 in 1946 and is estimated at a record 
low (since 1946) of just under 7 in 1961 as compared with 7.3 
in I960. 

Dea ths -On the basis of the 138,946 death records filed in provincial 
offices during the year and also on the volume of returns tabulated 
up to the end of September, the final count is expected to reach 
140,300 for 1961 after adjustment for residence, etc., a total slightly 
above the 139,693 registrations of 1960. 

The annual crude death rate (per 1,000 population) has been 
declining since the end of World War II from about 9.5 to 7.8 in 1960 
and is estimated at a new record low of 7.7 in 1961, one of the 
lowest —if not the lowest —in the world.

Le taux des naissances (pour 1,000 habitants) en 1961 est £valu£ 
4 26.1. soit le plus bas depuis 1945 et la quatrifeme baisse consecutive 
depuis 1957 (28.3). On devra noter, toutetois, que ces provisions quant 
k la natality sont basfees sur des chiffres de population d'avant recense­
ment et sont sujettes k une revision quand les chiffres officiels et 
ddfinitits du recensement seront publics.
