Births - Although the 36,295 l i v e b i r ths registered 
i n prcndncial offices in February vrere doim from the 
38,265 reg i s t r a t ions of February I960, the t o t a l 
recorded i n Canada for the f i r s t tvro months of 1961 
were nearly 3 per cent above the corresponding period 
of l a s t year even though six provinces showed 
decreases. 

Marriages - There were 5,983 marriages registered 
i n provincial offices i n February 1961 compared 
with 7,710 i n the corresponding month of l a s t year . 
Marriages for the f i r s t tvro months of 1961 were' 
about 2,000 lovfer than i n the corresponding monthn 
of I960. 

Deaths - During February 1961, 11,487 deaths were 
recorded i n provincial off ices , compared with 
12,174 i n February I960. For the f i r s t two months 
of 1961, however, the cumulative mortali ty t o t a l 
was nearly 5 per cent higher than i n the correspon­
ding period of l a s t year although half the provinces 
showed decreases.
