MARCH-I96I -MARS 

Births - A to ta l of 37,576 wore registered in Karch, 
1961, a higher figure than the 36,295 registrations 
of the previous month but sonet^t lower than the 
39,524 births of Karch I960. About the same number 
of births were registered during the f i r s t quarter 
of 1961 as during the f i r s t 3 months of l a s t year. 

Marriages - There were 5,163 marriages registered 
In provincial offices In March compared with 5,983 
in February and 7,721 during March I960. For the 
f i r s t quarter of I96I marriages were almost 20 per 
cent lower than In the f i r s t quarter of last year 
with a l l but two provinces reporting a decrease. 

Deaths - During March, 11,507 deaths were recorded 
in provincial of f ices , compared with 11,487 in 
February and 13,069 in March I960. For the f irs t 
quarter of 19&L deaths were a l i t t l e over 1 per cent 
below the corresponding period of last year although 
s ix provinoes showed increases.

5,163 marlages, en mars, au regard de 5,983 en 
f ivr ier et de 7,'721 en mars I960. Au cours du 
premier trlmestre, l e s marlages ont 6t6 de pr%s 
de 20 p. 100 moins nombrexDC qu'un an plus tSt et 
toutes l e s provinces, sattf deux, ont signal^ use 
dimlnatlon. 

D^cis - Bn mars, l e s bureaux provindaux ont 
signal^ 11,507 dSc&s, au regard de 11,487 en 
fSvi ier et de 13,069 en mars I960. Au cours du 
premier trlmestre de 1961, l e s dScis ont 6t6 d'un 
pea plus de 1 p .
