Births - The 40,920 births recorded in provineial
offiees during June brought the total number regis-
tered for the first half of 1961 to 237,250, about
one per cemt higher than the 235,005 registrations
for the first half of 1960, However four of the ten
provinces have registered fewer births than during
the same period of last year.

Marriages - There were 11,645 marrisges registersd
in provincial offices during June 1961 compared with
12,392 in June 1960, For the first half of 1961
the cumlative total of 47,347 marriages registered
was over 9 per cent lower than the 52,283 regis-
trations for the corresponding period of last year
although half the provinces reported increases.

1961 compared with 11,668 in June 2960. For the
first helf of 1961 there were 71,296 death regis-
tretions compared with 71,761 for the corresponding
period of last year although seven provinces reported
increases,
