This special 1981 Census bulletin is 
designed to present historically comparable 
tables for the1971, 1976 and 1981 Census 
education data. 1  A number of conceptual 
and methodological changes have taken place 
over this ten-year period. It is the 
purpose of this bulletin to take these 
changes into account, to the extent that it 
is feasible, and to display the census 
education data in a comparable 
time 	series. 	Although 	the 	details 
concerning 	these 	changes 	have 	been 
documented elsewhere, 2  the following 
briefly summarizes the more salient items 
that were considered in presenting the 
1971, 1976 and 1981 data in a common 
framework. 

CONCEPHJAL CHANCES 

The major conceptual change that has 
taken place in the census education 
variables relates to what in past censuses 
w:Iu denoted as poatsecondary non-university 

hcjolinq. In 1971 this concept was 
ii ilized for the first time in a census to 
include schooling taken since secondary 
other than university. As a sign of the 
relative importance of this measure, almost 
2 million persons in Canada in 1971 
reported this type of schooling. In 1976, 
the question and the concept underwent a 
slight change in the direction of a more 
explicit and precise determination of its 
meaning. It was called postsecoridary 
non-university and related to all community 
colleges, institutes of technology, CEGEPs 

INIRODUC LION 

Ce bulletin special clu recensement de 1981 
présente les tableaux comparables dos 
recensements de 1971, 1976 et 1981 portant sur 
l'éducation 1 . Un certain nombre de chanqernents 
conceptuels et méthodologiques se soot produits 
au cours de cette periods de dix ans. Le present 
bulletin vise done h prendre en compte ces 
chanqements, dana Ia mesure du possible, et 
exposer les données du recensement sur 
l'éducatjon dans one série de renseiqoements 
chrunologiques comparahies. Bien que ces 
changements aient éte expliqués ailleurs 2 , on 
trouvera ci-dessous on résumé des principaux 
eritères gui ont servi b regrouper les dunnées de 
1971, 1976 et 1981 dans une base commune. 

CHANGEMENTS CONCEP fUELS 

Les principaux changenients coriceptuels qui 
sont survenus aux variables du recensement sur 
l'éducation touchent ce que l'on appelait, aux 
recensements antérieurs, lea etudes 
postsecondaires non universitaires. Ce concept a 
été utilisé pour la premiere fois en 1971 afin de 
prendre en compte les etudes non universitaires 
effectuées depuis la fin du secondaire. Cette 
variable prend one importance assez qrande 
poisque près de 2 millions de persommnes ant 
déclaré ce genre d'étudps au recensement du 
Canada de 1971. En 1976, on a léqèrement modifié 
le concept et la question en précisant davantage 
Ia signification do la variable. Elle s'appelait 
alors "etudes postsecondaires non universitaires" 
et pouvait s'appliquer tous lea collèqes 
communautaires, instituts de technologie, céqeps

Users interested in earlier census 
education data should consult the 
standard reference volumes from the 
censuses of 1961, 1951 and 1941. Priur 
to 1941, only "literacy" measures and 
school attendance data were collected.

(professional), etc. 	It did nut, however, 
relate to university transfer courses of 
community colleges or the CEGEP (general) 
of Quebec. 	(these were counted in the 
university sector.) 	the number of persons 
reporting this type of schooling increased 
to 34 million in 1976. In 1981 the 
question underwent a further alteration, 
but this time in the direction of a closer 
approximation with 1971. The term 
postsecondary non-university was not used 
since analysis of the 1976 data showed a 
significant portion of non-secondary 
graduates. Furthermore, the 1981 question 
now included those with CEGEP (general) as 
well as those with only university transfer 
courses of community colleges. The 
rationale for these two changes in 1981 was 
that the 1976 attempt to demarcate only 
actual postsecondary graduates, and only 
CEGEP (professional) students was only 
partially successful. The 1976 catequries 
were thus not purely reflective of what 
they purported to measure. In 1981, the 
concept is now so defined that its literal 
definition matches its empirical content. 
With this somewhat broader definition, 
then, the 1981 estimate for what is now 
denoted as "other ion-university education" 
was approximately 5 million persons. 

To smooth out these conceptual changes 
over the last three censuses in order to 
arrive at a comparable data series, the 
tables in this bulletin utilize the 
1971-1976 notion of "postsecondary", but 
this is done in a manner that combines both 
the non-university and the incomplete or 
the "proxy" university elements. This 
category is referred to in the tables of 
this bulletin as "some postsecondary'. 
Table 1 contains footnotes that clearly 
define what the components of this category 
are, in each of the three censuses. 

MEIIHODOLOGICAL CHANGES 

As far as methodological changes are 
concerned, there are two that specifically 
affected comparisons of 1981 education data 
with those of 1976 arid 1971. The first 
change relates to the exclusion of inmates 
of institutions as part of the 
subpopulation answering the 1981 education 
questions. (The primary reason for this 
change was that the data previously

Par 
consequent, it convient de souligner que lea 
chiffres de 1981 présentés ici sapparenteront a 
ceux gui unt paru dana la série réqulière des 
bulletins.

