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DISTRIBUTION OF THE 1978 CONSUMER PRICE 
INDEX EXPENDITURES OF CANADA AND 15 URBAN 

CENTRES 

With the relea8e of the April 1982 Consumer 
Price Index (CPI), the expenditure weights used in the 
calculation of the Consumer Price Index for Canada and 
for the 15 urban centres for which indexes are pub-
lished have been updated. These new weights affect 
the monthly calculations commencing with April 1982 
over March 1982 consumer price changes. These new 
expenditure weights are based on data from the 1978 
Family Expenditure Surveys and replace the weights 
based on data from the 1974 Family Expenditure Sur-
veys, which were in use for the reference months of 
October 1978 to March 1982 inclusive. 

Weighting Diagrams 

Because of the interest of users in the "new 
weighting diagram based on the 1978 Family Expenditure 
Surveys, Statistics Canada is providing users with the 
attached abridged weighting diagrams (Table 1) for 
Canada and for each of the 15 urban centres for which 
consumer price indexes are published. These weights 
represent expenditures in 1978 (1978 quantities valued 
in 1978 prices) for a Selected number of aggregates. 
They cannot be used to reconstruct or reaggregate 
indexes on a 1971-100 time base. Nor is it possible 
to reconstruct indexes from March 1982 forward with 
the use of these weights which reflect 1978 prices and 
quantities. The methodology required to permit such 
reconstructions can be obtained on request by contact-
ing the Consumer Prices Section at the address below. 

Additional Information on the CPI Updating 

As is traditionally the case with updatings of 
the CPI, a reference paper which provides comprehen-
sive and detailed information on the specifics of the 
new CPI has been published. This reference paper 

provides not only a general description of the methods 
and sources of information used in the CPI but also 
detailed discussions on selected concepts and proce-
dures relating to consumer price indexes.
