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Introduction 

The 2001 Census Area Profiles are designed to provide a 
statistical overview, or profile, for lower levels of geography. 
Each publication in this series provides a profile of census 
tracts (CTs) in a census metropolitan area (CMA) or a census 
agglomeration (CA). The Area Profiles are based on data 
collected by the 2001 Census of Canada from all 
households. 

In response to client needs, variables from the 20% database 
are available sooner than ever before. The 2001 Census 
Area Profiles contain population counts for characteristics 
from both 100% data and 20% sample data, in each 
publication. New for 2001 are data on language used at 
work, generation status, and religion, the latter being reported 
every 10 years. This series also contains incidence reporting 
for single- or multiple-response variables. Incidence 
reporting will display specific categories based on the most 
frequently reported responses in a CMA or CA. The variables 
affected by incidence reporting are mother tongue, home 
language, knowledge of non-official languages, language 
used at work, and ethnic origin. On the whole, searching for 
2001 Census information on your community can now be 
done sooner and at a greater level of detail. 

Each publication in this series consists of a single table 
displaying the data for geographic areas in a columnar format. 
The data variables, also referred to as "stubs", are displayed 
in English on the left side of the table and in French on the 
right side. With the combination of variables from the 100% 
and 20% databases, the stubset covers 10 pages. 
Characteristics of the data have been grouped into blocks 
by theme, or universe (i.e. population, dwelling and 
household, family and income). Within each theme, the data 
are displayed showing different characteristics such as 
marital status, ethnic origin and census family structure 
and size. 

The geographic headings run across the top of the page. 
The CTs are sequenced by numerical order within the CMAs 
and CAs. Reference maps showing CT boundaries are 
included at the back of each publication. 

Definitions of the geographic areas and variables displayed 
in each publication can be found in the Reference Material 
section. Also provided at the end of each publication are 
data quality notes and special notes.

Les Profils des secteurs 
sont fondes sur les donnees du Recensement du Canada 
de 2001 pour tous les ménages. 

En reponse aux besoins des clients, les variables de la base 
de donnees-Ochantillon (20 %) sont disponibles plus tot 
qu'elles ne font jamais 6t6. Les Profils des secteurs du 
recensement de 2001 contiennent les chiffres de la 
population selon des caracteristiques des donnees 
integrates (100 %) et des donnees-Ochantillon (20 %), 
reunies dans chaque publication. Du nouveau pour 2001 : it 
y a des donnees portant sur la langue utilisee au travail, le 
statut des generations et la religion, cette derniere Otant 
declaree tous les 10 ans. Cette serie comprend egalement 
des frequences de declaration pour les variables a reponses 
uniques et a reponses multiples. La frOquence de declaration 
verra certaines categories presentees selon les reponses le 
plus souvent declarees dans une RMR ou une AR. Les 
variables touchees par la frequence de declaration sont la 
langue maternelle, la langue parlee a la maison, la 
connaissance des langues non officielles, la langue utilisee 
au travail et l'origine ethnique.

Les caracteristiques 
des donnees ont 6t6 regroupees en blocs, selon des themes 
ou univers (par exemple, la population, les logements et les 
menages, les families et le revenu). A partir de chacun de 
ces themes, les donnees sont affichees de facon a souligner 
les diverses caracteristiques telles l'etat matrimonial, 
l'origine ethnique et la structure et la taille de la famille de 
recensement.

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Definitions 

For further information on definitions and special 
notes, refer to the 2001 Census Dictionary, Catalogue 
No. 92-378-XIE or 92-378-XPE. 

Aboriginal Identity 

Refers to those persons who reported identifying with at least 
one Aboriginal group, i.e. North American Indian, Metis or 
Inuit (Eskimo), and/or those who reported being a Treaty 
Indian or a Registered Indian as defined by the Indian Act of 
Canada and/or who were members of an Indian Band or 
First Nation. In 1991 and previous censuses, Aboriginal 
persons were determined using the ethnic origin question 
(ancestry). The 1996 Census included a question on the 
individual's own perception of his/her Aboriginal identity. The 
2001 Census question is the same as the one used in 1996. 

Aboriginal Origin 

Refers to those persons who reported at least one Aboriginal 
origin to the ethnic origin question (North American Indian, 
Metis or Inuit). Ethnic origin refers to the ethnic or cultural 
group(s) to which the respondent's ancestors belong. See 
Ethnic Origin. 

Age 

Refers to the age at last birthday (as of the census reference 
date, May 15, 2001). This variable is derived from date of birth. 

Age at Immigration 

Refers to the age at which the respondent first obtained 
landed immigrant status. A landed immigrant is a person 
who has been granted the right to live in Canada permanently 
by immigration authorities. 

Bedrooms 

Refers to all rooms designed and furnished as bedrooms 
and used mainly for sleeping purposes, even though the use 
may be occasional (e.g. spare bedroom). 

Census Agglomeration (CA) 

See the definition of Census Metropolitan Area (CMA) and 
Census Agglomeration (CA). 

Census Division (CD) 

Census division (CD) is the general term for provincially 
legislated areas (such as county, municipalite regionale de 
comte and regional district) or their equivalents. Census 
divisions are intermediate geographic areas between the 
province level and the municipality (census subdivision). 

Census Family 

Refers to a married couple (with or without children of either 
or both spouses), a couple living common-law (with or without 
children of either or both partners) or a lone parent of any 
marital status, with at least one child living in the same 
dwelling. A couple living common-law may be of opposite or 
same sex. "Children" in a census family include grandchildren 
living with their grandparent(s) but with no parents present. 

Census Family Status 

Refers to the classification of the population according to 
whether or not the persons are members of a census family. 

Family persons refer to household members who belong to 
a census family. They, in turn, are further classified as follows: 

Spouses refer to persons of opposite sex who are legally 
married to each other and living in the same dwelling. 

Common-law partners are two persons of opposite sex or 
of the same sex who are not legally married to each other, 
but live together as a couple in the same dwelling. 

Lone parent refers to a mother or a father, with no spouse or 
common-law partner present, living in a dwelling with one or 
more children. 

Children refer to blood, step- or adopted sons and daughters 
(regardless of age or marital status) who are living in the 
same dwelling as their parent(s), as well as grandchildren in 
households where there are no parents present. Sons and 
daughters who are living with their spouse or common-law 
partner, or with one or more of their own children, are not 
considered to be members of the census family of their 
parent(s), even if they are living in the same dwelling. In 
addition, those sons and daughters who do not live in the 
same dwelling as their parent(s) are not considered members 
of the census family of their parent(s).The category of children 
can be further distinguished as follows: 

Never-married sons and/or daughters in a census family, 
as used in censuses prior to 2001. 

Other sons and/or daughters in a census family who would 
not have been included in the census family of their parents 
according to the previous concept. 

Grandchildren living in the same household as their 
grandparent(s), with no parents present. 

Non-family persons refer to household members who do 
not belong to a census family. They may be related to Person 1 
(e.g. Person 1's sister, brother-in-law, cousin, grandparent), 
or unrelated to Person 1 (e.g. lodger, room-mate, employee). 
A person living alone is always a non-family person. 
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Census Family Structure 

Refers to the classification of census families into married 
couples (with or without children of either or both spouses), 
common-law couples (with or without children of either or 
both partners), and lone-parent families by sex of parent. 
A couple living common-law may be of opposite or same 
sex. "Children" in a census family include grandchildren living 
with their grandparent(s) but with no parents present. 

Census Metropolitan Area (CMA) and 
Census Agglomeration (CA) 

A census metropolitan area (CMA) or a census agglomeration 
(CA) is formed by one or more adjacent municipalities centred 
on a large urban area (known as the urban core).The census 
population count of the urban core is at least 10,000 to form 
a census agglomeration and at least 100,000 to form a 
census metropolitan area. To be included in the CMA or CA, 
other adjacent municipalities must have a high degree of 
integration with the central urban area, as measured by 
commuting flows derived from census place of work data. 

If the population of the urban core of a CA declines below 
10,000, the CA is retired. However, once an area becomes a 
CMA, it is retained as a CMA even if the population of its 
urban core declines below 100,000. The urban areas in the 
CMA or CA that are not contiguous to the urban core are 
called the urban fringe. Rural areas in the CMA or CA are 
called the rural fringe. 

When a CA has an urban core of at least 50,000 based on 
census counts, it is subdivided into census tracts. Census 
tracts are maintained for the CA even if the population of the 
urban core subsequently falls below 50,000. All CMAs are 
subdivided into census tracts. 

Census Subdivision (CSD) 

Census subdivision (CSD) is the general term for 
municipalities (as determined by provincial legislation) or 
areas treated as municipal equivalents for statistical 
purposes (for example, Indian reserves, Indian settlements 
and unorganized territories). 

Census Subdivision Type 

Census subdivisions (CSDs) are classified into 46 types 
according to official designations adopted by provincial or 
federal authorities. Two exceptions are "Subdivision of 
Unorganized" in Newfoundland and Labrador, and 
"Subdivision of County Municipality" in Nova Scotia, which 
are geographic areas created as equivalents for 
municipalities by Statistics Canada, in cooperation with those 
provinces, for the purpose of disseminating statistical data. 

The census subdivision type accompanies the census 
subdivision name in order to distinguish CSDs from each 
other, for example, Granby, V (for the ville of Granby) and 
Granby, CT (for the municipalite de canton of Granby). 

Census Tract (CT) 

Census tracts (CTs) are small, relatively stable geographic 
areas that usually have a population of 2,500 to 8,000. They 
are located in census metropolitan areas and in census 
agglomerations with an urban core population of 50,000 or 
more in the previous census. 

A committee of local specialists (for example, planners, health 
and social workers and educators) initially delineates CTs in 
conjunction with Statistics Canada. Once a census 
metropolitan area (CMA) or census agglomeration (CA) has 
been subdivided into census tracts, the census tracts are 
maintained even if the urban core population subsequently 
declines below 50,000. 

Citizenship 

Refers to the legal citizenship status of the respondent. 
Persons who are citizens of more than one country were 
instructed to provide the name of the other country(ies). 

Class of Worker 

This variable classifies persons who reported a job into the 
following categories: 

(a) persons who worked mainly for wages, salaries, 
commissions, tips, piece-rates, or payments "in kind" 
(payments in goods or services rather than money); 

(b) persons who worked mainly for themselves, with or 
without paid help, operating a business, farm or 
professional practice, alone or in partnership; 

(c) persons who worked without pay in a family business, 
farm or professional practice owned or operated by a 
related household member; unpaid family work does 
not include unpaid housework, unpaid childcare, unpaid 
care to seniors and volunteer work. 

The job reported was the one held in the week (Sunday to 
Saturday) prior to enumeration (May 15, 2001) if the person 
was employed, or the job of longest duration since 
January 1, 2000, if the person was not employed during the 
reference week. Persons with two or more jobs in the 
reference week were asked to provide information for the 
job at which they worked the most hours. 

Incorporation Status 

Refers to the legal status of a business, farm or 
professional practice. It is directed at persons who were 
mainly self-employed, either with or without paid help in 
the job reported (i.e. their job in the week [Sunday to 
Saturday] prior to enumeration [May 15, 2001] or the 
one of longest duration since January 1, 2000). An 
incorporated business is a business, farm or 
professional practice that has been formed into a legal 
corporation, thus constituting a legal entity under either 
federal or provincial laws. An unincorporated business, 
farm or professional practice is not a separate legal entity, 
but may be a partnership, family business or owner-
operated business. 
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Common-law Status 

Refers to two people of the opposite sex or of the same sex 
who live together as a couple, but who are not legally married 
to each other. 

Condition of Dwelling 

Refers to whether, in the judgement of the respondent, the 
dwelling requires any repairs (excluding desirable 
remodelling or additions). 

Dwelling, Occupied Private 

Refers to a private dwelling in which a person or a group of 
persons is permanently residing. Also included are private 
dwellings whose usual residents are temporarily absent on 
Census Day. Unless otherwise specified, all data in housing 
products are for occupied private dwellings, rather than for 
unoccupied private dwellings or dwellings occupied solely 
by foreign and/or temporary residents. 

Dwelling, Private 

Refers to a separate set of living quarters with a private 
entrance either from outside or from a common hall, lobby, 
vestibule or stairway inside the building. The entrance to the 
dwelling must be one that can be used without passing 
through the living quarters of someone else. The dwelling 
must meet the two conditions necessary for year-round 
occupancy: 

(a) a source of heat or power (as evidenced by chimneys, 
power lines, oil or gas pipes or meters, generators, 
woodpiles, electric lights, heating pumps, solar heating 
panels, etc.); 

(b) an enclosed space that provides shelter from the 
elements (as evidenced by complete and enclosed walls 
and roof, and by doors and windows that provide 
protection from wind, rain and snow). 

The census classifies private dwellings into regular private 
dwellings and occupied marginal dwellings. Regular private 
dwellings are further classified into three major groups: 
occupied dwellings (occupied by usual residents), dwellings 
occupied by foreign and/or temporary residents and 
unoccupied dwellings. Marginal dwellings are classified as 
occupied by usual residents or by foreign and/or temporary 
residents. Marginal dwellings that were unoccupied on 
Census Day are not counted in the housing stock. 

Earner or Employment Income Recipient 

Refers to a person 15 years of age and over who received 
wages and salaries, net income from a non-farm 
unincorporated business and/or professional practice, and/ 
or net farm self-employment income during calendar 
year 2000. 

Economic Family 

Refers to a group of two or more persons who live in the 
same dwelling and are related to each other by blood, 
marriage, common-law or adoption. 

Ethnic Origin 

Refers to the ethnic or cultural group(s) to which the 
respondent's ancestors belong. 

First Official Language Spoken 

Refers to a variable specified within the framework of the 
Official Languages Act. 

Generation Status 

Generation status of the respondent, i.e. "1st", "2nd" or 
"3rd +" generation, refers to whether the respondent or the 
respondent's parents were born in or outside Canada. 

Highest Level of Schooling 

Refers to the highest grade or year of elementary or 
secondary (high) school attended, or to the highest year of 
university or college education completed. University 
education is considered to be a higher level of schooling 
than college education. Also, the attainment of a degree, 
certificate or diploma is considered to be at a higher level 
than years completed or attended without an educational 
qualification. 

Home Language 

Refers to the language spoken most often or on a regular 
basis at home by the individual at the time of the census. 

Hours Spent Doing Unpaid Housework 

Refers to the number of hours persons spent doing unpaid 
housework, yard work or home maintenance in the week 
(Sunday to Saturday) prior to Census Day (May 15, 2001). It 
includes hours spent doing unpaid housework for members 
of one's own household, for other family members outside 
the household, and for friends or neighbours. 

Unpaid housework does not include volunteer work for a 
non-profit organization, a religious organization, a charity or 
community group, or work without pay in the operation of a 
family farm, business or professional practice. 
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Hours Spent Looking After Children, Without Pay 

Refers to the number of hours persons spent looking after 
children without pay. It includes hours spent providing unpaid 
child care for members of one's own household, for other 
family members outside the household, for friends or 
neighbours or for other family members outside the household 
in the week (Sunday to Saturday) prior to Census Day 
(May 15, 2001). 