.1nqe is that census education data, which 
lated to the entire population 15 years 

irid over in 1976 and the entire population 
5 years and over in 1971, is not reported 
for about 250,000 inmates 15 years and over 
in 1981. (In 1976, the corresponding 
counts for this inmate subpopulation was 
215,000 and in 1971, 157,000.) 

The 	second 	methodological 	change 
affecting numerical comparisons concerns 
the sampling and the weighting aspects of 
the three successive censuses. In 1971 and 
1976, the sampling ratio was one-in-three 
and in 1981, it was one-in-five. This 
change does not affect the magnitude uf the 
counts, but rather their reliability. The 
smaller sample size in 1981 means that the 
variations due to sampling will be larqer 
in 1981 compared to 1971 and 1976. In all 
three censuses, the sample counts were 
weighted (inflated) to produce estimates 
for the total population. 

The tables in this bulletin account for 
the first methodological change in the 
fullowing way. Both the 1971 and 1976 data 
[elate only to the nun-inmate population, 
uu do the 1981 data. Therefore, it should 

noted that the 1981 education figures in 
this bulletin will he comparable to those 
published in the regular bulletin series. 
However, the data for 1971 and 1976 in this 
bulletin will differ from previously 
published figures. In brief, the data 
herein represent a three point census time 
series reported for a conceptually standard 
subpopulation, namely, the non-inmate 
Pr) 1 i I t i0ri, 1" vPIrn of aile 	 itid uvir. 
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Ithle 	1 	shows 	the 	numerical 	and 
percentage distribution of the non-inmate 
population 15 years and over according to 
an overall measure of highest level of 
schooling. The data are reported for 
Canada and the provinces cruss-classiied 
by age groups and sex. This measure is 
generally comparable across the three 
census time points, 1971, 1976 and 1981. 
The "some postsecondary" element of this 
variable has undergone conceptual changes 
over the three censuses, as explained in 
the introduction, to be more specific the 
conceptual bases of the "poatsecondary" 
measure underwent the following changes. 
In 1971, the non-university part of the 
measure referred to years of schooling 
attended since secondary school other than 
university. It should be noted that the 
"some postsecondary" designation refers 
also to persons with some university 
schooling but who had riot obtained a 
degree. In 1976, the phrase "years of 
posteecundary non-university completed" was 
explicitly utilized on the questionnaire 
and the instructions for this question 
defined the term as training at 
institutions which required a secondary 
school certificate or equivalent for 
entrance. However, in the example part of 
the question both the technical and the 
vocational aspects of community college are 
mentioned. For the most part it would 
appear that a sizeable portion (about one 
in five) of postsecondary non-university 
respondents followed the example rather 
than the instruction. This outcome turned 
out to he favourable since it made it 
possible to situate this schooling 
component 	in 	the 	1971-1976-1981 	time 
series. The 1981 concept resembles the 
1976 measure in that it refers to completed 
years of schooling, and also approximates 
the 1971 term by defining it as a residual 
"other" category. In addition, in 1981, 
the examples used to instruct respondents 
included private trade schools and private 
business colleges which may have been 
implicit in the 1971 measures at least.

Therefore, the counts and the proportions 
shown in Table 1 generally indicate a 
fairly reliable trend over the three 
censuses. 

This 	table 	expands 	the 
university degree category in TabLe 1 by 
disaggregating the degree category into 
bachelor or equivalent and master's or 
earned doctorate. In addition, a category 
not shown in Table 1, is shown here, i.e. 
university certificate below the bachelor 
level. In order to present comparable data 
over the three censuses, the 1971 
categories form the baseline; 1976 combines 
bachelor and medical (as bachelor) and 1981 
combines bachelor, medical and university 
certificate above the bachelor (as 
bachelor).

It should 
therefore be emphasized that the 
trades/vocational component refers to only 
a portion of the total possible 
non-university certificates available from 
other non-university institutions. In 
other 	words, 	the 	category 	"without 
trades/vocational 	certificate" 	includes 
persona who may or may not have other 
non-university 	qualifications. 	In 
,ddition, 	the 	concepts 	of 	vocational 
ertificates 	in 	1971 	and 	trades 
ertificates in 1981 are not 
interchangeable, although there is expected 
to be a considerable degree of overlap not 
only between the trades/vocational concepts 
hut also for the 1971 and 1981 versions of 
other non-university education.

In brief, 
attendance referred to either lull-time or 
part-time schooling activity during the 
period between September and May. It 
should be noted that this excludes much if 
nut all of summer school attendance.

Average Income. The average income refers to the 
weighted mean total income of individuals 15 years 
and over who reported income for 1980. Average 
income is calculated from unrounded data by 
dividing the aggregate income of a group of 
individuals (e.g., males, 45-54 years) by the number 
of individuals with income in that group. 