Unpaid child care does not include volunteer work for a non-
profit organization, a religious organization, a charity or 
community group, or work without pay in the operation of a 
family farm, business or professional practice. 

Hours Spent Providing Unpaid Care or Assistance 
to Seniors 

Refers to the number of hours persons spent providing 
unpaid care or assistance to seniors of one's own household, 
to other senior family members outside the household, and 
to friends or neighbours in the week (Sunday to Saturday) 
prior to Census Day (May 15, 2001). 

Unpaid care or assistance to seniors does not include 
volunteer work for a non-profit organization, religious 
organization, charity or community group, or work without 
pay in the operation of a family farm, business or professional 
practice. 

Household Living Arrangements 

Refers to the classification of persons in terms of whether 
they are members of a family household or of a non-family 
household, and whether they are family or non-family 
persons. 

Household, Private 

Refers to a person or a group of persons (other than foreign 
residents) who occupy a private dwelling and do not have a 
usual place of residence elsewhere in Canada. 

Household Size 

Refers to the number of persons in a private household. 

Household Type 

Refers to the basic division of private households into family 
and non-family households. Family household refers to a 
household that contains at least one census family, that is, a 
married couple with or without children, or a couple living 
common-law with or without children, or a lone parent living 
with one or more children (lone-parent family). One-family 
household refers to a single census family (with or without 
other non-family persons) that occupies a private dwelling. 
Multiple-family household refers to a household in which 
two or more census families (with or without additional 
non-family persons) occupy the same private dwelling. 

Non-family household refers to either one person living alone 
in a private dwelling or to a group of two or more people who 
share a private dwelling, but who do not constitute a census 
family. 

Immigrant Population 

Refers to people who are, or have been, landed immigrants 
in Canada. A landed immigrant is a person who has been 
granted the right to live in Canada permanently by immigration 
authorities. Some immigrants have resided in Canada for a 
number of years, while others have arrived recently. Most 
immigrants are born outside Canada, but a small number 
were born in Canada. 

Incidence of Low Income 

The incidence of low income is the proportion or percentage 
of economic families or unattached individuals in a given 
classification below the low income cut-offs. These incidence 
rates are calculated from unrounded estimates of economic 
families and unattached individuals 15 years of age and 
over. 

Income Status 

Refers to the position of an economic family or an unattached 
individual 15 years of age and over in relation to Statistics 
Canada's low income cut-offs (LIC0s). 

Industry (Based on the 1997 North American 
Industry Classification System [NAICS]) 

Refers to the general nature of the business carried out in 
the establishment where the person worked. If the person 
did not have a job during the week (Sunday to Saturday) 
prior to enumeration (May 15, 2001), the data relate to the 
job of longest duration since January 1, 2000. Persons with 
two or more jobs were required to report the information for 
the job at which they worked the most hours. 

The 2001 industry data are produced according to the 
1997 NAICS. The NAICS provides enhanced industry 
comparability among the three North American Free Trade 
Agreement (NAFTA) trading partners (Canada, United States 
and Mexico). This classification consists of a systematic and 
comprehensive arrangement of industries structured into 
20 sectors, 99 subsectors and 300 industry groups. The 
criteria used to create these categories are similarity of input 
structures, labour skills or production processes used by the 
establishment. For further information on the classification, 
see North American Industry Classification System, Canada, 
1997, Catalogue No. 12-501-XPE. 

The variable "Industry (based on the 1997 NAICS)" does not 
permit direct comparison to any previous census industry 
data. The 1980 Standard Industrial Classification should be 
used for comparisons between the 1986, 1991, 1996 and 
2001 Censuses. 
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Knowledge of Non-official Languages 

Refers to languages, other than English or French, in which 
the respondent can conduct a conversation. 

Knowledge of Official Languages 

Refers to the ability to conduct a conversation in English 
only, in French only, in both English and French, or in neither 
of the official languages of Canada. 

Labour Force Activity (in Reference Week) 

Refers to the labour market activity of the population 15 years 
of age and over in the week (Sunday to Saturday) prior to 
Census Day (May 15, 2001). Respondents were classified 
as either employed, or unemployed, or as not in the labour 
force. The labour force includes the employed and the 
unemployed. 

Employed (in Reference Week) 
Refers to persons 15 years of age and over, excluding 
institutional residents, who, during the week (Sunday to 
Saturday) prior to Census Day (May 15, 2001): 

(a) did any work at all for pay or in self-employment or 
without pay in a family farm, business or 
professional practice; 

(b) were absent from their job or business, with or 
without pay, for the entire week because of a 
vacation, an illness, a labour dispute at their place 
of work, or any other reasons. 

Unemployed (in Reference Week) 
Refers to persons 15 years of age and over, excluding 
institutional residents, who, during the week (Sunday to 
Saturday) prior to Census Day (May 15, 2001), were 
without paid work or without self-employment work and 
were available for work and either: 

(a) had actively looked for paid work in the past 
four weeks; or 

(b) were on temporary lay-off and expected to return to 
their job; or 

(c) had definite arrangements to start a new job in 
four weeks or less. 

Not in the Labour Force (in Reference Week) 
Refers to persons 15 years of age and over, excluding 
institutional residents, who, in the week (Sunday to 
Saturday) prior to Census Day (May 15, 2001), were 
neither employed nor unemployed. It includes students, 
homemakers, retired workers, seasonal workers in an 
"off" season who were not looking for work, and persons 
who could not work because of a long-term illness or 
disability. 

Labour Force (in Reference Week) 
Refers to persons who were either employed or 
unemployed during the week (Sunday to Saturday) prior 
to Census Day (May 15, 2001). 

In past censuses, this was called "Total Labour Force". 

Participation Rate (in Reference Week) 
Refers to the labour force in the week (Sunday to 
Saturday) prior to Census Day (May 15, 2001), 
expressed as a percentage of the population 15 years 
of age and over excluding institutional residents. 

The participation rate for a particular group (age, sex, 
marital status, geographic area, etc.) is the total labour 
force in that group, expressed as a percentage of the 
population 15 years of age and over, in that group. 

Employment Rate (in Reference Week) 
Refers to the number of persons employed in the week 
(Sunday to Saturday) prior to Census Day (May 15, 2001), 
expressed as a percentage of the total population 
15 years of age and over excluding institutional residents. 

The employment rate for a particular group (age, sex, 
marital status, geographic area, etc.) is the number of 
employed in that group, expressed as a percentage of 
the population 15 years of age and over in that group. 

In past censuses, this was called the Employment-
population Ratio. 

Unemployment Rate (in Reference Week) 
Refers to the unemployed expressed as a percentage 
of the labour force in the week (Sunday to Saturday) 
prior to Census Day (May 15, 2001). 

The unemployment rate for a particular group (age, sex, 
marital status, geographic area, etc.) is the unemployed 
in that group, expressed as a percentage of the labour 
force in that group, in the week prior to enumeration. 

Land Area 

Land area is the area in square kilometres of the land-based 
portions of standard geographic areas. 

The land area measurements are unofficial, and are provided 
for the sole purpose of calculating population density. 

Landed Immigrant Status 

Refers to people who have been granted the right to live in 
Canada permanently by immigration authorities. 

Language Used at Work 

Refers to the language used most often at work by the 
individual at the time of the census. Other languages used at 
work on a regular basis are also collected. 
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Legal Marital Status 

Refers to the legal conjugal status of a person. 

The various responses are defined as follows: 

Never legally married (single) - Persons who have never 
married (including all persons less than 15 years of age) 
and persons whose marriage has been annulled and who 
have not remarried. 

Legally married (and not separated) - Persons whose 
husband or wife is living, unless the couple is separated or a 
divorce has been obtained. 

Separated, but still legally married - Persons currently married, 
but who are no longer living with their spouse (for any reason 
other than illness or work) and have not obtained a divorce. 

Divorced - Persons who have obtained a legal divorce and 
who have not remarried. 

Widowed - Persons who have lost their spouse through death 
and who have not remarried. 

Low Income Cut-offs (LIC0s) 

Measures of low income known as low income cut-offs 
(LIC0s) were first introduced in Canada in 1968 based on 
1961 Census income data and 1959 family expenditure 
patterns. At that time, expenditure patterns indicated that 
Canadian families spent about 50% of their total income on 
food, shelter and clothing. It was arbitrarily estimated that 
families spending 70% or more of their income 
(20 percentage points more than the average) on these basic 
necessities would be in "straitened" circumstances. With this 
assumption, low income cut-off points were set for five different 
sizes of families. 

Subsequent to these initial cut-offs, revised low income cut-
offs were established based on national family expenditure 
data from 1969, 1978, 1986 and 1992. These data indicated 
that Canadian families spent, on average, 42% in 1969, 
38.5% in 1978, 36.2% in 1986 and 34.7% in 1992 of their 
total income on basic necessities. Since 1992, data from the 
expenditure survey have indicated that this proportion has 
remained fairly stable. By adding the original difference of 
20 percentage points to the basic level of expenditure on 
necessities, new low income cut-offs were set at income 
levels differentiated by family size and degree of urbanization. 
Since 1992, these cut-offs have been updated yearly by 
changes in the consumer price index. 

Mode of Transportation 

Refers to the mode of transportation to work of 
non-institutional residents 15 years of age and over who 
worked at some time since January 1, 2000. Persons who 
indicate in the place of work question that they either had no 

fixed workplace address, or specified a usual workplace 
address, are asked to identify the mode of transportation 
they most frequently use to commute from home to work. The 
variable usually relates to the individual's job in the week 
prior to enumeration. However, if the person did not work 
during that week but had worked at some time since 
January 1, 2000, the information relates to the job held 
longest during that period. 

Persons who use more than one mode of transportation are 
asked to identify the single mode they use for most of the 
travel distance. As a result, the question provides data on the 
primary mode of transportation to work. The question does 
not measure multiple modes of transportation, nor does it 
measure the seasonal variation in mode of transportation or 
trips made for purposes other than the commute from home 
to work. 

MotherTongue 

Refers to the first language learned at home in childhood 
and still understood by the individual at the time of the census. 

Non-immigrant Population 

Refers to people who are Canadian citizens by birth. Although 
most were born in Canada, a small number of them were 
born outside Canada to Canadian parents. 

Occupation (Based on the 2001 National 
Occupational Classification for Statistics 
[2001 NOC-S]) 

Refers to the kind of work persons were doing during the 
reference week, as determined by their kind of work and the 
description of the main activities in their job. If the person did 
not have a job during the week (Sunday to Saturday) prior to 
enumeration (May 15, 2001), the data relate to the job of 
longest duration since January 1, 2000. Persons with two or 
more jobs were to report the information for the job at which 
they worked the most hours. 

The 2001 occupation data are classified according to the 
2001 National Occupational Classification for Statistics 
(2001 NOC-S). This classification is composed of four levels 
of aggregation. There are 10 broad occupational categories 
containing 47 major groups that are further subdivided into 
140 minor groups. At the most detailed level, there are 
520 occupation unit groups. Occupation unit groups are 
formed on the basis of the education, training, or skill level 
required to enter the job, as well as the kind of work performed, 
as determined by the tasks, duties and responsibilities of the 
occupation. 

For information on the 2001 NOC-S, see the National 
Occupational Classification for Statistics, 2001, Catalogue 
No. 12-583-XPE.

Owner's Major Payments or Gross Rent as a 
Percentage of Household Income 

Refers to the proportion of average monthly 2000 total 
household income which is spent on owner's major payments 
(in the case of owner-occupied dwellings) or on gross rent 
(in the case of tenant-occupied dwellings). This concept is 
illustrated below: 

(a) Owner-occupied non-farm dwellings: 

Owner's major payments 	X 	100 = 

(2000 total annual household income) /12 

(b) Tenant-occupied non -farm dwellings:  

Non-migrants are movers who, on Census Day, were living 
at a different address, but in the same census subdivision 
(CSD) as the one they lived in one year earlier. 

Migrants are movers who, on Census Day, were residing in 
a different CSD one year earlier (internal migrants) or who 
were living outside Canada one year earlier (external 
migrants). 

Intraprovincial migrants are movers who, on Census Day, 
were living in a different census subdivision than the one at 
which they resided one year earlier, in the same province. 

Interprovincial migrants are movers who, on Census Day, 
were living in a different census subdivision than the one at 
which they resided one year earlier, in a different province.

Period of Construction 

Refers to the period in time during which the building or 
dwelling was originally constructed. 

Period of Immigration 

Refers to ranges of years based on the year of immigration 
question. Year of immigration refers to the year in which 
landed immigrant status was first obtained. 

Place of Birth of Respondent 

Refers to specific provinces or territories for respondents 
who were born in Canada, or to specific countries if born 
outside Canada. 

Place of Residence 1 Year Ago (Mobility) 

Refers to the relationship between a person's usual place of 
residence on Census Day and his or her usual place of 
residence one year earlier. A person is classified as a non-
mover if no difference exists. Otherwise, a person is classified 
as a mover and this categorization is called Mobility Status 
(1 Year Ago). Within the category of movers, a further 
distinction is made between non-migrants and migrants; this 
difference is called migration status. 

Non-movers are persons who, on Census Day, were living 
at the same address as the one at which they resided 
one year earlier. 

Movers are persons who, on Census Day, were living at a 
different address than the one at which they resided 
one year earlier. 

Place of Residence 5Years Ago (Mobility) 

Refers to the relationship between a person's usual place of 
residence on Census Day and his or her usual place of 
residence five years earlier. A person is classified as a non-
mover if no difference exists. Otherwise, a person is classified 
as a mover and this categorization is called Mobility Status 
(5 Years Ago). Within the movers category, a further distinction 
is made between non-migrants and migrants; this difference 
is called migration status. 

Non-movers are persons who, on Census Day, were living 
at the same address as the one at which they resided 
five years earlier. 

Movers are persons who, on Census Day, were living at a 
different address than the one at which they resided 
five years earlier. 

Non-migrants are movers who, on Census Day, were living 
at a different address, but in the same census subdivision 
(CSD) as the one they lived in five years earlier. 

Migrants are movers who, on Census Day, were residing in 
a different CSD five years earlier (internal migrants) or who 
were living outside Canada five years earlier (external 
migrants). 

Intraprovincial migrants are movers who, on Census Day, 
were living in a different census subdivision than the one in 
which they resided five years earlier, in the same province. 

Interprovincial migrants are movers who, on Census Day, 
were living in a different census subdivision than the one in 
which they resided five years earlier, in a different province. 
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Place of Work Status 

Refers to the place of work of non-institutional residents 
15 years of age and over who worked at some time since 
January 1, 2000. The variable usually relates to the 
individual's job held in the week prior to enumeration. 
However, if the person did not work during that week but had 
worked at some time since January 1, 2000, the information 
relates to the job held longest during that period. 

Worked at home - Persons whose job is located in the same 
building as their place of residence, persons who live and 
work on the same farm, building superintendents and 
teleworkers who spend most of their work week working at 
home. 

Worked outside Canada - Persons who work at a location 
outside Canada. This can include diplomats, Armed Forces 
personnel and other persons enumerated abroad. This 
category also includes recent immigrants who may not 
currently be employed, but whose job of longest duration 
since January 1, 2000 was held outside Canada. 