Constant (1980) Dollars Income. In Table 9, the 
1970 income size distributions are presented in 
terms of 1980 dollars. To convert the 1970 
incomes into 1980 dollars, the 1970 values were 
revised upwards by the change in the Consumer 
Price Index between 1970 and 1980. 

Fertility. Refers to the number of children ever 
born alive to ever-married women aged 15 years 
and over. 

Full-time or Part-time Weeks Worked in 
1970/1980. Refers to persons 15 years of age and 
over, excluding inmates, who worked in 1970/1980, 
who were asked to report whether most of the 
number of weeks they reported worked in 
1970/1980 were full weeks of work or weeks in 
which they worked only part of the week. Persons 
with a part-time job for part of the year and a full-
time job for another part of the year were to 
report the information for the job at which they 
worked the most weeks. 

Highest Degree, Certificate or Diploma. Refers to 
the highest degree, certificate or diploma 
obtained. 

In 1976, "trades certificate or diploma" and 
"university certificate or diploma above bachelor 
level" were not included. 

In 1971, this question related only to university 
degrees, certificates or diplomas. 

Highest Grade of Elementary or Secondary. Refers 
to the highest grade or year of elementary or 
secondary school attended according to the 
province where the education was obtained, or 
according to the province of residence in the event 
this education was received outside of Canada. 

Highest Level of Schooling. Refers to the highest 
grade or year of elementary or secondary school 
attended, or the highest year of university or other 
non-university completed. University education is 
considered to be above other non-university. Also, 
the attainment of a degree, certificate or diploma 
is considered to be at a higher level than years 
completed or attended without an educational 
qualification.

S ; tematic and comprehensive arrangement of 
lustry classes arranged into Divisions, Major 

coups and Classes. An industry class is coded 
to the three-digit level. These industrial 
classes are based on the general nature of the 
business, industry or service engaged in by the 
establishment. For further information on the 
classification, see Standard Industrial 
Classification Manual, 1970, Catalogue No. 
12-501. One additional class, 005, "Farm Type 
Unknown" was used in the census and class 715,

Labour Force Activity. Refers to the labour 
market activity of the population 15 years of age 
and over, excluding inmates, who, in the week prior 
to enumeration (June 1 in 1971 and 1976, and 
June 3 in 1981) were Employed, Unemployed or Not 
in labour force. 

Labour Force, Total (in Reference Week) 

Refers to the population 15 years of age and

Labour Force, Experienced. Derived by deleting 
from the total labour force unemployed persons 15 
years of age and over who had never worked or who 
had worked only prior to January 1, 1970/1980. 

Marital Status. Refers to the following conjugal 
status of a person: 

Now married (excluding separated) - 
Persons whose husband or wife is living, unless 
the couple is separated or a divorce has been 
obtained. Persons living common-law are 
considered as "Now married" (1976 and 1981). 
A specific instruction regarding common-law 
was incorporated in the instructions to 
respondents in 1976 and 1981. Similar 
instructions for the 1971 data were given only 
to the census staff, including, in particular, the 
Census Representatives (CRs) and the 
Telephone Assistance Service (TAS) personnel.

With respect to INTERNAL MIGRATION, different 
TYPES OF MIGRATION are derived based on 
various aggregations of CSDs. CSD aggregations 
commonly used include Census Divisions (CDs), 
Provinces (including the Territories), Census 
Metropolitan Areas (CMAs) and Census 
Agglomerations (CAs) showing IN-MIGRATION, 
OUT-MIGRATION, NET INTERNAL MIGRATION 
and MIGRATION STREAMS. 

In both 1971 and 1981, Canadian residents 
stationed outside Canada in the Armed Forces or 
the diplomatic service are excluded from the 
population universe from which mobility data are 
collected. Those aged 0-4 on Census Day are also 
excluded from all census mobility data as the five-
year reference period precludes this segment of 
the population. Moreover, in 1981 inmates of 
institutions are excluded from the mobility 
universe. 

Note: In 1971, since previous place of residence - 
a component of mobility status - was not 
imputed, a "not stated" category existed 
for this information. 

Official Language. 	Refers to the ability to 
conduct a conversation in either of the official 
languages of Canada. 

It should be noted that persons who gave an official 
language as home language are considered to be 
able to conduct a conversation in this language. A 
processing procedure was implemented to ensure 
this consistency. In 1971 and earlier censuses, it 
was also assumed that a person who reported 
English or French as mother tongue could also 
speak or conduct a conversation in that language. 
Processing procedures ensured this consistency. A 
similar edit was not implemented for 1981. 
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lassification: The 1981 Occupation data were 
nade directly comparable to that of 1971 
kring the coding operation by using a series of 
special codes and computer manipulations. 
rherefore, Occupation is shown on the 1981 
Census data base according to the 1981 and 
1971 classification basis. 