No fixed workplace address - Persons who do not go from 
home to the same workplace location at the beginning of 
each shift. Such persons include building and landscape 
contractors, travelling salespersons, independent truck 
drivers, etc. 

Worked at the address specified below - Persons who are 
not included in the categories described above and who 
report to the same (usual) workplace location at the 
beginning of each shift are included here. Respondents are 
asked to provide the street address, city, town, village, 
township, municipality or Indian reserve, province/territory 
and postal code of their workplace. If the full street address 
was not known, the name of the building or nearest street 
intersection could be substituted. 

Teleworkers who spend less than one-half of their workweek 
working at their home office are asked to report the full address 
of their employer. Persons whose workplace location varied, 
but who reported regularly to an employer's address at the 
beginning of each shift, are asked to report the full address 
of the employer. 

Population Universe 

The Population Universe of the 2001 Census includes the 
following groups: 

Canadian citizens (by birth or by naturalization) and 
landed immigrants with a usual place of residence in 
Canada; 

Canadian citizens (by birth or by naturalization) and 
landed immigrants who are abroad, either on a military 
base or attached to a diplomatic mission; 

- Canadian citizens (by birth or by naturalization) and 
landed immigrants at sea or in port aboard merchant 
vessels under Canadian registry; 

- persons with a usual place of residence in Canada who 
are claiming refugee status and members of their families 
living with them; 

- persons with a usual place of residence in Canada 
who hold student authorizations (student visas or 
student permits) and members of their families living 
with them; 

- persons with a usual place of residence in Canada who 
hold employment authorizations (or work permits) and 
members of their families living with them; 

- persons with a usual place of residence in Canada who 
hold Minister's permits (including extensions) and 
members of their families living with them. 

For census purposes, the last four groups in this list are 
referred to as "non-permanent residents". 

Presence of Children 

Refers to the number of children in private households by 
age groups. 

Province or Territory 

Province and territory refer to the major political units of 
Canada. From a statistical point of view, province and 
territory are basic areas for which data are tabulated. 
Canada is divided into ten provinces and three territories. 

Registered or Treaty Indian 

Refers to those persons who reported they were registered 
under the Indian Act of Canada. Treaty Indians are persons 
who are registered under the Indian Act and can prove 
descent from a Band that signed a treaty. Although there 
was a question in the 1991 Census on registration status, 
the layout of the 1996 question was somewhat different. 
In 1991, registration status was a subcomponent of 
Question 16 on Registered Indians. In the first part of the 
question, respondents were asked about their registration 
status, while the second part of the question dealt with 
Band membership. In 1996, one direct question was 
developed to collect data on registration or treaty status. 

The wording of the 1996 question differed slightly from the 
one in previous years. Prior to 1996, the term "treaty" was 
excluded from the question. It was added in 1996 at the 
request of individuals from the Western provinces, where 
the term is more widely used. 

Religion 

Refers to specific religious denominations, groups or bodies, 
as well as to sects, cults, or other religiously defined 
communities or systems of belief. 

Rent, Gross 

Refers to the total average monthly payments paid by tenant 
households to secure shelter. 
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Rooms 

Refers to the number of rooms in a dwelling. A room is an 
enclosed area within a dwelling which is finished and suitable 
for year-round living. 

School Attendance 

Refers to either full-time or part-time (day or evening) 
attendance at school, college or university during the nine-
month period between September 2000 and May 15, 2001. 
Attendance is counted only for courses which could be used 
as credits towards a certificate, diploma or degree. 

Sex 

Refers to the gender of the respondent. 

Structural Type of Dwelling 

Refers to the structural characteristics and/or dwelling 
configuration, that is, whether the dwelling is a single-
detached house, an apartment in a high-rise building, a row 
house, a mobile home, etc. 

Tenure 

Refers to whether some member of the household owns or 
rents the dwelling, or whether the dwelling is Band housing 
(on an Indian reserve or settlement). 

Total Income 

Refers to the total money income received from the following 
sources during calendar year 2000 by persons 15 years of 
age and over: 

- wages and salaries (total); 

- net farm income; 

- net non-farm income from unincorporated business and/ 
or professional practice; 

- Canada Child Tax Benefits; 

- Old Age Security pension and Guaranteed Income 
Supplement; 

- benefits from Canada or Quebec Pension Plan; 

- benefits from Employment Insurance; 

- other income from government sources; 

- dividends, interest on bonds, deposits and savings 
certificates, and other investment income; 

- retirement pensions, superannuation and annuities, 
including those from RRSPs and RRIFs; 

- other money income. 

Receipts Not Counted as Income - The income concept 
excluded gambling gains and losses, lottery prizes, money 
inherited during the year in a lump sum, capital gains or 
losses, receipts from the sale of property, income tax refunds, 
loan payments received, lump-sum settlements of insurance 
policies, rebates received on property taxes, refunds of 
pension contributions, as well as all income in kind", such 
as free meals, living accommodations, or agricultural products 
produced and consumed on the farm. 

Average Income of Individuals - Average income of 
individuals refers to the weighted mean total income of 
individuals 15 years of age and over who reported income 
for 2000. Average income is calculated from unrounded data 
by dividing the aggregate income of a specified group of 
individuals (e.g. males 45 to 54 years of age) by the number 
of individuals with income in that group. 

Average and median incomes and standard errors for average 
income of individuals will be calculated for those individuals 
who are at least 15 years of age and who have an income 
(positive or negative). For all other universes (e.g. census 
families or private households), these statistics will be calculated 
over all units, whether or not they reported any income. 

Median Income of Individuals - The median income of a 
specified group of income recipients is that amount which 
divides their income size distribution into two halves, i.e. the 
incomes of the first half of individuals are below the median, 
while those of the second half are above the median. Median 
income is calculated from the unrounded number of 
individuals (e.g. males 45 to 54 years of age) with income in 
that group. 

Average and median incomes and standard errors for average 
income of individuals will be calculated for those individuals 
who are at least 15 years of age and who have an income 
(positive or negative). For all other universes (e.g. census 
families or private households), these statistics will be calculated 
over all units, whether or not they reported any income. 

Standard Error of Average Income - Refers to the estimated 
standard error of average income for an income size 
distribution. If interpreted as shown below, it serves as a 
rough indicator of the precision of the corresponding estimate 
of average income. For about 68% of the samples which 
could be selected from the sample frame, the difference 
between the sample estimate of average income and the 
corresponding figure based on complete enumeration would 
be less than one standard error. For about 95% of the possible 
samples, the difference would be less than two standard 
errors and, in about 99% of the samples, the difference would 
be approximately two and one half standard errors. 

Unattached Individuals 

Refers to household members who are not members of an 
economic family. Persons living alone are included in this 
category. 
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Value of Dwelling 

Refers to the dollar amount expected by the owner if the 
dwelling were to be sold. 

Visible Minorities 

Refers to the visible minority group to which the respondent 
belongs. The Employment Equity Actdefines visible minorities 
as "persons, other than Aboriginal peoples, who are non-
Caucasian in race or non-white in colour". 

The visible minority population includes the following groups: 
Chinese, South Asian, Black, Filipino, Latin American, 
Southeast Asian, Arab, West Asian, Korean, Japanese, 
Visible Minority, n.i.e. and Multiple Visible Minorities. 

Data Quality 

General 

The 2001 Census was a large and complex undertaking 
and, while considerable effort was taken to ensure high 
standards throughout all collection and processing 
operations, the resulting estimates are inevitably subject to 
a certain degree of error. Users of census data should be 
aware that such error exists, and should have some 
appreciation of its main components, so that they can assess 
the usefulness of census data for their purposes and the 
risks involved in basing conclusions or decisions on these data. 

Errors can arise at virtually every stage of the census process, 
from the preparation of materials through data processing, 
including the listing of dwellings and the collection of data. 
Some errors occur at random, and when the individual 
responses are aggregated for a sufficiently large group, such 
errors tend to cancel out. For errors of this nature, the larger 
the group, the more accurate the corresponding estimate. It 
is for this reason that users are advised to be cautious when 
using small estimates.There are some errors, however, which 
might occur more systematically, and which result in "biased" 
estimates. Because the bias from such errors is persistent no 
matter how large the group for which responses are 
aggregated, and because bias is particularly difficult to 
measure, systematic errors are a more serious problem for 
most data users than the random errors referred to previously. 

For census data in general, the principal types of error are as 
follows: 

- coverage errors, which occur when dwellings or 
individuals are missed, incorrectly enumerated or 
counted more than once; 

- non-response errors, which result when responses 
cannot be obtained from a certain number of households 
and/or individuals, because of extended absence or 
some other reason; 

- response errors, which occur when the respondent, or 
sometimes the Census Representative, misunderstands 
a census question, and records an incorrect response 
or simply uses the wrong response box; 

- processing errors, which can occur at various steps 
including coding, when "write-in" responses are 
transformed into numerical codes; data capture, when 
responses are transferred from the census questionnaire 
in an electronic format, by key-entry operators; and 
imputation, when a "valid", but not necessarily correct, 
response is inserted into a record by the computer to 
replace missing or "invalid" data ("valid" and "invalid" 
referring to whether or not the response is consistent 
with other information on the record); 

- sampling errors, which apply only to the supplementary 
questions on the "long form" asked of a one-fifth sample 
of households, and which arise from the fact that the 
responses to these questions, when weighted up to 
represent the whole population, inevitably differ 
somewhat from the responses which would have been 
obtained if these questions had been asked of all 
households. 

The above types of error each have both random and 
systematic components. Usually, however, the systematic 
component of sampling error is very small in relation to its 
random component. For the other non sampling errors, both 
random and systematic components may be significant. 

Coverage Errors 

Coverage errors affect the accuracy of the census counts, 
that is, the sizes of the various census universes: population, 
families, households and dwellings. While steps have been 
taken to correct certain identifiable errors, the final counts 
are still subject to some degree of error because persons or 
dwellings have been missed, incorrectly enumerated in the 
census or counted more than once. 

Missed dwellings or persons result in undercoverage. 
Dwellings can be missed because of the misunderstanding 
of enumeration area (EA) boundaries, or because either they 
do not look like dwellings or they appear uninhabitable. 
Persons can be missed when their dwelling is missed or is 
classified as vacant, or because the respondent misinterprets 
the instructions on whom to include on the questionnaire. 
Some individuals may be missed because they have no usual 
residence and did not spend census night in a dwelling. 

Dwellings or persons incorrectly enumerated or double 
counted result in overcoverage. Overcoverage of dwellings 
can occur when structures unfit for habitation are listed as 
dwellings (incorrectly enumerated), when there is a certain 
ambiguity regarding the EA boundaries or when units (for 
example, rooms) are listed separately instead of being treated 
as part of one dwelling (double counted). Persons can be 
counted more than once because their dwelling is double 
counted or because the guidelines on whom to include on 
the questionnaire have been misunderstood. Occasionally, 
someone who is not in the census population universe, such 
as a foreign resident or a fictitious person, may, incorrectly, 
be enumerated in the census. On average, overcoverage is 
less likely to occur than undercoverage and, as a result, 
counts of dwellings and persons are likely to be slightly 
underestimated. 
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For the 2001 Census, three studies are used to measure 
coverage error. In the Dwelling Classification Study,  dwellings 
listed as vacant were revisited to verify that they were vacant 
on Census Day, and dwellings whose households were listed 
as non-respondent were revisited to determine the number 
of usual residents and their characteristics. Adjustments have 
been made to the final census counts for households and 
persons missed because their dwelling was incorrectly 
classified as vacant. The census counts may also have been 
adjusted for dwellings whose households were classified as 
non-respondent. Despite these adjustments, the final counts 
are still subject to some undercoverage. Undercoverage 
tends to be higher for certain segments of the population, 
such as young adults (especially young adult males) and 
recent immigrants. The Reverse Record Check Study  is used 
to measure the residual undercoverage for Canada, and 
each province and territory. The Overcoverage Study  is 
designed to investigate overcoverage errors. The results of 
the Reverse Record Check and the Overcoverage Study, 
when taken together, furnish an estimate of net 
undercoverage. 

Other Non -sampling Errors 

While coverage errors affect the number of units in the various 
census universes, other errors affect the characteristics of 
those units. 

Sometimes it is not possible to obtain a complete response 
from a household, even though the dwelling was identified 
as occupied and a questionnaire was dropped off. The 
household members may have been away throughout the 
census period or, in rare instances, the householder may 
have refused to complete the form. More frequently, the 
questionnaire is returned but no response is provided to 
certain questions. Effort is devoted to ensure as complete a 
questionnaire as possible. Census representatives edit the 
questionnaires and follow up on missing information. Their 
work is then checked by a supervisor and a quality control 
technician. Despite this, at the end of the collection stage, a 
small number of responses are still missing, i.e. 
non-response errors. Although missing responses are 
eliminated during processing by replacing each one of them 
by the corresponding response for a "similar" record, there 
remain some potential imputation errors. This is particularly 
serious if the non-respondents differ in some respects from 
the respondents; this procedure will then introduce a 
non-response bias. 

Even when a response is obtained, it may not be entirely 
accurate. The respondent may have misinterpreted the 
question or may have guessed the answer, especially when 
answering on behalf of another, possibly absent, household 
member. The respondent may also have entered the answer 
in the wrong place on the questionnaire. Such errors are 
referred to as response errors. While response errors 
usually arise from inaccurate information provided by 
respondents, they can also result from mistakes by the Census 
Representative who completed certain parts of the 
questionnaire, such as the structural type of dwelling, or who 
followed up to obtain a missing response. 

Some of the census questions require a written response. 
During processing, these "write-in" entries are given a 
numeric code. Coding errors can occur when the written 
response is ambiguous, incomplete, difficult to read or when 
the code list is extensive (e.g. major field of study, place of 
work). A formal Quality Control (QC) operation is used to 
detect, rectify and reduce coding errors. Within each work 
unit, a sample of responses is independently coded a second 
time. The resolution of discrepancies between the first and 
second codings determines whether recoding of the work 
unit is necessary. Except for the Industry and Occupation 
variables, much of the census coding is now automated, 
resulting in a reduction of coding errors. 

The information on the questionnaires is typed into a 
computer file. Two procedures are used to control the number 
of data capture errors. First, certain edits (such as range 
checks) are performed as the data are keyed in. Second, a 
sample from each batch of documents is retyped and 
compared with the original entries. Unsatisfactory work is 
identified and corrected, and the remainder of the batch is 
captured as needed. 

Once captured, the data are edited where they undergo a 
series of computer checks to identify missing or inconsistent 
responses. These are replaced during the imputation stage 
of processing where either a response consistent with the 
other respondents' data is inferred or a response from a 
similar donor is substituted. Imputation ensures a complete 
database where the data correspond to the census counts 
and facilitate multivariate analyses. Although errors may have 
been introduced during imputation, the methods used have 
been rigorously tested to minimize systematic errors. 