As 	in 	1981, 	the 	1971 	Occupational 
Classification used the "Kind of work 
performed" as a basis. The occupation titles 
were structured according to a three-tier 
classification: i.e., to the Major, Minor and Unit 
group level. Occupations were identified and 
grouped primarily in terms of the work 
performed, this being determined by the tasks, 
duties and responsibilities of the occupation. 
The Unit groups to which occupations are 
classified in this system were designed to have 
a "desired degree of homogeneity with respect 
to the kind of work performed". 

For further information on the classification, 
including definitions of the individual Unit 
groups, see Occupational Classification Manual, 
Census of Canada, 1971, Volume I, Catalogue 
No. 12-536. 

Period of Immigration. Refers to groupings of 
years derived from year of immigration reported 

• by persons who are not Canadian citizens by birth. 

Place of Birth. For persons born in Canada, place 
of birth refers to the specific province or territory 
of birth. For those born outside Canada, it refers 
to the specific country of birth according to 
boundaries at the census date. 

Religion. Refers to specific religious groups or 
bodies, denominations, sects, cults or religious 
communities. 

Respondents were instructed to report a specific 
denomination even if they were not necessarily 
active members of the denomination. For infants 
and young children, the religion to be reported was 
the one in which they were being brought up. In 
most cases, this would normally be the religion of 
their parent(s) or guardian(s). It should be 
emphasized that the census information on religion 
does not reflect actual membership, nor the degree 
of affiliation with, or commitment to, a given 
religious group. It should, therefore, be best 
interpreted in terms of stated identification with a 
specific religious group, body, sect, cult, 
community or individual belief system. The 1971 
and 1981 religion data as shown in this bulletin are 
comparable for the religions indicated. 

School Attendance. Refers to either full-time or 
part-time (day or evening) attendance at a school,

Sex. Refers to the gender of the respondent 

Total Income. Total income consists of money 
income received during the calendar year 
1970/1980 by persons 15 years of age and over 
from one or more of the following sources: wages 
and salaries (before deductions for income tax, 
social security contributions, etc.), net income 
from farm or non-farm self-employment, 
investment income (bond and bank interests, 
dividends, rent, etc.), government transfer 
payments (old age pensions, family allowances, 
unemployment insurance benefits, etc.), private 
pensions and other miscellaneous income. 

Trades and Other Non-university Certificates. A 
trades certificate is usually obtained through 
apprenticeship or journeyman's training over 
several years duration, in trade occupations such as 
welding, plumbing and carpentry; it may also be 
accompanied by periods of in-school training in 
community colleges or other such institutions. A 
non-university certificate or diploma is obtained 
from non-degree-granting institutions such as 
nursing schools, community colleges, CEGEPs, 
institutes of technology, private trade schools, or 

I private business colleges. 

In 1971, a special series of questions and data 
related to Apprenticeship and Vocational Training. 
The 1981 data for trades certificate are not 
directly comparable to the 1971 vocational course 
data which were defined as full-time courses of 
three months duration or longer.

It should be noted that the question in the 1981 
Census addressed a slightly more restricted 
population (persons not Canadian citizens by 
birth) than that in 1971 (all persons born outside 
Canada). Due to processing restrictions, earlier 
censuses had only pre-defined periods of 
immigration which made it impossible to 
determine specific age at and year of 
immigration. 

Years of Other Non-university Education. Refers 
to the total number of completed years (or less 
than 1 year of completed courses) of training at 
non -degree-granting educational institutions other 
than at the elementary-secondary level.

The West includes Manitoba, Saskatchewan, 
Alberta, British Columbia, the Yukon and 
Northwest Territories. 

COt'FIDENTIALETY AND RANDOM ROUNDING 

The figures shown in this report have been 
subjected to a confidentiality procedure known as 
"random rounding" to prevent the possibility of 
associating small figures with any identifiable 
individual. Under this method, all figures including 
totals are randomly rounded (either up or down) to 
a multiple of "5". This technique provides strong 
protection against direct, residual or negative 
disclosures without adding significant error to the 
census data. However, since totals are 
independently rounded, they do not necessarily 
equal the sum of individual rounded figures in 
distributions. Also, minor differences can be 
expected for corresponding totals and cell values in 
various census reports. Similarly, percentages, 
which are calculated on rounded figures, do not 
necessarily add to the total. Percentage 
distributions and rates for the most part are based 
on rounded data, while percentage changes, 
averages and medians are based on unrounded data. 
Users are advised that each table is noted 
accordingly. 

SAMPLING AND WEIGHTING 

Census data were collected either on a 100% 
basis (i.e. for all households) or on a sample basis 
(i.e. from only a random sample of households) with 
data weighted to provide estimates of the entire 
population. The information in this report was 
collected on a 20% sample basis for 1981, 33 1/3% 
for 1976 and 1971, and weighted up to compensate 
for sampling. All table headings are noted 
accordingly. 