Various studies are being carried out to evaluate the quality 
of the responses obtained in the 2001 Census. For each 
question, non-response rates and edit failure rates have been 
calculated. These can be useful in identifying the potential 
for non-response errors and other types of errors. Also, 
tabulations from the 2001 Census have been or will be 
compared with corresponding estimates from previous 
censuses, from sample surveys (such as the Labour Force 
Survey) and from various administrative records (such as 
birth registrations and municipal assessment records). Such 
comparisons can indicate potential quality problems or at 
least discrepancies between the sources. 

In addition to these aggregate-level comparisons, there are 
some micro-match studies in progress, in which census 
responses are compared with another source of information 
at the individual record level. For certain "stable" 
characteristics (such as age, sex, mother tongue and place 
of birth), the responses obtained in the 2001 Census, for a 
sample of individuals, are being compared with those for the 
same individuals in the 1996 Census. 

Sampling Errors 

Estimates obtained by weighting up responses collected on 
a sample basis are subject to error due to the fact that the 
distribution of characteristics within the sample will not usually 
be identical to the distribution of characteristics within the 
population from which the sample has been selected. 
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The potential error introduced by sampling will vary according 
to the relative scarcity of the characteristics in the population. 
For large cell values, the potential error due to sampling, as 
a proportion of the cell value, will be relatively small. For 
small cell values, this potential error, as a proportion of the 
cell value, will be relatively large. 

The potential error due to sampling is usually expressed in 
terms of the so-called "standard error". This is the square root 
of the average, taken over all possible samples of the same 
size and design, of the squared deviation of the sample 
estimate from the value for the total population. 

The following table provides approximate measures of the 
standard error due to sampling.These measures are intended 
as a general guide only.

Users wishing to determine the approximate error due to 
sampling for any given cell of data, based upon the 
20% sample, should choose the standard error value 
corresponding to the cell value that is closest to the value of 
the given cell in the census tabulation. When using the 
obtained standard error value, the user, in general, can be 
reasonably certain that, for the enumerated population, the 
true value (discounting all forms of error other than sampling) 
lies within plus or minus three times the standard error 
(e.g. for a cell value of 1,000, the range would be 
1,000 ± [3 x 65] or 1,000 ± 195). 

The standard errors given in the table above will not apply to 
population, household, dwelling or family counts for the 
geographic area under consideration (see Sampling and 
Weighting below). The effect of sampling for these cells can 
be determined by a comparison with a corresponding 
100% data product. 

The effect of the particular sample design and weighting 
procedure used in the 2001 Census will vary, however, from 
one characteristic to another and from one geographic area 
to another. The standard error values in the table may, 
therefore, understate or overstate the error due to sampling. 

Sampling and Weighting 

The 2001 Census data were collected either from 100% of 
the households or on a sample basis (i.e. from a random 
sample of one in five households) with the data weighted up 
to provide estimates for the entire population. The information 
was collected on a 20% sample basis and weighted up to 
compensate for sampling. All table headings are noted 
accordingly. Note that, on Indian reserves and in remote 
areas, all data were collected on a 100% basis. 

For any given geographic area, the weighted population, 
household, dwelling or family total or subtotal may differ from 
that shown in reports containing data collected on a 100% basis. 
Such variations are due to sampling and to the fact that, unlike 
sample data, 100% data do not exclude institutional residents. 

Confidentiality and Random Rounding 

The figures shown in the tables have been subjected to a 
confidentiality procedure known as random rounding to 
prevent the possibility of associating statistical data with any 
identifiable individual. Under this method, all figures, 
including totals and margins, are randomly rounded either 
up or down to a multiple of "5", and in some cases "10". While 
providing strong protection against disclosure, this technique 
does not add significant error to the census data. The user 
should be aware that totals and margins are rounded 
independently of the cell data so that some differences 
between these and the sum of rounded cell data may exist. 
Also, minor differences can be expected in corresponding 
totals and cell values among various census tabulations. 
Similarly, percentages, which are calculated on rounded 
figures, do not necessarily add up to 100%. Order statistics 
(median, quartiles, percentiles, etc.) and measures of 
dispersion such as the standard error are computed in the 
usual manner. When a statistic is defined as the quotient of 
two numbers (which is the case for averages, percentages, 
and proportions), the two numbers are rounded before the 
division is performed. For income, owner's payments, value 
of dwelling, hours worked, weeks worked and age, the sum 
is defined as the product of the average and the rounded 
weighted frequency. Otherwise, it is the weighted sum that is 
rounded. It should also be noted that small cell counts may 
suffer a significant distortion as a result of random rounding. 
Individual data cells containing small numbers may lose their 
precision as a result. Also, a statistic is suppressed if the 
number of actual records used in the calculation is less than 
4 or if the sum of the weight of these records is less than 10. 
In addition, for values expressed in dollar units, other rules 
are applied. For standard products, if all the values are the 
same, the statistic is suppressed. For all other products, the 
statistic is suppressed if the range of the values is too narrow 
or if all values are less than, in absolute value, to a specified 
threshold. 

Users should be aware of possible data distortions when 
they are aggregating these rounded data. Imprecisions as a 
result of rounding tend to cancel each other out when data 
cells are re-aggregated. However, users can minimize these 
distortions by using, whenever possible, the appropriate 
subtotals when aggregating. 
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For those requiring maximum precision, the option exists to 
use custom tabulations. With custom products, aggregation 
is done using individual census database records. Random 
rounding occurs only after the data cells have been 
aggregated, thus minimizing any distortion. 

In addition to random rounding, area suppression has been 
adopted to further protect the confidentiality of individual 
responses. 

Area suppression is the deletion of all characteristic data 
for geographic areas with populations below a specified size. 
The extent to which data are suppressed depends upon the 
following factors: 

- If the data are tabulated from the 100% database, they 
are suppressed if the total population in the area is less 
than 40. 

- If the data are tabulated from the 20% sample database, 
they are suppressed if the total non-institutional 
population in the area from either the 100% or 
20% database is less than 40. 

There are some exceptions to these rules: 

— Income distributions and related statistics are 
suppressed if the population in the area, excluding 
institutional residents, is less than 250 from either the 
100% or the 20% database, or if the number of private 
households is less than 40 from the 20% database. 

— Place-of-work distributions and related statistics are 
suppressed if the total number of employed persons in 
the area is less than 40, according to the sample 
database. If the data also include an income distribution, 
the threshold is raised to 250, again according to the 
sample database. 

- Tabulations covering both place of work and place of 
residence along with related statistics are suppressed, 
if the total number of employed persons in the area is 
less than 40 according to the sample database, or if the 
area's total population, excluding institutional residents, 
according to either the 100% or the sample database, is 
less than 40. If the tabulations also include an income 
distribution, the threshold is raised to 250 in all cases 
and the tabulations are suppressed if the number of 
private dwellings in the place of residence area is less 
than 40. 

- Same-sex couples distributions and related statistics are 
suppressed if the population in private households in 
the area is less than 5,000, according to the 20% sample 
database. 

— If the data are tabulated from the 100% database and 
refer to six-character postal codes or to groups of either 
blocks or block-faces, they are suppressed if the total 
population in the area is less than 100. 

- If the data are tabulated from the 20% sample database 
and refer to six-character postal codes or to groups of 
either blocks or block-faces, they are suppressed if the 
total non-institutional population in the area from either 
the 100% or 20% database is less than 100. 

- If the data refer to groups of either blocks or block-faces, 
and cover place of work, they are suppressed if the total 
number of employed persons in the area is less 
than 100, according to the sample database. 

- If the data refer to groups of either blocks or block-faces, 
and cover both place of work and place of residence, 
they are suppressed if the total number of employed 
persons in the area is less than 100, according to the 
sample database, or if the area's total population, 
excluding institutional residents, according to either 
100% or the sample database, is less than 100. 

In all cases, suppressed data are included in the appropriate 
higher aggregate subtotals and totals. 

The suppression technique is being implemented for all 
products involving subprovincial data (i.e. Profile series, basic 
cross-tabulations, semi-custom and custom data products) 
collected on a 100% or 20% sample basis.

Special Notes 

Aboriginal Identity 

Users should be aware that the population counts associated 
with this variable are more affected than most by the 
incomplete enumeration of certain Indian reserves and Indian 
settlements. The extent of the impact will depend on the 
geographical area under study. In 2001, a total of 30 Indian 
reserves and Indian settlements were incompletely 
enumerated by the census. The population of these 
30 communities are not included in the census counts. 

Changes to Family Concepts for the 2001 Census 

For the 1996 Census, the definition of census family was as 
follows: 

Refers to a now-married couple (with or without never-
married sons and/or daughters of either or both spouses), a 
couple living common-law (with or without never-married 
sons and/or daughters of either or both partners) or a lone-
parent of any marital status, with at least one never-married 
son or daughter living in the same dwelling. 

This reflected a concept that had not changed since 1976. 
However, during the planning for the 2001 Census, it was 
decided that some changes were required, due to the 
following factors: (1) changes to federal and provincial 
legislation putting same-sex couples on an equal footing 
with opposite-sex common-law couples (most notably 
Bill C-23, the Modernization of Benefits and Obligations Act, 
which was passed by the Government of Canada in 2000); 
(2) recommendations by the United Nations as part of a 
process of standardization of concepts for the 2000-2001 
round of censuses in member countries; and (3) a significant 
number of persons less than 15 years of age classified as 
"non-family persons" in previous censuses. 
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As a result, the census family concept for the 2001 Census 
reflects the following changes: 

- Two persons living in a same-sex common-law 
relationship, along with any of their children residing in 
the household, are considered a census family. 

- Children in a census family can have been previously 
married (as long as they are not currently living with a 
spouse or common-law partner). Previously, they had to 
be "never-married". 

- A grandchild living in a three-generation household 
where the parent (middle generation) is never-married 
is, contrary to previous censuses, now considered as a 
child in the census family of his or her parent, provided 
the grandchild is not living with his or her own spouse, 
common-law partner, or child. Traditionally, the census 
family usually consisted of the two older generations. 

- A grandchild of another household member, where a 
middle-generation parent is not present, is now 
considered as a child in the census family of his or her 
grandparent, provided the grandchild is not living with 
his or her own spouse, common-law partner, or child. 
Traditionally, such a grandchild would not be considered 
as a member of a census family. 

The last three changes listed (definition of "child"), together, 
result in a 1.5% increase in the total number of census 
families, and in a 10.1% increase in the number of lone-
parent families. The inclusion of same-sex couples results in 
a 0.4% increase in the number of census families at the 
national level. 

The term economic family refers to a group of two or more 
persons who live in the same dwelling and are related to 
each other by blood, marriage, common-law or adoption. 
This definition has not changed for 2001. The only effect of 
conceptual changes on economic families is that same-sex 
partners are now considered to be common-law partners. 
Thus they are considered related and members of the same 
economic family. 

Outside of the "family universe", there are two related 
concepts that are affected by the change in the census family 
definition: common-law status and household type. Prior to 
2001, two people living together as husband and wife without 
being legally married to each other were considered to be 
living common-law. For 2001, this has been expanded to 
include persons living in a same-sex partnership. The 
concept of household type refers to the basic division of private 
households into family and non-family households. Since it 
is based on the census family concept, the household type 
(whether a household is "family" or "non-family") is affected 
by the change. Also, the detailed classification of this variable 
is affected, since married couples and common-law couples 
were broken down into those "without never-married sons or 
daughters" and "with never-married sons or daughters". For 
2001 this reads "without children" and "with children", with 
the attendant change in meaning. 

Comparability of 2001 Place of Work Data 

Working at home can be measured in different ways. In the 
census, the "Worked at home" category includes persons 
who live and work at the same physical location, such as 
farmers, teleworkers and work camp workers. In addition, 
the 2001 Census Guide instructed persons who worked part 
of the time at home and part of the time at an employer's 
address to indicate that they "Worked at home" if most of 
their time was spent working at home (e.g. three days 
out of five). 

Other Statistics Canada surveys such as the General Social 
Survey, the Survey of Labour and Income Dynamics, and the 
Workplace and Employee Survey also collect information on 
working at home. However, the survey data are not directly 
comparable to the census data since the surveys ask 
respondents whether they did some or all of their paid work 
at home, whereas the census asks them where they usually 
worked most of the time. Consequently, census estimates on 
work at home are lower than survey estimates. 

The place-of-work question has remained in virtually the 
same format in each census since 1971. However, in 1996, 
the category "No fixed workplace address" replaced "No 
usual place of work". In 1996, the census questionnaire was 
modified by adding a check box for the "No fixed workplace" 
response category. In previous censuses, respondents were 
asked to write "No usual place of work" in the address fields. 
It is believed that previous censuses have undercounted the 
number of persons with "No fixed workplace address". 

Annexations, incorporations and amalgamations of 
municipalities could create some difficulties when comparing 
spatial units and structures which change over time. 

Data Quality for School Attendance 

The overall quality of the education variables from the 
2001 Census is acceptable. However, users of the 
2001 Census data on school attendance are cautioned that 
the counts for the 15 to 19 year olds not attending school 
category may be too high. The proportion of persons 
aged 15 to 19 who indicated they had not attended school in 
the school year prior to the census increased from 18% in 
1996 to 23% in 2001. This variable requires further research. 

Data Quality — Relationship of Census Income 
Estimates to the National Accounts and Survey of 
Labour and Income Dynamics 

Census income estimates of aggregate income in 2000 were 
compared to similar personal income estimates from the 
national accounts. After adjustments to the personal income 
estimates for differences in concepts and coverage, the 
census estimate of aggregate income in 2000 from 
comparable sources was 4.1% lower than the national 
accounts estimate. As in the past, census estimates for some 
income components and for some provinces compared more 
favourably than for others. 
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Census estimates of aggregate wages and salaries, the 
largest component of income, were almost identical to the 
national accounts estimates. Although there was a large 
difference between the two estimates of net income from 
farm self-employment (the smallest component of individual 
earnings), census estimates of aggregate income from both 
farm and non-farm self-employment were lower by 1%. 
Overall, estimates of total income from employment were 
nearly identical. 

Census estimates of Old Age Security pensions and the 
Guaranteed Income Supplement were about 5% higher, while 
those for Canada/Quebec Pension Plan benefits were about 
9% lower, than adjusted national accounts estimates. 
Employment Insurance benefits reported in the census were 
smaller by about 6%. Estimates of aggregate Canada Child 
Tax benefits were nearly identical in both estimates. Census 
estimates of other government transfer payments, which 
include such items as social welfare benefits, provincial 
income supplements to seniors, veterans' pensions and 
GST/HST/QST refunds, were significantly below the 
estimates from the national accounts. Overall, census 
estimates of aggregate income from all government transfer 
payments were lower by about 13%. As in previous census-
year comparisons, the census estimate of investment income 
was significantly lower, by 32% in 2000, than the national 
accounts estimate. 

Census income statistics were also compared with similar 
statistics from the annual Survey of Labour and Income 
Dynamics (SLID). SLID estimates reflect adjustments made 
for population undercoverage, while census estimates do 
not include such an adjustment. This adjustment 
contributes to census estimates showing fewer income 
recipients (by 3.4%) and earners (by 7.2%) than SLID 
estimates. Consequently, census estimates of aggregate 
earnings are 4% lower than the SLID estimate, while the 
census estimate of aggregate total income of individuals is 
lower by 3%. Most of the observed provincial differences 
were considered acceptable in the light of sampling errors in 
the Survey. 