For any given geographic area, the weighted 
population, household, dwelling or families, total or 
subtotal may differ from that shown in reports 
containing data collected on a 100% basis. Such 
variation (in addition to the effect of random 
rounding) will be due to sampling.

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I)ATAQUAUTY 

Introduction 

Any census data will be subject to error. Some 
of the errors will tend to cancel out over a large 
number of cases (i.e. for larger cells) as errors will 
be made in both directions (i.e. random errors). In 
general the proportion or rate of net (i.e. 
uncancelled) random error increases as the 
population or cell size decreases. Thus small data 
values should be used with some caution. 

Other errors will tend not to cancel out as they 
will have a tendency to occur in one direction more 
than another (systematic errors, for example, 
question wording which invites errors in one 
direction more than in the other) and will result in 
a bias. 

The data contained in this bulletin are subject 
to coverage errors, response errors, processing 
errors and to sampling errors, in addition to any 
errors introduced by random rounding. 

Coverage Error 

• 	 A coverage error occurs in the census whenever 
person or a household is missed completely or 
unted more than once. Since overcoverage is 

• pected to be fairly rare in relation to under- 
verage, the net effect of such errors is to 

introduce a downward bias in census figures, so 
that the published census estimates tend to 
underestimate the actual population. 

A special study was undertaken in relation to 
the 1981 Census to measure the extent of the bias 
due to undercoverage. This study estimated the 
overall undercoverage rate to be of the order of 
2% of the total population. It also indicated that 
undercoverage is higher in certain segments of the 
population, e.g., young male adults and recent 
immigrants. Similar trends were obtained in 
connection with the 1976 Census. 

Response Error 

A response error occurs when the response 
recorded is incorrect. Such errors may occur due 
to the respondent misinterpreting the question, 
inadvertently checking the wrong box, or even 
consciously checking the wrong box. Contributing 
to this error may be the questionnaire wording or 
organization, or the training and attitude of 
PflI If 	tors.

Par 
exemple, Ic libellé d'une question peut favoriser lea 
erreurs dana un sens particulier. Ces erreurs entraTnent 
un biais. 

Des erreurs d'observation, des erreurs de réponse, des 
erreurs de traitement et des erreurs d'échantillonnage an 
plus des erreurs d'arrondissement alCstoire ont pu influer 
sur Ia qualité des données fournies dans le present 
bulletin. 

Erreur d'observation 

II y a erreur d'observation au recensement lorsqu'on 
oublie complètement une personne ou un menage ou 
qu'on le (ou Ia) compte plus d'une fois. Etant donné qu'on 
s'attend a ce que Ic surdénombrement soit assez rare par 
r8pport au sous-dénombrement, de telles erreurs 
produisent un biais vers le baa dans les statistiques du 
recensement, de sorte que lea estimations publiées du 
recensement tendent a sous-estimer le chiffre reel de 
population. 

On a entrepris une étude spéciale sur le recensement 
de 1981 afin d'évaluer Ic biais entralné par le sous-
dénorribrement. ScIon les résultats, le taux global du 
sous-dénombrement serait de 2 % de l'ensemble de Ia 
population. L'étude a révélé que le sous-dénombrement 
est plus élevé dana certains groupes de Ia population, par 
exemple chez lea jeunes adultes de sexe masculin et lea 
nouveaux immigrants. On avait décelé les mêmes 
tendances bra du recensement de 1976. 

Erreur de réponse 

Une erreur de réponse se produit lorsque Ia réponse 
enregistrée eat incorrecte. De telles erreurs surviennent 
lorsque le répondant a mel interprété Ia question ou a 
coché Ia mauvaise case par inadvertence ou même 
volontairement. La formulation des questions ou be 
mode de presentation du questionnaire ainsi que Is 
formation et l'attitude des agents recenseurs sont des 
fcteiirs qui peivPnt fivorisFr e q.'nre d'prreurs. 
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Erreur de traitement 

Des erreurs de traterneiit 	uerit so pruduii 
lorsque des réponses en toutes lettres sont codées, 
lorsque les réponses du questionnaire sont transcrites en 
langage d'ordinateur et lorsqu'on fait des imputations 
pour tenir compte soit de Ia non-réponse soit des rejets 
au contrOle. 

Erreur d'échantillonnage 

Lea données qui sont basées sur lea réponses 
recueillies aupres d'un échantillon et qui sont ensuite 
pondérées sont sujettes a une erreur vu que Ia repartition 
des caracteristiques au sein de l'échantillon n'est 
habituellement pas identique a Ia repartition des 
caractéristiques au sein de Ia population a partir de 
laquelle l'échantillon a été prélevé. 

L'erreur possible introduite par l'echantillonnage 
variera en fonction de Ia rareté relative de Ia 
caractéristique au sein de Ia population. Lorsqu'il y a 
des cases comportant des chiffres assez grands, l'erreur 
possible attribuable a l'échantillonnage, en proportion de 
Ia valeur de Ia case, sera relativement petite. Si les 
valeurs des cases sont petites, cette erreur, en 
proportion de Ia valeur de Ia case, sera toutefois 
relativement importante.