Immigration and Citizenship Data 

Persons living on Indian reserves and Indian settlements, 
who were enumerated with the 2001 Census Form 
2D questionnaire, were not asked the citizenship and 
immigration questions. Consequently, data are not shown 
for Indian reserves and Indian settlements at the lower 
geographic levels. These data, however, are included in the 
totals for larger geographic areas, such as census divisions 
and provinces. 

Impact of Municipal Restructuring 

The boundaries and names of municipalities (census 
subdivisions) can change from one census to the next 
because of annexations, dissolutions and incorporations. 
However, since the 1996 Census, the changes are more 
numerous and more dramatic, especially in the provinces of 
Quebec, Ontario and British Columbia. In general, data from 

the 2001 Census are available for fewer and larger census 
subdivisions, and historical analyses are more complex. To 
bridge the impact of these municipal changes on data 
dissemination, the 2001 Census is producing a profile for 
dissolved census subdivisions. 

Income Reference Period 

Canadian censuses were conducted in 1996 and 2001. 
Income data from these censuses relate to the calendar year 
prior to the census year, i.e. 1995 and 2000 respectively. 

Income Suppression 

Area suppression is the deletion of all characteristic data for 
geographic areas with populations below a specified size. 
Income distributions and related statistics are suppressed if 
the population in the area, excluding institutional residents, 
is less than 250 from either the 100% or the 20% database, 
or if the number of private households is less than 40 from 
the 20% database. 

Migration Data for Small Geographic Areas 

Estimates of internal migration may be less accurate for small 
geographic areas, areas with a place name which is 
duplicated elsewhere, and for some Census Subdivisions 
(CSD) where previous residents may have provided the name 
of the Census Metropolitan Area or Census Agglomeration 
instead of the specific name of the component CSD from 
which they migrated. 

Non-permanent Residents 

In 1991, 1996 and 2001, the Census of Population 
enumerated both permanent and non-permanent residents 
of Canada. Non-permanent residents are persons who held 
a student or employment authorization, Minister's permit, or 
who were refugee claimants, at the time of the census. Family 
members living with these persons are also classified as 
non-permanent residents. 

Prior to 1991, only permanent residents of Canada were 
included in the census. (The only exception to this occurred 
in 1941.) Non-permanent residents were considered foreign 
residents and were not enumerated. 

Today in Canada, non-permanent residents make up a 
significant segment of the population, especially in several 
census metropolitan areas. Their presence can affect the 
demand for such government services as health care, 
schooling, employment programs and language training. The 
inclusion of non-permanent residents in the census facilitates 
comparisons with provincial and territorial statistics (marriages, 
divorces, births and deaths) which include this population. In 
addition, this inclusion of non-permanent residents brings 
Canadian practice closer to the UN recommendation that 
long-term residents (persons living in a country for one year 
or longer) be enumerated in the census. 
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According to the 1996 Census, there were 166,715 non-
permanent residents in Canada, representing 0.6% of the 
total population. There were slightly more non-permanent 
residents in Canada at the time of the 2001 Census: 
198,645 non-permanent residents, or 0.7% of the total 
population. 

Total population counts, as well as counts for all variables, 
are affected by this change in the census universe. Users 
should be especially careful when comparing data from 
1991, 1996 or 2001 with data from previous censuses 
in geographic areas where there is a concentration of 
non-permanent residents. Such areas include the 
major metropolitan areas in Ontario, Quebec and 
British Columbia. 

Although every attempt has been made to enumerate non-
permanent residents, factors such as language difficulties, 
the reluctance to complete a government form or to 
understand the need to participate may have affected the 
enumeration of this population. 

Nunavut 

Data from the 2001 Census are available for Nunavut, the 
new territory that came into effect on April 1, 1999. 

Standard data products released only at the Canada/ 
Province/Territory geographic levels will not contain data for 
Nunavut for the census years prior to 2001. 

Standard data products released at the Census Metropolitan 
Area (CMA) and Census Agglomeration (CA) geographic 
levels will contain data for Nunavut for the 2001, 1996 and/ 
or 1991 Censuses. 

The 1996 and 1991 CMA/CA data have been adjusted to 
reflect as closely as possible the 2001 CMA/CA geographic 
boundaries. This has been done to facilitate data comparisons 
using the 2001 geographic boundaries. 

Ontario Census Tracts 

A database error affected the presentation of the 
1996 population counts for two census tracts (CTs), namely 
CTs 0520.05 and 0520.06, in the Census Metropolitan Area 
(CMA) of Toronto. The data for these CTs are correct but 
inverted: 0520.05 contains the data for 0520.06, and 0520.06 
contains the data for 0520.05. Because of operational 
constraints, it was not possible to make adjustments to the 
1996 database (adjusted counts) for these two CTs. Care 
should therefore be exercised when using these data. 

Population 15 Years and Over Who Worked 
Since 2000 

Refers to those who have worked since January 1, 2000, 
regardless of whether or not they were in the labour force in 
the reference week. 

Population and Dwelling Count Amendments 

After the release of the population and dwelling counts, errors 
are occasionally uncovered in the data. It is not possible to 
make changes to the 2001 Census data presented in these 
tables. Users can, however, obtain the population and 
dwelling count amendments listed by census subdivisions 
and other levels of geography by visiting the 2001 Census 
portion of the Statistics Canada Web site at www.statcan.ca . 
In addition, users can contact the nearest Statistics Canada 
regional reference centre by telephone at 1 800 263-1136 or 
by e-mail at infostats@statcan.ca . 

Population Counts 

The 2001 Census population counts for a particular area 
represent the number of Canadians whose usual place of 
residence is in that area, regardless of where they happened 
to be on Census Day. Also included are any Canadians who 
were staying in that area on Census Day and who had no 
usual place of residence elsewhere in Canada, as well as 
those considered to be "non-permanent residents" (see the 
Special Notes). For most areas, there is little difference 
between the number of usual residents and the number of 
people staying in the area on Census Day. For certain places, 
however, such as tourist or vacation areas, or those including 
large work camps, the number of people staying in that area 
at any particular time could significantly exceed the number 
of usual residents shown here. The population counts include 
Canadians living in other countries, but do not include 
foreign residents living in Canada (the "foreign residents" 
category does not include "non-permanent residents" - see 
the Special Notes). Given these differences, users are advised 
not to interpret population counts as being the number of 
people living in the reported dwellings. 

Structural Type of Dwelling 

The 2001 Census collected data for two new categories for 
structural type of dwelling: 

Apartment with direct ground access in a building that has 
fewer than five storeys; and Apartment without direct ground 
access in a building that has fewer than five storeys. 

Postcensal data evaluation has revealed a serious 
misclassification problem with these dwellings. As a result, 
the data will not be released. 

Data for "Apartment in a building that has fewer than five 
storeys" have been released in 2001 products. This category 
is an aggregate of the two new previously mentioned 
categories, and is directly comparable with the same category 
from previous censuses. It presents no data problems.

Erreur type de revenu moyen - Estimation de l'erreur type 
de revenu moyen pour une repartition par tranches de 
revenu. Si elle est interpretee de la facon decrite ci-apres, elle 
Bert d'indicateur brut de la precision avec laquelle le revenu 
moyen a ete estime. Pour environ 68 % des echantillons qui 
peuvent etre tires de la base de sondage, la difference entre 
('estimation du revenu moyen calculee pour un echantillon 
et le chiffre correspondant obtenu par un denombrement 
exhaustif est inferieure a une erreur type. Pour pros de 
95 % des echantillons possibles, la difference est de moins 
de deux erreurs types et, dans environ 99 % des echantillons, 
elle est inferieure a environ deux erreurs types et demie. 

Salarie ou beneficiaire d'un revenu d'emploi 

Revenu total des personnes agees de 15 ans et plus ayant 
recu un revenu au cours de l'annee civile 2000 sous forme 
de salaires et traitements, de revenu net de ('exploitation 
d'une entreprise non agricole non constituee en societe et/ 
ou dans l'exercice d'une profession et de revenu net 
provenant d'un travail autonome agricole. 

Secteur de recensement (SR) 

Les secteurs de recensement (SR) sont de petites regions 
geographiques relativement stables qui comptent 
habituellement entre 2 500 et 8 000 habitants. Ils sont cress au 
sein de regions metropolitaines de recensement et 
d'agglomerations de recensement dont le noyau urbain compte 
50 000 habitants ou plus d'apres le recensement precedent. 

Un comite de specialistes locaux (par exemple, des 
planificateurs, des travailleurs sociaux, des travailleurs du 
secteur de la sante et des educateurs) delimitent initialement 
les SR de concert avec Statistique Canada. Une fois qu'une 
region metropolitaine de recensement (RMR) ou qu'une 

agglomeration de recensement (AR) a ete divisee en secteurs 
de recensement, les secteurs de recensement sont maintenus 
meme si, ulterieurement, la population du noyau urbain de 
la RMR ou de l'AR devient inferieure a 50 000 habitants. 

Seuils de faible revenu (SFR) 

Les mesures du faible revenu appelees seuils de faible 
revenu (SFR) ont ete etablies pour la premiere fois au 
Canada en 1968, d'apres les donnees sur le revenu du 
recensement de 1961 et les regimes de depenses des families 
en 1959. A cette epoque, les regimes de depenses indiquaient 
que les families canadiennes consacraient environ 50 % de 
leur revenu total a la nourriture, au logement et a l'habillement. 
On a arbitrairement estime que les families consacrant 70 % ou 
plus de leur revenu (soit 20 points de pourcentage de plus que 
la moyenne) a ces biens de premiere necessite sont « dans le 
besoin A partir de cette hypothese, des seuils de faible 
revenu ont ete Otablis pour cinq differentes tailles de famille. 

Par la suite, les seuils de faible revenu ont ete revises d'apres 
les donnees nationales sur les depenses des families pour 
1969, 1978, 1986 et 1992. Selon ces donnees, les families 
canadiennes consacraient en moyenne 42 % de leur revenu 
total aux biens de premiere necessite en 1969, contre 
38,5 % en 1978, 36,2 % en 1986 et 34,7 % en 1992. Depuis 
1992, les donnees de l'enquete sur les depenses des families 
indiquent que cette proportion est demeuree relativement 
stable. En ajoutant la difference initiate de 20 points au niveau 
de base des depenses au titre des biens de premiere 
necessite, de nouveaux seuils de faible revenu ont ete fixes 
selon la taille de la famille et le degre d'urbanisation. Depuis 
1992, ces seuils de faible revenu ont ete mis a jour chaque 
annee d'apres les changements subis par l'indice des prix a 
la consommation.

Le « statut des generations » du repondant (c.-a-d. « 1re ”, 
2e » ou 3e ou plus » des generations) indique si le 

repondant ou ses parents sont nes au Canada ou a 
l'exterieur du Canada. 

Structure de Ia famille de recensement 

Classement des families de recensement en couples maries 
(avec ou sans enfants des deux conjoints ou de l'un d'eux), 
en couples en union libre (avec ou sans enfants des deux 
partenaires ou de l'un deux) et en families monoparentales 
selon le sexe du parent. Un couple vivant en union libre peut 
etre de sexe oppose ou de meme sexe. Les « enfants » dans 
une famille de recensement incluent les petits-enfants vivant 
dans le meme menage que leurs grands-parents, en 
('absence des parents. 

Subdivision de recensement (SDR) 

Subdivision de recensement (SDR) est un terme generique 
qui designe les municipalites (telles que definies par les lois 
provinciales) ou les territoires consideres comme etant des 
equivalents municipaux a des fins statistiques (par exemple, 
les reserves indiennes, les etablissements indiens et les 
territoires non organises).

Union libre 

Par union libre, on entend deux personnes de sexe oppose 
ou de meme sexe qui vivent ensemble en tant que couple 
sans etre legalement mariees l'une a l'autre. 

Univers de Ia population 

L'univers de la population du recensement de 2001 
comprend les groupes suivants : 

- les citoyens canadiens (par naissance ou par 
naturalisation) et les immigrants reps ayant un lieu 
habituel de residence au Canada; 

- les citoyens canadiens (par naissance ou par 
naturalisation) et les immigrants reps qui sont a 
l'etranger, dans une base militaire ou en mission 
diplomatique;

Qualite des donnees 

Generalites 

Le recensement de 2001 a ete une entreprise complexe et 
de grande envergure. Bien que Ion ait deploys des efforts 
considerables pour assurer le respect de normes elevees 
au cours des operations de la collecte et du traitement, il est 
inevitable que les estimations resultantes soient entachees 
d'erreurs. Les utilisateurs des donnees du recensement 
doivent savoir que ces erreurs existent et doivent avoir une 
idee generale de leurs principales composantes afin d'être 
en mesure de determiner l'utilite des donnees produites et 
d'evaluer les risques qu'ils courent en tirant des conclusions 
ou en prenant des decisions a partir de ces donnees. 

Des erreurs peuvent se produire pratiquement a toutes les 
stapes du recensement, depuis Ia preparation des 
documents jusqu'au traitement des donnees, en passant par 
l'etablissement des listes de logements et la collecte des 
donnees. Certaines erreurs, qui surviennent par hasard, ont 
tendance a s'annuler lorsque les reponses fournies par les 
divers repondants sont agregees pour un groupe assez 
important. Dans le cas d'erreurs de cette nature, ('estimation 
correspondante sera d'autant plus precise que le groupe 
vise sera grand. C'est pourquoi on conseille aux utilisateurs 
de faire preuve de prudence lorsqu'ils utilisent des 
estimations relatives a de petits groupes. Toutefois, certaines 
erreurs peuvent survenir de fawn plus systematique et 
introduire un « biais » dans les estimations. Comme ce biais 
persiste quelle que soit la taille du groupe pour lequel les 
reponses sont agregees et comme il est particulierement 
difficile d'en mesurer ('importance, les erreurs systematiques 
posent pour la plupart des utilisateurs de donnees des 
problemes plus graves que les erreurs aleatoires 
mentionnees plus haut. 

En ce qui concerne les donnees du recensement en general, 
les principaux types d'erreurs sont les suivants : 

- les erreurs de couverture qui se produisent lorsqu'on 
oublie des logements ou des personnes, qu'on les 
denombre a tort ou qu'on les compte plus dune fois; 

- les erreurs dues a Ia non-reponse qui surviennent 
lorsqu'on n'a pu obtenir de reponses d'un certain 
nombre de ménages ou de personnes en raison d'une 
absence prolongee ou pour toute autre raison; 

- les erreurs de reponse qui surviennent lorsque le 
repondant, ou parfois le recenseur, a mal interprets une 
question du recensement et a inscrit une mauvaise 
reponse ou s'est tout simplement tromps de case de 
reponse; 

- les erreurs de traitement qui peuvent se produire a 
diverses stapes, notamment lors du codage, lorsque les 
reponses en lettres sont converties en codes numeriques; 
lors de la saisie des donnees, lorsque les proposes 
('entree des donnees transferent dans un format 
electronique les reponses figurant au questionnaire du 
recensement; lors de ('imputation, lorsqu'une reponse 

valide », mais pas necessairement exacte, est inseree 
dans un enregistrement par l'ordinateur pour remplacer 
une reponse manquante ou . invalide valide » et 

invalide » renvoient a la coherence de la reponse, compte 
tenu des autres renseignements compris dans 
('enregistrement); 

- les erreurs d'echantillonnage qui s'appliquent 
uniquement aux questions supplementaires figurant 
dans le questionnaire complet distribue a un echantillon 
de un cinquieme des menages. Ces erreurs resultent 
du fait que les reponses a ces questions 
supplementaires, une fois ponderees pour representer 
('ensemble de la population, different inevitablement des 
reponses qu'on aurait obtenues si Ion avait pose ces 
questions a tous les menages. 