Processing Error 

Processing errors can occur when write-in 
answers are coded, when responses on the 
questionnaire are transcribed to be read by the 
computer, and when imputations are done either 
for non-response or for edit rejects. 

Sampling Error 

Data based upon responses collected on fl 

sample basis and then weighted are subject to error 
due to the fact that the distribution of 
characteristics within the sample will not usually 
be identical to the distribution of characteristics 
within the population from which the sample has 
been selected. 

The potential error that sampling has 
introduced will vary according to the relative 
scarcity of the characteristics in the population. 
For large cell values the potential error due to 
sampling, as a proportion of the cell value, will be 
relatively small. For small cell values this 
potential error, as a proportion of the cell value, 
will be relatively large.

Users wishing to determine the approximate 
error due to sampling for any given cell of data, 
based upon the 33 1/3% sample in 1971 and 1976, 
and the 20% sample in 1981, should choose the 
standard error value in the column of the standard 
error table whose heading is closest to the value of 
the given cell in the census tabulation. When using 
the obtained standard error value, in general the 
user can be reasonably certain that, for the 
enumerated population, the true value (discounting 
all forms of error other than sampling) lies within 
plus or minus three times the standard error (e.g., 
for a cell value of 1,000 the range would be 
1,000 + or - 3X65 or 1,000 + or - 195 using 1981 
data).

NOTES SPCIALES

Mobilité 

Les limites des regions géographiques sont celles qui 
s'appliquaient le ler  janvier 1981 et le Jer janvier 1971, 
dates de référence géographiques aux fins des 
recensements du Canada de 1981 et 1971 
respectivement.

.11 not apply to population or universe (persons, 

iseholds, dwellings or families) totals or sub-
totals for the geographic area under consideration 
see Sampling and Weighting above). The effect of 
sampling for these cells can be determined by 
comparison with a corresponding 100% bulletin. 

The effect of the particular sample design and 
weighting procedure used in the 1971, 1976 and 
1981 Census will vary, however, from one 
characteristic to another and from one geographic 
area to another. The standard error values in the 
above table may, therefore, understate or 
overstate the error due to sampling. Factors which 
can be applied as an adjustment to these standard 
error values for each individual variable may be 
obtained by contacting the nearest Statistics 
Canada reference centre (see inside front cover). 

Relative to the 1981 Census data, these 
adjustment factors and additional information on 
the census methodology - in particular on sampling 
and weighting - as well as a more comprehensive 
assessment of the quality of the census data 
collected on a sample basis will be included in Data 
Quality - Sarnple Population (Catalogue No. 99-

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Inmates 

Users should note that while some of the 
foregoing definitions of variables for which data 
were collected on a sample basis may specifically 
indicate the exclusion of "inmates", in actual fact, 
due to processing requirements, this is true of all 
population based tables in this report, even those 
involving cross-classification with data collected 
on a 100% basis (such as mother tongue). 
Moreover, the total population base for sample 
data, which can be referred to as the non-inmate 
population, will not exactly agree with the 
corresponding 100% figure, again due to a special 
processing requirement which lowered the final 
1981 sample count by some 5,700 persons. Further 
details on this and any other processing changes 
affecting data comparability should be contained in 
Summary Guide - Sample Population (Catalogue 
No. 99-903) and Data Quality - Sample Population 
(Catalogue No. 99-905). (See also "Reference 
Products" section that follows.) 

Mobility Status 

The geographic areas reflect boundaries as of 
January 1, 1981 and January 1, 1971, the 
geographic reference dates for the 1981 and 1971 

• Censuses of Canada respectively. Even when the 
qeography refers to a previous place of residence 
as in the case for out-migrants), it reflects the 

rurrent bound8ry at the time of the census. 
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I Not all migrants completed the question on 
their place of residence five years ago. In previous 
censuses, there were two levels of non-response: (i) 
those who failed to report any information (non-
response); and (ii) those who gave enough 
information to establish their province of residence 
five years ago but not a location at the 
subprovincial level (partial response). In 1981, 
because of better geographic controls during 
processing, complete responses were imputed for 
these persons eliminating the need for a "not 
stated" category at the provincial and 
subprovincial area for place of residence five years 
ago. 

Official Language 

The comparability of the 1981 Census Official 
Language data with those from the 1971 Census is 
affected by the fact that different processing 
procedures were applied. 

Users should be aware that in 1971, persons who 
declared an official language as either their home 
language or their mother tongue were also 
considered as being able to speak that language, 
and the response to official language was made to 
agree. In 1981, this editing convention was 
maintained only for those who reported an official 
language as home language. 

A major impact of the 1981 processing change, 
compared to 1971, would appear to be fewer 
"bilingual" persons and higher numbers of people 
reporting "neither English nor French". 