Les types d'erreur mentionnes plus haut ont tous une 
composante aleatoire et une composante systematique. 
Toutefois, la composante systematique de l'erreur 
d'echantillonnage est d'ordinaire tres petite comparativement 
a sa composante aleatoire. Dans le cas des autres erreurs 
non dues a l'echantillonnage, tant la composante aleatoire 
que la composante systematique peuvent etre importantes. 

Erreurs de couverture 

Les erreurs de couverture ont une incidence directe sur la 
precision des chiffres du recensement, c'est-a-dire sur la 
taille des divers univers du recensement : la population, les 
families, les menages et les logements. Bien que des mesures 
aient ete prises pour corriger certaines erreurs identifiables, 
les chiffres definitifs sont toujours entaches dune certaine 
erreur parce que des personnes ou des logements ont ete 
oublies, denombres a tort ou comptes plus dune fois. 

L'oubli de logements ou de personnes se traduit par un sous-
denombrement. Des logements peuvent etre oublies en 
raison soit dune mauvaise interpretation des limites du 
secteur de denombrement (SD), soit qu'ils n'ont pas 
l'apparence de logements ou soit qu'ils semblent 
inhabitables. Des personnes peuvent etre oubliees parce 
que leur logement est oublie ou classe comme inoccupe, ou 
parce que le repondant a mal interprets les instructions 
concernant les personnes a inclure sur le questionnaire. 
Enfin, certaines personnes peuvent etre oubliees parce 
qu'elles n'ont pas de domicile habituel et qu'elles n'ont pas 
passé la nuit du recensement dans un logement. 
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Le denombrement a tort ou le double compte de logements 
ou de personnes se traduit par un surdenombrement. II peut 
y avoir surdenombrement de logements lorsque des 
constructions impropres a ('habitation sont classees comme 
logements (denombrement a tort), lorsqu'il existe une 
certaine ambiguIte au sujet des limites des SD ou lorsque 
des unites d'habitation (par exemple, des chambres) sont 
comptees separement plutot que d'être considerees comme 
faisant partie d'un seul logement (double compte). Les 
personnes peuvent etre comptees plus dune fois parce que 
leur logement a 6te compte deux fois ou parce que les lignes 
directrices concernant les personnes, a inscrire dans le 

A questionnaire ont ete mal interpretees. 	('occasion, il arrive 
qu'une personne ne faisant pas partie de l'univers de la 
population du recensement, comme un resident stranger ou 
une personne fictive, soit denombree a tort. En moyenne, le 
surdenombrement est moins susceptible de se produire que 
le sous-denombrement; les chiffres des logements et des 
personnes sont donc probablement legerement sous-estimes. 

Pour le recensement de 2001, trois etudes permettent de 
mesurer l'erreur de couverture. Dans le contexte de ('Etude  
sur la classification des logements, on a de nouveau visite 
des logements classes comme inoccupes afin de verifier 
s'ils etaient reellement inoccupes le jour du recensement, et 
des logements dont le ménage a 6te classe comme non 
repondant afin de determiner le nombre de residents 
habituels et leurs caracteristiques. Les chiffres definitifs du 
recensement ont ensuite tits corriges pour tenir compte des 
personnes ou des ménages oublies parce que leur logement 
avait tits classe par erreur comme inoccupe. II est aussi 
possible que les chiffres du recensement aient tits corriges 
pour tenir compte des logements dont le ménage a tits classe 
comme non repondant. En depit de ces ajustements, les 
chiffres definitifs peuvent tout de mame etre entaches d'un 
certain sous-denombrement. Le sous-denombrement tend 
a etre plus eleve pour certains segments de la population 
comme les jeunes adultes (plus particulierement ceux de 
sexe masculin) et les personnes recemment immigrees. 
L'Etude de la contre-verification des dossiers permet de 
mesurer le sous-denombrement residue' pour le Canada, 
de.  merne que pour chaque province et chaque territoire. 
L'Etude sur le surdenombrement a pour objet d'etudier les 
erreurs de surdenombrement. Ensemble, les resultats de 
('Etude de la contre-verification des dossiers et de ('Etude 
sur le surdenombrement fournissent une estimation du sous-
denombrement net. 

Autres erreurs non dues a I'echantillonnage 

Alors que les erreurs de couverture ont une incidence sur le 
nombre d'unites comprises dans les divers univers du 
recensement, d'autres erreurs influent sur les 
caracteristiques de ces unites. 

II est parfois impossible d'obtenir une reponse complete d'un 
ménage, meme si le logement a tits classe comme etant 
occupe et un questionnaire y a tits livre. II se peut que les 
membres du ménage aient tits absents pendant toute la 
pOriode du recensement ou, en de rares occasions, que le 
membre responsable du menage ait refuse de remplir le 
questionnaire. II arrive plus souvent que le questionnaire 
soit retourne, mais qu'il y ait des questions laissees sans 
reponse. Des efforts sont deployes afin d'obtenir un 
questionnaire le plus complet possible. Les recenseurs 

controlent les questionnaires et assurent un suivi a l'egard 
de ('information manquante. Le travail du recenseur est 
ensuite verifie par un surveillant et par un technicien du 
controle qualitatif. Malgre tout, il existe toujours un petit 
nombre de reponses manquantes a la fin de l'etape de la 
collecte, c'est-d-dire d'erreurs dues a Ia non-reponse. Bien 
que les reponses manquantes soient eliminees en cours de 
traitement en remplacant chacune d'elles par la reponse 
correspondante figurant dans un enregistrement 

similaire il est possible que certaines erreurs d'imputation 
s'y glissent. Cela est particulierement grave lorsque les 
personnes non repondantes different des repondants sous 
certains aspects; en effet, cette procedure introduit un biais 
du a Ia non-reponse. 

Meme lorsqu'une reponse est obtenue, il se peut qu'elle ne 
soit pas tout a fait exacte. II est possible que le repondant ait 
mal interprets la question ou ait donne une reponse au jugs, 
surtout lorsqu'il repondait pour le compte d'un autre membre 
du menage, qui etait peut-etre absent. II est aussi possible 
que le repondant ait inscrit sa reponse au mauvais endroit 
sur le questionnaire. Ces erreurs sont designees sous le 
nom d'erreurs de reponse. Bien que ces erreurs surviennent 
d'ordinaire parce que les repondants ont fourni des 
renseignements inexacts, elles peuvent aussi resulter 
d'erreurs commises par les recenseurs qui ont rempli 
certaines parties du questionnaire, comme le type de 
construction residentielle, ou qui ont effectue le suivi pour 
obtenir une reponse manquante. 

Certaines questions du recensement necessitent une 
reponse en lettres. Pendant le traitement, on attribue un code 
numerique a ces reponses. II est possible que des erreurs 
de codage se produisent lorsque la reponse ecrite est 
ambigue, incomplete ou difficile a lire, ou lorsque la liste des 
codes est longue (p. ex. principal domaine d'etudes, lieu de 
travail). L'etape formelle du controle qualitatif (CQ) permet 
de cerner et de rectifier les erreurs de codage et d'en reduire 
le nombre. A l'interieur de chaque unite de travail, un 
echantillon des reponses est code independamment une 
deuxieme fois. La resolution des incoherences entre les 
premier et deuxieme codages determine la necessite, s'il y a 
lieu, de coder a nouveau l'unite de travail. Exception faite 
pour le codage des variables de l'industrie et de la profession, 
la plupart des taches de codage du recensement sont 
maintenant automatisees, ce qui a pour consequence de 
reduire le nombre d'erreurs de codage. 

Les renseignements figurant dans les questionnaires sont 
tapes dans un fichier informatique. Deux methodes de 
resolution ordonnee sont utilisees pour limiter le nombre 
d'erreurs a la saisie des donnees. Dans un premier temps, 
certains controles (comme des verifications d'etendue) sont 
effectues a mesure que les donnees sont entrées. Dans un 
second temps, on tape de nouveau a l'ordinateur un 
echantillon tire de chaque lot de documents, puis on compare 
les entrées resultantes aux entrées initiates. Le travail non 
satisfaisant est ainsi circonscrit et corrige et, si cela est 
necessaire, le reste du lot est de nouveau saisi. 

Une fois saisies, les donnees font ('objet de verifications qui 
consistent a les soumettre a une serie de controles 
informatiques visant a relever les reponses manquantes ou 
incoherentes. A l'etape de ('imputation, on substitue a ces 
dernieres des reponses deduites a partir des autres donnees 
de ('enregistrement ou des reponses tirees d'un 
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enregistrement donneur similaire. L'imputation permet 
d'obtenir une base de donnees complete dont les donnees 
correspondent aux chiffres du recensement et facilitent les 
analyses multidimensionnelles. Meme si des erreurs peuvent 
etre introduites a l'etape de ('imputation, les methodes 
utilisees ont fait ('objet de tests rigoureux visant a reduire au 
minimum les erreurs systematiques. 

Diverses etudes sont realisees afin d'evaluer la qualite des 
reponses obtenues dans le cadre du recensement de 2001. 
Ainsi, on a calcule les taux de non-reponse et les taux de 
rejet au contrOle pour chaque question. Ces taux peuvent 
permettre de determiner le potentiel d'erreurs dues a la non-
reponse et d'autres types d'erreurs. De merne, les 
totalisations etablies a partir des donnees du recensement 
de 2001 ont ete ou seront comparees avec les estimations 
correspondantes obtenues a partir des donnees des 
recensements precedents, des enquetes-echantillon 
(comme l'Enqu'ete sur la population active) et de divers 
dossiers administratifs (comme les registres des naissances 
et le cadastre municipal). Ces comparaisons peuvent 
permettre de cerner les problemes de qualite eventuels ou, 
a tout le moins, de relever les divergences entre les sources. 

Outre ces comparaisons entre donnees agregees, certaines 
etudes de couplage de microdonnees sont actuellement 
menees afin de comparer les reponses de certains 
particuliers obtenues au recensement a celles dune autre 
source de renseignements. Pour un certain nombre de 
caracteristiques « stables » (comme le sexe, la langue 
maternelle et le lieu de naissance), on compare les reponses 
obtenues aupres d'un Ochantillon de personnes a ('occasion 
du recensement de 2001 aux reponses obtenues des memes 
personnes a ('occasion du recensement de 1996. 

Erreurs d'echantillonnage 

Les estimations obtenues en ponderant les reponses 
recueillies aupres d'un echantillon sont susceptibles d'être 
entachees d'erreurs en raison de la repartition des 
caracteristiques au sein de rechantillon, qui n'est 
generalement pas identique a la repartition correspondante 
au sein de la population dans laquelle rechantillon a ete 
preleve. 

L'erreur susceptible d'être introduite par rechantillonnage 
variera en fonction de la rarete relative de la caracteristique 
etudiee au sein de la population. Lorsque la valeur contenue 
dans la case est elevee, cette erreur sera relativement faible 
proportionnellement a cette valeur. Lorsque la valeur 
contenue dans la case est faible, cette erreur sera 
relativement importante proportionnellement a cette valeur. 

L'erreur susceptible d'être introduite par l'echantillonnage 
est d'ordinaire exprimee sous forme d'<< erreur type ». II s'agit 
de la racine carree de la moyenne, calculee pour ('ensemble 
des echantillons de merne taille preleves selon le meme 
plan d'echantillonnage, des carres de l'ecart de ('estimation 
obtenue a partir de rechantillon par rapport a la valeur pour 
('ensemble de la population. 

Le tableau ci-dessous fournit des mesures approximatives 
de l'erreur type due a rechantillonnage. Ces mesures sont 
donnees uniquement a titre indicatif.

Les 	utilisateurs 	souhaitant determiner l'erreur 
d'echantillonnage approximative pour une case de donnees 
dont la valeur a ete obtenue a partir de rechantillon de 
20 % doivent choisir l'erreur type correspondant a ('entree 
dans la colonne . Valeur contenue dans la case » ci dessus 
qui se rapproche le plus de celle qui figure dans la case de 
donnees de la totalisation en cause. En utilisant la valeur 
ainsi obtenue pour l'erreur type, l'utilisateur peut, en general 
et a juste titre, etre certain que la valeur reelle pour la 
population denombree (ne tenant pas compte des formes 
d'erreurs autres que l'erreur d'echantillonnage) ne s'ecarte 
pas de la valeur contenue dans la case dans une proportion 
superieure ou inferieure a trois fois l'erreur type (p. ex. si  la 
valeur contenue dans la case est 1 000, la fourchette 
a l'interieur de laquelle se situe la valeur reelle serait de 
1 000 ± [3 x 65] ou de 1 000 ± 195). 

Les erreurs types donnees dans le tableau ci-dessus ne 
s'appliquent pas aux chiffres de population, de logements, 
de ménages ou de families pour la region geographique 
etudiee (voir Echantillonnage et ponderation ci-dessous). 
On peut determiner l'effet de rechantillonnage pour ces 
valeurs en les comparant a celles des produits 
correspondants contenant des donnees integrales. 

II est a noter que l'effet du plan d'echantillonnage et de la 
methode de ponderation utilises dans le cadre du 
recensement de 2001 variera d'une caracteristique a l'autre 
et d'une region geographique a l'autre. II est donc possible 
que les valeurs de l'erreur type donnees dans le tableau 
ci-dessus sous-estiment ou surestiment l'erreur attribuable 
a rechantillonnage. 
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Echantillonnage et ponderation 

Les donnees du recensement de 2001 sont soit des donnees 
integrales (c'est-a-dire recueillies aupres de ('ensemble des 
ménages), soit des donnees-echantillon (c'est-a-dire 
recueillies aupres d'un echantillon aleatoire comprenant un 
ménage sur cinq) que Ion a ponderees pour obtenir des 
estimations pour ('ensemble de la population. Les donnees 
ont ete recueillies aupres d'un echantillon de 20 % et 
ponderees pour compenser pour l'echantillonnage. Tous les 
en-totes de tableaux sont annotes en consequence. On 
notera que, dans les reserves indiennes et les regions 
eloignees, toutes les donnees ont ete recueillies aupres de 
('ensemble de la population. 

II est possible que, pour une region geographique donn6e, 
le total ou le total partiel pondere de la population, des 
ménages, des logements ou des families differe du chiffre 
correspondant figurant dans les publications contenant des 
donnees integrales. Ces variations sont attribuables 
l'echantillonnage et au fait que les donnees integrales 
n'excluent pas les pensionnaires d'etablissements 
institutionnels, contrairement aux donnees-echantillon. 