For example, in Manitoba and Saskatchewan, 
when 1981 data are compared to 1971 data, figures 
show a decline in the number of "bilingual" persons. 
However, when simulations of 1971 processing are 
applied to the 1981 data, both provinces show an 
increase in the number of persons able to speak 
both English and French. 

Users should refer to the 1981 Census 
Dictionary for a basic description of the 
differences between 1971 and 1981. 

Population Born Outside Canada and Immigrant 
Population 

All persons born outside Canada are not 
necessarily immigrants to Canada. Individuals who 
have reported their place of birth outside Canada, 
but who are Canadian citizens by birth, are not 
considered immigrants to Canada. Consequently, 
they do not have a period of immigration or an age 
at immigration when they take up permanent 
residence in Canada. For the 1981 Census product, 
these persons were categorized as non-immigrants; 
they did not have to be granted landed immigrant 
status before taking up permanent residence in 
Canada. By contrast, in the 1971 Census, all 
persons born outside Canada were categorized as 
immigrants and were required to respond to the 
question on period of immigration.

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. 	 The refinement introduced in 1981, to 
rporete citizenship at birth and to distinguish 

ht tween Canadians by birth who had a place of 
Lnrlh outside Canada and persons who immigrate to 
Canada, thus affects the comparability of data 
from the two censuses. While the regular census 
outputs only provide data on the immigrant 
population who had a place of birth outside 
Canada, the 1981 Census also recognizes that some 
persons born inside Canada may be classified as 
immigrants because they reported a year of 
immigration. 

Schooling Data(4) 

Comparisons of the 1981 Census schooling data 
with past censuses or with other sources should 
generally be restricted to uniform characteristics, 
and to similar temporal and population compo-
nents. General comparisons that are made should 
take note of the fact that the 1981 schooling data, 
in contrast to that for previous census years, 
exclude inmates of institutions, and are reported 
only for the population 15 years and over, in 
contrast with 1971 and earlier censuses which 
reported schooling figures for the population 5 
years and over. More specifically, there is one 
main aspect of the 1981 schooling data which 
distinguishes it from other sources. 

The main aspect of the 1981 Census schooling 
data where comparability is affected is in the 

."other non-university education" category. The 
other non-university education concept differs 
from previous censuses and from other measures of 
the so-called postsecondary non-university concept 
in two respects. First, in contrast to the 1976 
Census, this question now relates to all university 
transfer courses of community colleges, and the 
CEGEP general of Quebec; therefore, a shift in the 
data from university to non-university can be 
expected and does indeed occur between 1976 and 
1981 (especially for the CEGEP population). 
Second, the 1981 question has been broadly 
conceptualized to encompass all non-university 
schooling beyond elementary or secondary, 
regardless of secondary school graduation. The 
1981 other non-university education concept covers 
a broad spectrum of schooling that includes the 
conventional postsecoodary areas as well as other 
traininq in the trades and vocational areas. 

Comparability of Labour Force Activity Data 

Differences between the 1971, 1976, and 1981 
Census definitions of "employed", "unemployed" 
and "not in the labour force" must be taken into 
consideration when making comparisons. Where 
possible, adjustments were made to the data to 
eliminate these differences.

This note applies to previously published 
education data. It has been included for 
purposes of comparing the current historical 
bulletin data with these other sources. 

La modification apportée an 1981, laquelle visait a 
connattre Is citoyenneté a is naissance et a faire Is 
distinction entre lea Canadiens de naissance qui sont nés 
en dehors du Canada et lea immigrants au Canada, influe 
sur Is comparabilité des données de ces deux 
recensements. Bien que lea produits réguliers de 
recensement ne présentent que des données sur lea 
immigrants qui soot nés en dehors du Canada, Ia 
recensement de 1981 admet que certaines personnes nées 
au Canada puissent être classées comme immigrants 
parce qu'elles ont indiqué une annêe d'immigration. 

Donnéee stir Is scolarit6(4) 

Les comparaisons des données du recensement de 
1981 sur Is scolarité avec celles des recensements 
antérieurs ou d'autres sources doivent généralement se 
limiter a des caractéristiques uniformes et aux mêmes 
composantes temporelles at démographiques. Pour les 
comparaisons générales, ii convient de noter que lea 
données de 1981 stir Is scolarité, contrairement a celles 
des recensements antérieurs, ne comprennent pas lea 
pensionnaires d'institution et ne visent que Is population 
de 15 ans ou plus alors qu'aux recensements de 1971 at 
des années précédentes, lea données sur Is scolarité 
existaient pour Is population de 5 ans ou plus. 11 y a en 
outre un aspect essentiel gui distingue lea données de 
1981 de celles provenant d'autres sources. 