Confidentialite et arrondissement aleatoire 

Afin de proteger le caractere confidentiel des 
renseignements fournis, les chiffres indiques aux tableaux 
ont fait l'objet d'un arrondissement aleatoire qui supprime 
toute possibilite d'associer des donnees statistiques a une 
personne facilement reconnaissable. Selon cette methode, 
tous les chiffres, y compris les totaux et les marges, sont 
arrondis de facon aleatoire (vers le haut ou vers le bas) 
jusqu'a un multiple de ‘, 5 » et, dans certains cas, de « 10 ”. 
Cette technique assure une protection efficace contre la 
divulgation sans ajouter d'erreur significative dans les 
donnees du recensement. Les utilisateurs doivent savoir que 
les totaux et les marges sont arrondis separement et qu'ils 
ne correspondent pas necessairement a la somme des 
chiffres arrondis separement dans les repartitions. De plus, 
it Taut s'attendre a ce que les totaux et les autres chiffres 
correspondants dans diverses totalisations du recensement 
presentent quelques legeres diff6rences. De meme, la 
somme des pourcentages, qui sont calcules a partir de 
chiffres arrondis, ne correspond pas forcement a 100 %. Les 
statistiques d'ordre (mediane, quartiles, percentiles, etc.) ainsi 
que les mesures de dispersion comme l'erreur type sont 
calculees de la fawn habituelle. Lorsqu'une statistique est 
definie comme le quotient de deux nombres (c'est le cas 
pour des moyennes, des pourcentages et des proportions), 
les deux nombres sont arrondis avant d'effectuer la division. 
S'il s'agit de revenu, de depenses de propriete, de valeur du 
logement, d'heures travaillees, de semaines travaillees ou 
d'age, la somme est definie comme le produit de la moyenne 
par la frequence ponderee arrondie. Sinon, c'est la somme 
ponderee qui est arrondie. La distorsion importante pouvant 
resulter de ('arrondissement aleatoire dans le cas des cases 
de faible valeur merite aussi d'être signalee. Cette distorsion 
peut entrainer une perte de precision pour les cases de 
donnees renfermant des chiffres peu eleves. De plus, une 
statistique est supprimee si le nombre actuel 
d'enregistrements ayant servi au calcul est inferieur a 4 ou si 

la somme du poids de ces enregistrements est inferieure a 10. 
En outre, dans le cas de valeurs exprimees en dollars, 
d'autres regles s'ajoutent. Ainsi, pour les produits normalises, 
si toutes les valeurs sont egales, la statistique est supprimee. 
Pour tous les autres produits, la statistique est supprimee si 
l'etendue des valeurs est trop petite ou si toutes les valeurs 
sont inferieures, en valeur absolue, a un certain seuil. 

Les utilisateurs devraient, lors de l'agregation des donnees 
arrondies, etre conscients de cette distorsion. Les erreurs 
dues a ('arrondissement ont tendance a s'annuler lorsque 
les chiffres contenus dans les cases sont agreges de 
nouveau. Cependant, it est possible de reduire les distorsions 
en integrant dans la mesure du possible les totaux partiels 
appropries dans les totalisations. 

Les utilisateurs desirant obtenir un maximum de precision 
peuvent aussi choisir de demander des totalisations 
personnalisees. Dans le cas de produits personnalises, 
l'agregation se fait a partir des enregistrements dans la base 
de donnees du recensement se rapportant aux particuliers. 
L'arrondissement aleatoire a lieu uniquement apres que les 
cases de donnees ont ete agregees, ce qui reduit la distorsion 
au minimum. 

Outre ('arrondissement aleatoire, on a adopte la technique 
de la suppression des regions, afin d'assurer encore mieux 
la confidentialite des reponses des particuliers. 

Dans le cadre de la suppression des regions, toutes les 
donnees caracteristiques se rapportant aux regions 
geographiques dont la population est inferieure a une taille 
donnee sont supprimees. L'importance de la suppression 
est fonction des facteurs suivants : 

- Si les donnees sont totalisees a partir de la base de 
donnees integrales, elles sont supprimees si la 
population totale de la region est inferieure a 
40 personnes. 

- Si les donnees sont totalisees a partir de la base de 
donnees-echantillon, elles sont supprimees si la 
population totale de la region, a ('exclusion des 
pensionnaires d'un etablissement institutionnel, est 
inferieure a 40 personnes, selon la base de donnees 
integrales ou la base de donnees-echantillon. 

II y a quelques exceptions a ces regles : 

- Les donnees renfermant une repartition du revenu et 
les statistiques connexes sont supprimees si la 
population de la region, a ('exclusion des pensionnaires 
d'un etablissement institutionnel, est inferieure a 
250 personnes selon la base de donnees integrales ou 
la base de donnees-echantillon, ou encore si le nombre 
de ménages prives est inferieur a 40, selon la base de 
donnees-echantillon. 

- Les donnees renfermant une repartition du lieu du travail 
et les statistiques connexes sont supprimees si le nombre 
de personnes occupees dans la region est 
inferieur a 40, selon la base de donnees-echantillon. Si 
ces donnees incluent, en plus, une repartition du revenu, 
le seuil est change a 250 personnes, toujours selon la 
base de donnees-echantillon. 
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— Les totalisations traitant a la fois du lieu de travail et du 
lieu de residence ainsi que les statistiques connexes 
sont supprimees si le nombre de personnes occupees 
dans la region est inferieur a 40 selon la base de 
donnees-echantillon ou si la population totale de la 
region, a ('exclusion des pensionnaires d'un 
etablissement institutionnel, selon la base de donnees 
integrates ou la base de donnees-echantillon est 
inferieure a 40 personnes. Si ces totalisations incluent, 
en plus, une repartition du revenu, le seuil est change a 
250 personnes dans tous les cas et les totalisations sont 
supprimees si le nombre de ménages prives dans la 
region du lieu de residence est inferieur a 40. 

- Les donnees renfermant une repartition sur les couples 
de merne sexe et les statistiques connexes sont 
supprimees si la population de la region dans les 
ménages prives est inferieure a 5 000 personnes, selon 
la base de donnees-echantillon. 

- Si les donnees sont totalisees a partir de la base de 
donnees integrates et se referent aux codes postaux de 
six caracteres ou encore a des regroupements d'ilots ou 
de cotes d'ilots, elles sont supprimees si la population 
totale de la region est inferieure a 100 personnes. 

- Si les donnees sont totalisees a partir de la base de 
donnees-echantillon et se referent aux codes postaux 
de six caracteres ou encore a des regroupements d'ilots 
ou de cotes d'ilots, elles sont supprimees si la population 
totale de la region, a l'exclusion des pensionnaires d'un 
etablissement institutionnel, et selon la base de donnees 
integrates ou la base de donnees-echantillon, est 
inferieure a 100 personnes. 

- Si les donnees se referent a des regroupements d'ilots 
ou de cotes d'ilots, et renferment une repartition du lieu 
de travail, elles sont supprimees si le nombre de 
personnes occupees dans la region est inferieur 
100 selon la base de donnees-echantillon. 

- Si les donnees se referent a des regroupements d'ilots 
ou de cotes d'ilots, et renferment, a la fois, une repartition 
du lieu de travail et du lieu de residence, elles sont 
supprimees si le nombre total de personnes occupees 
dans la region est inferieur a 100 selon la base de 
donnees-echantillon ou si la population totale de la 
region, a ('exclusion des pensionnaires d'un 
etablissement institutionnel, selon la base de donnees 
integrates ou la base de donnees-echantillon, est 
inferieure a 100 personnes. 

Dans tous les cas, les donnees supprimees sont incluses 
dans les totaux ou totaux partiels du niveau d'agregation 
superieur approprie. 

La technique de suppression est appliquee a tous les 
produits renfermant des donnees infraprovinciales (c'est-a-
dire la serie des Profits, les tableaux croises de base, les 
produits personnalises et semi personnalises), qu'il s'agisse 
de donnees integrates ou de donnees-echantillon.

Notes speciales 

Chiffres de population 

Les chiffres de population du recensement de 2001 pour 
une region particuliere representent le nombre de 
Canadiens dont le domicile habituel est dans cette region, 
quel que soft I'endroit ou its se trouvent le jour du 
recensement. Sont egalement compris dans ces chiffres tous 
les Canadiens qui demeurent dans un logement de cette 
region le jour du recensement qui n'ont pas de domicile 
habituel ailleurs au Canada, de merne que ceux qui sont 
consideres comme des « residents non permanents » (voir 
les Notes speciales). Dans la plupart des regions, la 
difference entre le nombre de residents habituels et le 
nombre de residents qui demeurent dans cette region le 
jour du recensement est minime. Toutefois, a certains endroits, 
notamment dans des regions touristiques ou de villegiature, 
ou dans celles ou l'on trouve d'importants camps de travail, 
le nombre de personnes qui demeurent dans la region a 
n'importe quel moment pourrait etre bien superieur au 
nombre de residents habituels dont it est ici fait mention. Les 
chiffres de population tiennent compte des Canadiens qui 
habitent dans d'autres pays, mais non pas des residents 
strangers qui habitent au Canada (la categorie des 

residents strangers » ne comprend pas les « residents non 
permanents » [voir les Notes speciales]). Compte tenu de 
ces divergences, les utilisateurs ne doivent pas deduire que 
les chiffres de population correspondent au nombre de 
personnes qui habitent dans les logements declares. 

Comparabilite des donnees de 2001 sur le lieu 
de travail 

Le travail a domicile peut etre mesure de differentes fawns. 
Dans le cadre du recensement, la categorie des personnes 
travaillant a domicile comprend les personnes qui resident 
et travaillent au merne endroit, comme les agriculteurs, les 
teletravailleurs et les travailleurs d'un camp de chantier. Par 
ailleurs, selon les instructions donnees dans le Guide du 
recensement de 2001, les personnes ayant travaille a 
domicile une partie du temps et a l'adresse d'un employeur 
le reste du temps devaient indiquer qu'elles avaient travaille 
a domicile si elles avaient travaille la majeure partie du temps 
chez elles (par exemple trois jours sur cinq). 
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D'autres enquetes de Statistique Canada, telles que 
l'Enquete sociale generale, l'EnquOte sur la dynamique du 
travail et du revenu et l'Enquete sur le milieu de travail et les 
employes, recueillent egalement des donnees sur les 
personnes travaillant a domicile. Toutefois, les donnees de 
ces enquetes ne sont pas directement comparables a celles 
du recensement, etant donne que dans le cadre des 
enquetes, les repondants doivent indiquer s'ils font une partie 
ou la totalite de leur travail remunere a domicile, alors qu'au 
recensement, ils doivent indiquer oia ils travaillent 
habituellement la plupart du temps. Par consequent, les 
estimations du travail a domicile tirees du recensement sont 
inferieures a celles tirees des enquetes. 

La presentation de la question sur le lieu de travail est 
demeuree a peu pres la meme pour chaque recensement 
depuis 1971. Cependant, en 1996, la categorie « Sans 
adresse de travail fixe » a remplace la categorie « Sans lieu 
habituel de travail ». Sur le questionnaire du recensement 
de 1996, une case a cocher a ete ajoutee pour la categorie 
de reponse Sans adresse de travail fixe ». Lors des 
recensements anterieurs, les repondants devaient inscrire 

Sans lieu habituel de travail » dans les zones reservees 
l'adresse. II semble y avoir eu un sous-denombrement des 
personnes sans lieu de travail fixe lors des recensements 
anterieurs. 

Les annexions, les incorporations et les fusions de 
municipalites pourraient rendre difficile l'etablissement de 
comparaisons entre des unites et des structures spatiales 
qui changent dans le temps. 

Donnees sur ('immigration et Ia citoyennete 

Les questions sur la citoyennete et ('immigration n'ont pas 
ete posses aux personnes qui vivent sur des reserves 
indiennes et dans des etablissements indiens et qui ont ete 
denombrees a ('aide du questionnaire 2D du recensement 
de 2001. Par consequent, les donnees ne sont pas affichees 
pour les reserves indiennes et les etablissements indiens 
aux niveaux geographiques inferieurs. Toutefois, ces 
donnees sont comprises dans les totaux pour les plus 
grandes regions geographiques, telles que les divisions de 
recensement et les provinces. 

Donnees sur Ia migration pour les petites regions 
geographiques 

Les chiffres estimatifs sur la migration interne peuvent 
manquer d'exactitude pour les petites regions 
geographiques, pour les localites ayant le meme nom que 
d'autres localites situdes ailleurs et pour certaines 
subdivisions de recensement (SDR) dans les cas ou des 
residents, au lieu d'indiquer le nom de la composante SDR 
dans laquelle ils residaient auparavant, ont fourni le nom de 
la region metropolitaine de recensement ou de 
('agglomeration de recensement. 

Identite autochtone 

Les utilisateurs doivent prendre note du fait que le 
denombrement partiel de certaines reserves indiennes ou 
de certains etablissements indiens a une plus grande 
incidence sur les chiffres de population associes a la 
presente variable que sur la plupart des autres chiffres. 
L'ampleur de cette incidence sera fonction de la region 
geographique a l'etude. En 2001, un total de 30 reserves 
indiennes et etablissements indiens ont ete partiellement 
denombres dans le contexte du recensement. Les chiffres 
du recensement ne tiennent pas compte des populations de 
ces 30 collectivites. 

Incidence de Ia restructuration municipale 

II est possible que les limites et les noms des municipalites 
(subdivisions de recensement) soient modifies d'un 
recensement a un autre par suite d'annexions, de 
dissolutions et d'incorporations. Le nombre et ('importance 
de ces modifications ont toutefois augments depuis le 
recensement de 1996, surtout au Quebec, en Ontario et en 
Colombie-Britannique. En general, les donnees du 
recensement de 2001 sont diffusees pour un plus petit 
nombre de subdivisions de recensement de plus grande 
taille, ce qui a pour effet de compliquer les analyses 
historiques. Afin d'attenuer ('impact de ces modifications sur 
la diffusion des donnees, l'equipe du recensement de 2001 
entend produire un profil pour les subdivisions de 
recensement dissoutes. 

Modifications apportees aux concepts relatifs a Ia 
famille pour le recensement de 2001 

Au recensement de 1996, la definition du concept de famille 
de recensement etait la suivante : 

Couple actuellement marie (avec ou sans fils et/ou filles 
jamais maries des deux conjoints ou de l'un d'eux), couple 
vivant en union libre (avec ou sans fils et/ou filles jamais 
manes des deux partenaires ou de l'un d'eux) ou parent 
seul (peu importe son etat matrimonial) demeurant avec au 
moins un fils ou une fille jamais marie(e). 