Cet aspect essentiel se retrouve dans Is catégorie des 
"autres etudes non universitaires" utilisée au 
recensement de 1981. Le concept des autres etudes non 
universitaires diffère, a deux égards, des recensements 
antérieurs et des autres mesures du concept t n i veau  
postsecondaire non universitaire". Premièrement, 
contrairement au recerisement de 1976, cette expression 
désigne mairitenant tous lea programmes de passage a 
l'université des colleges communautaires et le 
programme général des cégeps du Québec; on peut donc 
sattendre a ce qua las données portent non plus sur las 
etudes universitaires mais sur les etudes non 
urriversitaires, et c'est ce qui arrive entre 1976 et 1981 
(surtout pour Is population des cegeps). Deuxièmemerit, 
is question poaée au recensement de 1981 englobait 
toutes lea etudes non universitaires après le niveau 
élémentaire ou secondaire, peu importe que Is personne 
ait obtenu son diplOme d'études secondaires ou non.

Comparabiiité des données our l'activité 

Lorsque l'on compare lea données sur i'activité tirées 
des recensements de 1971, 1976 et 1981, ii faut tenir 
compte des differences qui existent entre les diverges 
definitions des "personnes occupées", des "chmeurs" at 
des "inactifs". Dans Is mesure du possible, lea données 
ont eté corriyées afin d'éliminer ce5 differences. 

(4) Cette note s'applique aux donriées sur l'éducation 
publtêes antérieurement. Elle eat présentée ici pour 
permettre Is comparaison des données de Ce bulletin 
chronologique a celles provenant d'autres sources. 
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In 1976 and 1981, questions were asked to 
determine whether a person had a "new job" to 
start in the future and whether a person was 
available to start work in the reference week. 
These questions affect the derivation of the 
unemployed category. Since no similar questions 
were asked in 1971, the responses to these 
questions in 1976 and 1981 were ignored when data 
were being produced for this bulletin which is 
based on the 1971 definition. 

In 1971 persons who were both looking for work 
and absent from their job were considered 
unemployed rather than employed because the 
looking for work response took precedence. in 
1976 and 1981 the reverse was true. To be 
comparable the 1971 priority was used in this 
bulletin. 

In 1971 and 1976, inmates of institutions were 
asked the labour force questions. However, during 
processing their responses were ignored and they 
were included in the not in the labour force 
category. In 1981 inmates were not asked the 
labour force activity questions and thus were not 
assigned a labour force classification. In this 
bulletin, only the non-inmate population is used for 
1971, 1976 and 1981 data. 

No adjustments were made for certain 
differences in definition. Data users should take 
note of these differences when using the time 
series data found in this bulletin. 

In 1981, the "employed" category included 
women working less than 20 hours a week without 
pay on a family farm. In 1971 most of these 
women had been classified as "not in the labour 
force". Only the 1976 data were adjusted to the 
1971 definition because the 1981 data 
underestimated this group. 

En 1976 et 1981, on a demandé aux recensés si!; 
avaient un "nouvel emploi" devant débuter a une dat-
ultérieure et s'ils étaient préts a commencer a travailler 
dans Ia semaine de référence. Ces questions influent sur 
Ia taille de Ia catégorie des chOmeurs. Puisque aucune 
question semblable n'a été posée en 1971, les données 
obtenues en réponse a ces questions en 1976 et 1981 ne 
sont pas prises en compte dans Ia présente publication 
qui est fondée sur Ia definition de 1971. 

En 1971, les personnes qui étaient a Ia fois a la 
recherche d'un emplci et absentes de leur travail étaient 
considérées comme des "chOmeurs" et non comme des 
"personnes occupées" parce qu'on avait retenu Ia 
recherche d'emploi comme critère principal. En 1976 et 
1981, c'est l'inverse qui s'est produit. Pour faciliter Ia 
comparaison des données, nous avoris utilisé le critère de 
1971 dens le present bulletin. 

En 1971 et 1976, on a interrogé les pensiorineires 
d'institution sur leur activité. Cependant, au moment du 
traitement des données, leurs réponses n'ont pas été 
prises en compte et ils ont été classes dans Ia categorie 
des "inactifs". En 1981, les questions sur l'activité ne 
leur ont pas été posées et ils n'ont donc pas eté classes 
selon leur activité.

Income Data 

Average income of population 15 years and over 
is calculated for persons with income only. 
Aggregate income calculated from these data 
should be used with caution as averages were 
calculated prior to rounding. 

The total income concept used in the 1981 
Census is identical to that used in the 1971 Census. 
However, the 1971 Census provides total income 
data on all individuals 15 years and over, while the 
1981 Census excluded from the income sample the 
inmates of institutions. 
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characteristics for population 15 years and over, 
census families, non-family persons, economic 
families, unattached individuals and private 
households in Canada and the provinces are 
published in separate reports. 

Census income statistics are subject to 
sampling variability. Although such sampling 
variability may be quite small for large population 
groups, its effects cannot be ignored in the case of 
very small subgroups of population in an area or in 
a particular category. This is because, all other 
things being equal, the larger the sample size, the 
smaller is the error. However, where statistics are 
based on relatively small totals, the readers are 
strongly advised to exercise caution in the use and 
interpretation of these statistics.