La definition de ce concept n'avait pas ete modifiee depuis 
1976. Toutefois, au cours de la planification du recensement 
de 2001, it a ete decide qu'il etait necessaire de le modifier 
compte tenu des facteurs suivants : 1) les changements 
apportes aux lois federales et provinciales afin que les 
couples formes de partenaires de meme sexe soient 
consider& sur un pied d'egalite avec les couples formes de 
partenaires de sexe oppose vivant en union libre, plus 
particulierement le Projet de loi C-23, Loi sur la 
modernisation de certains regimes d'avantages et 
d'obligations, qui a ete adopts par le gouvernement du 
Canada en 2000; 2) les recommandations des Nations Unies 
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dans le cadre d'un processus de normalisation des concepts 
pour les recensements qui devaient etre realises en 2000 et 
en 2001 dans les pays membres; 3) le fait qu'aux 
recensements precedents un nombre important de 
personnes agees de moins de 15 ans aient ate classees 
comme personnes hors famille. 

Par consequent, les changements suivants ont ate apportes 
au concept de famille de recensement pour le recensement 
de 2001 : 

- Deux personnes constituant un couple en union libre 
forme de partenaires de meme sexe et tous les enfants 
faisant partie de leur ménage sont consideres comme 
une famille de recensement. 

- Les enfants compris dans une famille de recensement 
peuvent avoir déjà ate maries (pourvu qu'ils n'habitent 
actuellement pas avec leur epoux(se) ou partenaire en 
union libre). Auparavant, it fallait qu'ils n'aient jamais 
ate maries. 

- Un petit-fils ou une petite-fille vivant dans un ménage a 
trois generations ou le parent (deuxieme generation) 
n'a jamais ate marie est, contrairement aux 
recensements precedents, maintenant considere(e) 
comme faisant partie de la famille de recensement du 
parent, a condition de ne pas habiter avec son epoux(se), 
son/sa partenaire en union libre ou son enfant. 
Auparavant, la famille de recensement etait 
ordinairement constituee des deux generations les plus 
anciennes. 

- Un petit-fils ou une petite-fille d'un autre membre du 
ménage ou le parent (deuxieme generation) n'est pas 
present est maintenant considere(e) comme faisant 
partie de la famille de recensement du grand-pere ou 
de la grand-mere, a condition que le petit-fils ou la 
petite-fille n'habite pas avec son epoux(se), son/sa 
partenaire en union libre ou son enfant. Auparavant, 
un tel petit-fils ou une telle petite-fille n'aurait pas ate 
considere(e) comme faisant partie de la famille de 
recensement. 

Les trois dernieres modifications apportees (definition du 
terme « enfant .) se traduisent par une augmentation de 
1,5 % du nombre total de families de recensement, et une 
augmentation de 10,1 % du nombre de families 
monoparentales. L'inclusion de couples formes de 
partenaires de meme sexe se traduit par une augmentation 
de 0,4 % du nombre de families de recensement a l'echelle 
nationale. 

Le terme famille economique designe un groupe de deux 
personnes ou plus qui vivent dans le meme logement et qui 
sont apparentees par le sang, par alliance, par union libre 
ou par adoption. Cette definition n'a pas ate modifiee pour le 
recensement de 2001. La seule incidence des changements 
sur le concept de famille economique est que les couples 
formes de partenaires de meme sexe sont maintenant 
consideres comme etant des partenaires en union libre et 
donc consideres comme etant apparentes et membres de la 
meme famille economique. 

Deux concepts connexes ne faisant pas partie de l'univers 
des families sont touches par la modification apportee a la 
definition du concept de famille de recensement : union 
libre et genre de ménage. Avant 2001, deux personnes 
vivant ensemble comme marl et femme sans etre mariees 
etaient considerees comme formant un couple en union 
libre. Pour 2001, ('expression « comme marl et femme » a 
ate remplacee par « comme couple » de sorte que les 
partenaires de meme sexe sont maintenant inclus. Le 
concept de genre de ménage renvoie a la repartition 
fondamentale des ménages prives en ménages familiaux 
et en ménages non familiaux. Comme it est fonds sur le 
concept de famille de recensement, la modification 
apportee a ce dernier concept a une incidence sur le 
classement des ménages en ménages familiaux ou non 
familiaux. La classification detainee de cette variable est 
egalement touchee puisque les couples maries et les 
couples en union libre etaient repartis auparavant entre 
les categories « sans fils ou filles jamais maries » et 

avec fils ou filles jamais maries En 2001, ces 
expressions sont remplacees par les termes 

sans enfant » et « avec enfants » conformement a la 
nouvelle definition. 

Modifications aux chiffres de population et 
des logements 

Suite a la diffusion des chiffres de population et des 
logements, des erreurs sont occasionnellement relevees 
dans les donnees. II est impossible d'apporter des 
changements aux donnees du recensement de 2001 qui 
sont presentees dans ces tableaux. Toutefois, les utilisateurs 
peuvent obtenir les modifications aux chiffres de population 
et des logements touchant les subdivisions de recensement 
et d'autres niveaux geographiques en visitant la section 
consacree au recensement de 2001 dans le site Web de 
Statistique Canada a l'adresse suivante : www.statcan.ca . 
Ils peuvent egalement communiquer avec le centre regional 
de consultation de Statistique Canada le plus pits au numero 
1 800 263-1136 ou par courriel a infostats@statcan.ca . 

Nunavut 

Des donnees du recensement de 2001 sont disponibles pour 
le Nunavut, nouveau territoire reconnu officiellement le 
1er avril 1999. 

Les produits de donnees normalises diffuses seulement pour 
le Canada, les provinces et les territoires n'afficheront pas 
de donnees pour le Nunavut pour les annees de recensement 
anterieures a 2001. 

Les produits de donnees normalises diffuses pour les 
regions metropolitaines de recensement (RMR) et les 
agglomerations de recensement (AR) afficheront des 
donnees pour le Nunavut pour les recensements de 2001, 
1996 ou 1991. 

Les donnees de 1996 et de 1991 pour les RMR/AR ont ate 
ajustees le plus possible selon les limites des RMR et des 
AR de 2001 afin de faciliter les comparaisons de donnees 
selon les limites geographiques de 2001.

Population de 15 ans et plus ayant travaille 
depuis 2000 

Ce sont les personnes ayant travaille depuis 
le 1 er  janvier 2000, qu'elles aient fait partie ou non de la 
population active pendant la semaine de reference. 

Qualite des donnees - Comparaison des 
estimations du revenu bites du recensement avec 
des estimations etablies a partir des comptes 
nationaux et de l'Enquete sur la dynamique du 
travail et du revenu 

Les estimations du revenu agrege en 2000 qui ont tits tirees 
du recensement ont tits comparees a des estimations 
semblables du revenu des particuliers etablies a partir des 
comptes nationaux. Une fois que les estimations du revenu 
des particuliers ont tits ajustees pour tenir compte des 
differences touchant les concepts et la couverture, on a 
observe que les estimations du revenu agrege en 2000 qui 
sont tirees du recensement sont inferieures de 4,1 % a celles 
qui sont etablies a partir des comptes nationaux. Comme 
par le passé, les estimations tirees du recensement 
soutiennent davantage la comparaison pour certaines 
composantes du revenu et pour certaines provinces que 
pour d'autres. 

Dans le cas des salaires et traitements agreges, qui 
constituent la plus grande composante du revenu, les 
estimations tirees du recensement et celles etablies a partir 
des comptes nationaux sont presque identiques. Bien qu'il y 
ait une grande difference entre les deux estimations du 
revenu net provenant d'un travail autonome agricole (la plus 
petite composante du revenu des particuliers), dans le cas 
du revenu agrege provenant d'un travail autonome agricole 
et d'un travail non agricole, les estimations du recensement 
ne sont inferieures que de 1 %. Dans l'ensemble, les 
estimations du revenu d'emploi total tirees du recensement 
et celles etablies a partir des comptes nationaux sont quasi 
identiques. 

Les estimations des prestations de la securite de la vieillesse 
et du supplement de revenu garanti qui sont tirees du 
recensement sont superieures d'environ 5 % aux estimations 
ajustees etablies a partir des comptes nationaux. En 
revanche, les estimations tirees du recensement leur sont 
inferieures d'environ 9 `)/0 dans le cas des prestations du 
Regime de rentes du Quebec ou du Regime de pensions du 
Canada, et d'environ 6 % dans le cas des prestations 
d'assurance-emploi. Pour ce qui est des prestations fiscales 

canadiennes pour enfants, les deux estimations sont quasi 
identiques. Les estimations des autres transferts 
gouvernementaux tirees du recensement, qui incluent 
notamment les allocations sociales, les prestations 
provinciales de supplement du revenu aux personnes agees, 
les pensions d'ancien combattant et les remboursements de 
la TPS/TVH/TVQ, sont plus faibles que les estimations tirees 
des comptes nationaux. Dans l'ensemble, les estimations 
du revenu agrege tirees du recensement, qui proviennent 
de tous les transferts gouvernementaux, sont inferieures 
d'environ 13 %. Comme aux recensements anterieurs, 
l'estimation du revenu de placement tiree du recensement 
est de beaucoup inferieure, soit de 32 % en 2000, a 
l'estimation tiree des comptes nationaux. 

Les statistiques du recensement sur le revenu ont egalement 
tits comparees a des statistiques similaires tirees de 
l'Enquete sur la dynamique du travail et du revenu (EDTR), 
qui est tenue cheque armee. Les estimations tirees de I'EDTR 
ont tits ajustees pour tenir compte du sous-denombrement 
de la population, alors que ce n'est pas le cas pour les 
estimations du recensement. Cette correction contribue a 
faire en sorte que les estimations tirees du recensement 
affichent, par rapport a celles de I'EDTR, un nombre moins 
eleve de beneficiaires d'un revenu et de soutiens 
economiques, qui presente un ecart de 3,4 % et de 
7,2 % respectivement. Par consequent, les estimations tirees 
du recensement sont inferieures a celles de I'EDTR, de 
4 `)/0 dans le cas des gains agreges et de 3 % dans le cas du 
revenu total agrege des particuliers. A la lumiere des erreurs 
d'echantillonnage dans I'EDTR, la plupart des differences 
observees entre les provinces ont tits jugees acceptables. 

Quante des donnees concernant la frequentation 
scolaire 

La qualite generale des variables de reducation du 
recensement de 2001 est acceptable. Toutefois, it importe 
aux usagers des donnees du recensement de 2001 sur la 
frequentation scolaire de savoir que les chiffres pour la 
categorie des 15 a 19 ans qui ne frequentent pas l'ecole 
sont peut-titre trop eleves. La proportion de personnes agees 
entre 15 et 19 ans qui ont repondu qu'elles n'avaient pas 
frequents l'ecole au cours de l'annee scolaire avant le 
recensement est passee de 18 % en 1996 a 23 % en 2001. 
II est n6cessaire d'effectuer de plus amples recherches 
cet effet. 

Residents non permanents 

En 1991, 1996 et 2001, le Recensement de la population a 
denombre a la fois les residents permanents et non 
permanents au Canada. Les residents non permanents sont 
les personnes qui, au moment du recensement, etaient 
titulaires d'un permis de sejour pour etudiants, d'un permis 
de travail ou d'un permis ministeriel, ou qui revendiquaient 
le statut de refugie. Les membres de leur famille vivant avec 
elles sont aussi consideres comme des residents non 
permanents. 
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Avant 1991, seuls les residents permanents du Canada 
etaient inclus dans le recensement (exception faite pour 
1941). Les residents non permanents etaient consideres 
comme des residents strangers et n'etaient pas denombres. 

Presentement au Canada, les residents non permanents 
Torment un segment important de la population, en particulier 
dans plusieurs regions metropolitaines de recensement. Leur 
presence peut influer sur la demande de services 
gouvernementaux tels que les soins de sante, reducation, 
les programmes d'emploi et la formation linguistique. 
Linclusion des residents non permanents au recensement 
facilite la comparaison avec les statistiques provinciales et 
territoriales (mariages, divorces, naissances et deces) qui 
incluent cette population. En outre, l'inclusion des residents 
non permanents permet au Canada de mieux refleter la 
recommandation de l'ONU, a savoir que les residents a long 
terme (personnes demeurant dans un pays pour un an ou 
plus) soient denombres au recensement. 

Le recensement de 1996 a denombre 166 715 residents 
non permanents au Canada, soit 0,6 % de la population 
totale. Le nombre avait augments quelque peu au 
recensement de 2001 : 198 645 residents non permanents, 
soit 0,7 % de la population totale. 

Le total des chiffres de population, de meme que ceux de 
toutes les variables, sont touches par ce changement apporte 
a l'univers du recensement. Les utilisateurs doivent faire 
preuve d'une tres grande prudence lorsqu'ils comparent des 
donnees de 1991, de 1996 ou de 2001 avec celles de 
recensements anterieurs pour des regions geographiques 
ou la concentration de residents non permanents est 
importante. Celles-ci comprennent les principales regions 
metropolitaines de recensement de ('Ontario, du Quebec et 
de la Colombie-Britannique. 

Meme si tous les efforts possibles ont ete deployes pour 
denombrer les residents non permanents, des facteurs tels 
que les problemes linguistiques, la reticence a remplir un 
formulaire du gouvernement ou a comprendre l'importance 
de participer peuvent avoir influe sur le denombrement de 
cette population. 

Secteurs de recensement en Ontario 

On a decele, dans la base de donnees, une erreur qui touche 
la presentation des chiffres de population de 1996 pour deux 
secteurs de recensement (SR), c'est-a-dire les SR 0520.05 
et 0520.06, dans la region metropolitaine de recensement 
(RMR) de Toronto. Les donnees pour ces SR sont correctes, 
mais elles ont ete inversees : 0520.05 contient les donnees 
de 0520.06 et 0520.06 contient les donnees de 0520.05. En 
raison de contraintes operationnelles, it n'a pas ete possible 
d'effectuer des ajustements a la base de donnees de 1996 
(chiffres ajustes) pour ces deux SR. II importe de faire preuve 
de prudence dans ('utilisation de ces donnees. 

Suppression des donnees sur le revenu 

Dans le cadre de la suppression des regions, toutes les 
donnees caracteristiques se rapportant aux regions 
geographiques dont la population est inferieure a une taille 
donnee sont supprimees. Les donnees renfermant une 
repartition du revenu et les statistiques connexes sont 
supprimees si la population de la region, a ('exclusion des 
pensionnaires d'un etablissement institutionnel, est 
inferieure a 250 personnes selon la base de donnees 
integrales ou la base de donnees-Ochantillon, ou encore si 
le nombre de ménages prives est inferieur a 40, selon la 
base de donnees-echantillon. 

Type de construction residentielle 

Au recensement de 2001, on a recueilli des donnees sur 
deux nouvelles categories de la variable Type de construction 
residentielle : 

Appartement avec acces direct au niveau du sol dans un 
immeuble de moins de cinq etages et appartement sans 
acces direct au niveau du sol dans un immeuble de moins 
de cinq etages. 

L'evaluation postcensitaire des donnees a revels un 
probleme grave d'erreur de classement pour ces types de 
logements. Par consequent, les donnees ne seront pas 
diffusees. 

Les donnees sur le type <, Appartement dans un immeuble 
de moins de cinq etages » sont diffusees dans les produits 
du recensement de 2001. Cette categorie constitue un 
regroupement des deux nouvelles categories 
susmentionnees, et les donnees correspondantes sont 
directement comparables avec celles de la meme categorie 
utilisee aux recensements precedents et ne posent en outre 
aucun probleme.
