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THE LUMBER INDUSTRY, 1917. 

Introduction and Summary. 

Among the great iiianufacturing groups the lumber industry holds fourth 
place in point of production, first place in the furnishing of eniplovment to the 
people and first place in the total payments for labour. 

The industry naturally (livides itself into three (hist.in('t branches. First 
in order is the logging industry which includes the felling of timber, the cutting 
of it into lengths and the transportation by rail or river to its destination, the 
mill. This operation is carried on largely by men who operate saw mills though 
there are ot hers who do logging on their own account for sale but the number 
is limited. Second in order is the sawmill industry where t 1w logs or raw 
materials are sawn into lumber, including beams, joists, seantlmg, boards, 
shingles, laths, etc. Third comes the planimig-niill industry where the raw 
material, consisting of rough lumber, is dressed and which forms a separate 
report.. Frequently the larger saw-mill plants operate planing mills in eon-
nection 

Comparative statistc.. —The table hereunder presents statist irs of tin' 
lumber industry in the Dominion for the census years 1015 and 1917. The 
capital investment increased by $4,507,630 or 3 12 per cent; galaried employees 
increased in number by 1,179 or 5955 per cent, and their salaries by $2,298,568. 
or 92 •58 per cent; wage earners in the woods, drives an([ mills increased iii 
number by 20,509, or 62.51 per cent., and their wages by $18,825,406, or 120•7 
per cent; the cost of materials iucrease(l by $25,()37,506, or 7504 per cent, and 
the value of production by $47,069,433, or 68.40 per cent. 

Time average of salaries per employee was $1,253.90 in 1915 as against. 
$1,513.55 in 1917, or a gain of over 20 per cent and the average wage pai(l 
increased from $492.71 in 1913 to $633.32 in 1917, or a gaimi of ,rnore than 28 
per cent..

The tables showing statistics of pro(luction have been compiled from the 
returns of the Forestry Branch of the 1)epartment of the Interior for the year 
1916, and from the returns as collected and compiled by the Dominion Bureau of 
Statistics in co-operation with the above department for 1917. 

Lwnbe.r.—Table I presents the total lumber cut for the years 1916 and 
1917, by provinces, the number of mills in operation, quantity, value, aVerag(' 
value per thousand, and percentage of distrihutiosi and increase or decrease of 
lumber cut. The number of operating mills rose from 2,609, in 1916, to 2,879, in 
1917, or an increase of 270 or more than it) per cent. The provinces of Ontario, 
Manitoba and Prince Edwtircl island show decreases in the number of mills 
operating, amounting to 46, while the remaining provinces show increases 
as follows: Quebec, 135, Nova Scotia, 108, New Brunswick, 41, British 
(.'oluinbia, 17, Alberta, 10, and Saskatchewan, 5, or a total of 316. 

Increases in the quantity of lumber cut are shown in all the provinces with 
the exception of Manitoba and Prince Edward Island. British Columbia leads 
in this respect with an increase of 324,607 thousand feet, followed by Ontario 
with 216,214 thousand feet, New Brunswick with 79,842 thousand feet, Nova 
Scotia with 15,992 thousand feet, Alberta with 15,277 thousand feet, Quebec 
with 9,051 thousand feet, and Saskatchewan with 4,100 thousand feet. 

The increased value of the lumber cut for the year 1917 is due to three causes: 
(1) To the higher prices prevailing; (2) the increase in the cut, and (3) the higher 
proportion of the more expensive kinds of lumber. The highest average price 
per thousand feet board measure was in Saskatchewan, and the lowest in Alberta, 
the average for the Dominion being $20.15, or an increase over 1916 of $3.43 
per thousand feet or a little more than 20 per cent. 
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Table H presents statistics of the luiriber cut by kinds of wood for the 
Dominion. Over twenty five kinds of wood were reported in 1917, which would 
embrace probably seventy different species. Spruce, white pine and Douglas 
fir continue to maintain their relative positions, as the principal kinds of wood 
as they have done for some years without change. Hemlock, in 1917, returned 
to fourth place while balsam fir, which supplanted it in 1916, drops to seventh 
position, being exceeded by cedar and red pine in 1917. Custom-sawn lumber 
was not specified as to kinds of wood in 1917, which may account for variations 
in the returns for the two years. The total cut amounted to 160,632 thousand 
feet board measure and was valued at $3,025,833. The table also shows the 
per cent distribution of the cut by kinds of wood. 

Tables III and IV deal with the production of lumber classed as hardwoods 
and soft woods. The former shows the quantity and percentage of the total 
lumber cut by provinces and the latter by kinds of wood. The percentage of 
softwoocls increased by 1 . 5  per cent, implying a similar decrease in hardwoods 
for the Dominion. The leading hardwoods are birch, maple, beech, elm and 
basswood, and they represent more than 87 per cent of the total l)eing 128,448 
thousand feet of a total of 147,190 thousand feet. Under "softwoods" is included 
the lumber sawn from coniferous resinous trees; under "hardwoods" the lumber 
from broad-leaved trees. 

Tables V to XIII, inclusive, show the statistics of the lwnher cut by pro-
vinces and kinds of wood, and are arranged in numerical order of the 1917 
production. They show: (a) The quantity of the cut; (b) per cent distribution 
and value of the cut; and (c) the average value per thousand feet board measure 
for each species of wood named. 

In British Columbia the most noticeable drop was in the cut of hull pine 
or western yellow, which amounted to 17,596 thousand feet. Against this in 
1917 there are two unclassified items under the names of "other kiiids" and 
"custom sawing" for which no corresponding classes are recorded in 1916. 
It is possible that for want of better description some quantities of this species 
have been included in these unspecified items. This applies equally in all of 
the provinces in 1917 where these items appear. 

In Ontario it will be seen that red pine has regained the position which it 
lost to spruce. Maple shows also a decided drop of 11,821 thousand feet. 

In Quebec the leading commercial species is spruce, with white pine and 
hemlock following in the order named. A marked decrease in the quantity of 
balsam fir, amint.ing to 111,253 thousand feet, is the most not.iceabje feature. 
Jack pine, birch, ash and basswood also show considerable decreases when 
compared with 1916. 

The leading species in the Maritinie Provinces in 1917 is spruce. Other 
species in New Brunswick are white pine, balsam fir and hemlock. In Nova. 
Scotia they are hemlock, beech and white pine, and in Prince Edward Island 
they are balsam fir, birch and hemlock in the order as named. 

Spruce again is first in the prairie Provinces, the other leading kinds of wood 
being Jack pine, poplar (cottonwood), and tamarack in Alberta; poplar (aspen), 
poplar (cottonwood), and tamarack in Saskatchewan; and poplar (aspen) and 
tamarack in Manitoba. 

Tables XIV to XXXI present in detail the production of h.imber by kinds 
of wood in each province for the years 1916 and 1917. The commercial species 
in each class of lumber is subjoined, and the provinces in which each particular 
species is found are given in the usual abbreviated forms in common use. Where 
the abbreviation is enclosed in brackets, the species rarely occurs or is of little 
commercial value in that. province. 

Table XXXII gives the statistics of eight minor species, all of which are 
found in Ontario, with the exception of yellow cypress, yew and red alder. 
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The statistics ront [Lined in this group of tables require no cxten(le(l remarks. 
Spruce is the leading species in the production of lumber in Canada, followed by 
white pine and Douglas fir in the order named. It is also to he found in every 
province and stands in first position with the exception of white pine in Ontario, 
and Douglas fir in British Columbia, where it occupies second place. 

Table XXXIII gives the statistics of all other kinds of lumber whose kind 
was not specified. The total cut amounted to 52,073 thousand feet of the VLl1I(' of 
$939,897, of which British Columbia contributed 32,781 thousand feet, or 63 
per cent, Quebec, 9,266 thousand feet, or 178 per cent, Ontario, 6,843 thous-
and feet, or 13- 1 per cent, New Brunswick, 1,660 thousand feet, or 3 •2 per 
cent; Nova Scotia, 1,463 thousand feet, or 2-8 per cent; Alberta and Man-
itoba with 60 thousand feet, or less than one-tenth of 1 per cent. 

In table XXXIV is given the quantity of custom-sawn lumber in thousand 
feet board measure without speciflying the kinds of wood used. The total for 
the Dominion was 160,632 thousand feet, worth $3,025,833, or an average 
price per thousand feet of $18.84. The cut in Ontario was 67.5 per cent 
of the total, in Nova Scotia 12.4 per cent and the remaining provinces ranged 
from 9-7 in Quebec to less than one-tenth of one per cent in Saskatchewan. 

Lath Production.—'The production of lath by provinces is given in table 
XXXV and by kinds of wood in table XXXVI. The cut of lath in 1917 decreased 
by 48,639 thousand when compared with 1916, while on the other hand the 
value of the cut increased by $84,078 owing to the prevailing rise in prices due 
to the war. The average price per thousand was $2.62 in 1916, and $2.96 in 
1917. The province of Ontnirio leads in the production of lath in 1917 with 
41.4 per cent of the total cut, New Brunswick being second with 30 per cent, 
while the other provinces combined produced but 28•6 per cent of the total for 
the Dominion. 

According to the kinds of wood used, spruce leads with 38.9 per cent in 
1917, or a little below the percentage of 1916, white pine accounted for 33-2 
per cent in 1917 as against 28-9 per cent in 1916, or an increase of 4.3 per cent. 
The remaining woods produced less than 28 per cent of the total for the I)oiniuion. 

Shingle Production.—Tables XXXVII and XXXVIII present statistics 
of the production of shingles by provinces and by kinds of wood used respectively. 
The total cut increased by 123,394 thousand over 1916, ilue to the increased 
cut in British Columbia which amounted to 380,604 thousand, or over 79 per 
cent of the total for the I)ominion. All the other provinces ShOW decreases 
except Saskatchewan which did not report production for 1916. The total 
value of shingle production was $8,431,215 in 1917, an increase of $2,468,282 
or 41 , 4 per cent. The average value per thousand rose from $2.06 in 1916 
to $2.79 in 1917 or 35-4 per cent. An analysis by kinds of woods shows that 
cedar leads all other woods, being 96.2 per cent in 1916 and 68.2 in 1917. The 
Province of British Columbia produced 1,621,533 thousand of the total of 
3,020,956 thousand for the whole Dominion. Spruce and white pine are the 
next in importance, together being more than 25 per cent of the total pro-
tluct.ion. 

An estimate of the acreage, stand and value of virgin or round timber owned, 
is given for the first time in the history of the census in table XXXIX by pro-
vinces and for the Dominion. The total acreage was 19,289,094, the stand 
of timber 54,317,308 thousand feet, and the estimated value $122,501,539. 
Quebec is first in acreage and value, and second in the stand of timber being 
exceeded in this respect by British Columbia which stands in second place: 
Ontario, New Brunswick, Nova Scotia, Alberta, Saskatchewan, Manitoba and 
Prince Edward Island in the order named. 

The acreage and value of cut or burnt over lands constituted another new 
feature in the census of the industry and must be considered only as estimates. 
The total acreage in the Dominion was 1,460,347 and the value $5.486,516. 
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Quebec is highest in Iioth acreage and value, New Biuiiswick is second, Ontario 
third, Nova Scotia fourth, Alberta fifth, British Columbia sixth, Saskatchewan 
seventh. Manitoba tiglith and Prince Edward Island ninth. 

Raw materials-logs, bolts etc. 

'l'ablc XL is a statement by provinces of the various materials used in the 
uu0istry and are classified under the following heads:- 

Timber cut for logs and bolts from own limits, timber and bolts for 
shingles, etc., purchased, rough lumber purchased, other materials including 
oles, posts and crosst.ies, and freight charges on all materials delivered at the 
iiill or yard. 

The total cost of materials used during the year was $40,488,148, made up 
of: (a) logs for lumber valued at $31,764,017; (b) bolts for shingles, $342,264, 
rough lumber purchased for further manufacture, $3,616,656, other materials 
is described above $4,008,310, and freight charges on materials delivered, 
756,901. The per cent distribution of the cost of materials in 1917, by pro-

vinces, in order of precedence, was as follows: British Columbia, 3450; 
Ontario, 24.37; Quebec, 20.02; New Brunswick, 15.34; Nova Scotia, 3'90; 
S:tskatcliewan, 071: Manitoba, 0.71; Alberta, 0•35; and Prince Edward Is-

It will be seen from the following summary table, in which ('0111 parison is made 
for the years 1915 and 1917, that the increases in the average Ilulllh('r of persois 
employed and in the amount paid in wages have been of a substantial eharactci' 
ill every province of the Dominion. The increase in the niiniher of enployees 
was 23,104, or 76'4 per cent, and iii wages piti(l 19.52,068, or it gain of 131 .2 
per cent in the two years.

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r1al)1e XLIV shows employment, by months for the provinces and the 1)om-
inion. It will he seen that for operations in the woods the months of highest. 
employment are from November to March, for river driving from April to 
June and for mill operations from May to October. The average number of 
employees for the year was 24,394 in logging and transportatioii and 28,819 in 
the mills. The province of Ontario leads in employment in operations in the 
woods and British Columbia in mill operations, each being about 30 per cent 
of the total employment of the Dominion. 

Table XLV gives for saw mills the number of days in operation on full, 
three-quarter, and half time, the number of days idle and the hours worked per 
shift and per week. The average in the Dominion per mill on full time was 
107 •34 days, on three-quarter time 2.62 days, on half time 3.26 days, and idle 
191 78 days. The same averages are also given for provinces. 

Fuel Consumption. 

In table XLV1 the total value of all fuel consumed during Iliv year in saw-
ttiill pli4llts in the Dominion amounted to $585,446, of which bituminous coal 
was $132,187, anthracite coal, $60,280, coke, $40; gasoline, $114,772; fuel oil, 
$19,855; wood, $248,489, and other fuel, $9,823. Refuse, such as sawdust, 
slabs, ete., for which no value is given is not included in the item of fuel. 

Power employed. 

Table XLVII is a statement under the two heads of power owned and 
power rented, and it shows that the principal powers employed in the industry 
were: (a) steam, with 2,386 units of 194,934 rated horse-power, of which 176,587 
was actually employed; (b) water wheels, with 910 units of 47,219 rated, and 
40,730 actually employed horsepower; (c) electric motors, with 706 units and 
a rated horse-power of 25,785, of which 21,823 were actually employed; (d) gas 
and gasoline engines, with 325 units with a rated horse-power of 16,821, of 
which 12,956 were actually employed; and (e) all other power, with 122 units 
and rated horse-power of 10,143, of which 6,240 were actually employed. The 
total cost of rented power during the year was $236,880, or $18.60 per rated 
horsepower, and $20.80 per horsepower of that actually employed. 

Miscellaneous. 

The cost of the various items of miscellaneous expense are given in Table 
XLVIII for the provinces and the Dominion. Time total amount of these 
expenses in 1917 was $17,915,168, apportioned as follows: Rent of mill, factory 
or works, $248,970, rent of power, 236880; taxes (municipal, provincial and 
federal), $1,059,584; supplies for board of men and horses, $5,238,065; rent of 
offices, insurance and other miscellaneous items, $6,443,336; and contract 
work, $4,688,333. 

Imports and Exports. 

'l'he value of forest products imported into Canada during the calendar 
year 1917 amounted to $10,187,537, of which logs contributed $600,816 and 
all other unmanufactured wood, $9,586,721. 

The value of Canadian forest pro(lucts exported during the calendar year 
1917 was $52,200,949, made up of logs to the value of $777,278, and all other 
unmanufactured wood, valued at $51,423,671. Almost all the trade in iorest 
products both for imports and exports is with the United States.

Dans le tableau 1, l'on petIt voir in ttaiit.0 tlu bois de construction sciC 
pendant les aunCes 1916 ct 1917, par provinces, Ic nombre de scieries en fonc-
tionnement, Ic volume de cc bois, sa valeur totale et sa valeur moyenne paI nijile 
pieds, sa repartition entre ehaque province, enfin les allgmentations ou les dimi-
nutions (I tine annCe it l'autre. Les scieries en exploitation, 1tU flofl'lI)re tIe 2,609 
en 1910 Ct.aient 2,879 en 1917, suit, 270 tiii 10 pour cent de plus. Les provinces 
d'Ontario, dii Manitoba et. de I 'Tie do Prinre-Et louard, a dies t rois, out. 46 scieries 
de moms qu'en 1916, mais (les aiit.res provinces oil signale li's ittiginentations sni-
Vltfltes: Québec 135, Nouvelle-Erosso 108, Nouveau-Brunswick 41, Colombie 
Britannique 17, Alberta It) ef Saskateheivan 5, a u total 316. 

A i'exeeption do Manitoba et dt' I' lit' titi 1>rillce-Edouard, Ia quantitC de bois 
sciC a augmentC dans tout.es les l)ro\'inr'cs. ("est en Colombie Brit.annique 
que s'est produite Ia plus forte augmentation, se traduisant par 324,607 mule 
pieds; elle est suivie par Ontario avec 216,214 niiile pieds, Nouveau-Brunswick 
avec 79,842 mule pieds, Nouvelle-Ecosse avec 15,993 niilie pieds, Alberta avec 
15,277 mule pieds. QuChec avcc 9,051 mule pieds et Saskatchewan avec 4,100 
mule pieds. 

L'augmentation dc In valeur tlii bois sciC en 1917 est attribuable it trois 
causes: (1) a Ia hausse gCnCrale des pri., (2) laceroissement do volume et (3) a Ia plus grande proportion ties essences les pills coiteusc's. C'est en Saskat-
chewan que le prix moycn, par unite do mule pieds (rncsure (Ile pianche) est le 
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plus 6lev6 et c'est dans l'Alberta qu'il eat le plus bas. Pour I'ensemble du 
Dominion, it s'établit a $20.15, soit une augmentation sur 1916 de $3.43 par mule 
pieds, OU un peu plus de 20 pour cent. 

Dans lii tableau II se trouvent les statistiques relatives aux différentes 
essences de bois scié. Plusde 25 essences de bois classifiées en 1917 embrassent 
environ 70 variétés diverses. L'épinette blanche, le pin blanc et Ic sapin Douglas 
maintiennent la supréinatie qu'ils exercent depuis quelques années et leur ordre 
respect if lie suhit pits de changement. En 1917, Ia pruche remonte au quatrième 
rang, tnndis que le sapin baume qui l'avait supplantéc en 1916 retombe nu 
septième rang, étant egalement dépassé par Ic cèdre et le pin rouge en 1917. 
Outre leur propre bois, les scieries débitent atissi celui quc les particuliers leur 
confient a cette fin; les statistiques de 1917 tiennent compte (IC ces operations 
SOUS lit rui)riqUe: "sciage pour clients", mais elks negligent d'indiquer les 
essences sci&s, cc qui explique certaines variations dans tea rCsultats affectant 
les deux annCes qui nous occupent. Le bois de cette categoric reprCsentait 
160,632 milk' pieiis, mesure de planche et valait $3,025,833. IjC mCme tableau 
duane Ic puurcentage respectif de chacune des essences, par rapport au total. 

Le tableaux III ct LV tiaitent de Ia production du buis, en distinguant lea 
bois dora des 1)o1s tendrea; Ic premier indique Ia quantitC et to poiircefltiigc (IC Ia to-
talitC ilu hois scié, par provinces, et Ic second par espèces de bois. Le pourcentage 
(lea bois tendres a auginenté de 1 •5 pour cent, cc qui implique une diminution 
corresponclante des bois (lurs. Lea principaux I)oiS durs sont Ic bouleau, l'érable, 
Ic hCtrc, l'orme et le tilleul; ces quelques essences reprCsentent 87 pour cent de 
l'ensemble des bois (lurs, c'est-à-dire 128,448 mule pieds sur 147,190 mille pieds. 
Sous la denomination "bois tendres," sont compris tous lea conifères et essences 
résineuses; tous lea arbres feuillus soiit classes comme "iDols durs". 

Lea tableaux V a XIII melusivement sont consacrCs ii Ia production provin-
ciale du I)ois de construction par essences, celles-ci Ctant classCes thins l'ordre 
numerique de Ia l)rodu((tion tIe 1917. Its indiquent (a) le volume du bois sciC 
(b) le pourceutage et la valeur respectifs dc ces bois; et (c) Ia valeur moyennc par 
mule pieds (mesure de planche) de chacune des essences énumérées. 

En Colombie 13ritaiinique, Ia remarque la i.lus frappante, c'est Ia réductioii 
sniuc par Ic pin massif ou jaune de l'ouest (pinus ponderosa), en baisse tie 
17,596 mule pieds. l)'autre part, nous trouvons en 1917, deux en-têtes dont le 
vague autorise eert:iiiies suppositions, cc sont : "autres espèces" Ct "seiitge pour 
clients", nomenclatures qui n'existaient pas en 1916. It est possible qu'en 
l'absence d'indications prCcises, certaines quantitCs appartenant a cette essence 
aient etC portCes sous i'un ou l'autre de ces en-tCtes. Cette observation s'ap-
plique Cgalenient, a toutes lea provinces qui ont introduit ecs rubriques dana leur 
nomenclature en 1917. 

Dims Ontario. l'oii constate que le pin rouge a regagné Ic rang que I'épinette 
lui aviut ravi. L'érable manifeste une sérieuse diminution de 11,821 mille pieds. 

Dans Québec, lea trois principales essences commerciales sont, dans l'ordre 
suivant, I'épinette blanche, Ic pm blanc et In pruche. L'écart le plus considerable 
eat fourni par le sapin baume, dont Ia diminution s'exprime par 111,255 mule 
pieds. Le pin gris, le bouleiui, le frêne et le t.ilieul maiiifestent Cgalement une 
dCcroissance marquee, compares a 1916. 

En 1917, l'Cpinette blanche tient la tête dans lea provinces maritimes. Lea 
essences qui la suivent sont: an Nouveau-Brunswick, le pin blanc, le sapin 
baume et Ia pruche; en Nouvelle-Ecosse, la pruche, le hêtre et le pin blanc; 
dans l'Ile du Prince-Edouard, le sapin baume, le bouleau et Ia pruche, dans l'ordre 
de leur énumCration. 

C'est encore l'Cpinctte blanche qui domine dans les provinces des prairies. 
Les autres essences clui  se classent après die sont: Ic pin gris, le peuplier cotonnier 
et l'Cpinette rouge dans l'Alberta; Ic peuplier tremble, to peuplier cotonnier et 
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l'épmette rouge dans la Saskatchewan; Ic peuplier tremble et l'épinette rouge au 
Manitoba. 

Chacun des tableaux numérotés XIV A XXXI est consacré tine essence 
particulière et donne les chiffres de sa production totale et par province, pendant 
les années 1916 et 1917. On y a ajouté une liste des variétés (to bois connues et 
vendues dans Ic commerce sous un noin unique; les provinces ofi croissent ces 
différentes variétés sont indiquées en abrégé. Lorsque cette abréviation est 
placée entre crochets, cela signifie que cette essence n'a qu'une très minime valour 
commerciale dans cette province. 

Le tableau XXXII est consacré a huit essences tout fi fait secondaires, quo 
l'on trouve dans la province d'Ontario, a l'exception du cyprês, de l'if et (Ic 
I'aulne (ou vergne) rouge. Ce groupe de tableaux se passe aisément do tous 
commentaires. 

Pour l'ensemble du Canada, Ia plus forte proportion du bois do construction 
débité appartient a l'épinette blanche; Ia seconde place revient au pin blanc et le 
supin Douglas s'attribue hi. troisiêrne. L'épinette blanche se trouve dans toutes 
les provinces et tient la tête partout, sauf dans l'Ontario ofi die est détrônée par 
le pin blanc et dans la Colombic Britanriique oft règne Ic sapin Douglas; mais 
(lans ecs deux provinces, elle vient en second rang. 

Le tableau XXXIII se rapporte aux essences non spécifiées et groupées 
en bloc sons l'en-tête "Autres essences". Ii on a été scié 52,073 milk pieds, 
d'une valeur de $939,897. Pour sa part, la Colombie Britannique revendique 
32,781 mule pieds ou 63 pour cent, Québec, 9,266 mule pieds ou 178 pour cent, 
Ontario 6,843 mule pieds ou 13.1 pour cent, Nouveau-Brunswick 1,660 milk 
piecis on 3.2 pour cent, Nouveile-Ecosse 1,463 milk pieds ou 2•8 pour cent, 
enfin l'Alberta et Ic Manitoba en ont produit 60 mule pieds, soit moms do tin 
dixième de un pour cent. 

Le tableau XXX IV nous donne In quantité de bois scié pour autrui ("sciage 
pour clients'') ft l'unité de mille pieds, mesure do planche, mnais sans distinction 
entre los essences. Cette categoric de bois reprCsente, dans le Canada tout cut icr, 
160,632 mille pieds, valant $3,025,833, on une moyenne de $18.84 )ar mule pieds. 
Ontario accapare 67•5 pour cent de in totalité, Ia Nouvelle-Ecosse y coat ribue 
pour 124 pour cent et les autres provinces s'Cehelonnent depuis 9.7 pour cent 
dans Québec jusqu'ft moms (Ic Un (lixième (IC Ufl pour cent dans in Saskatchewan. 

Production de la latte.—La production de la latte est indiquCe dans to tableau 
XXXV par provinces, et dans le tableau XXXVI, par essences do bois. Corn- 
parCe ft celle do 1916, cette production a diminuC en 1917 de 48,639 milliers, et 
nCanmoins, grace a Ia forte hausse des prix, sa valour mi est supérieurc par 
$84,078. Le prix moyen d'un millier do lattes, qui Ctait do $2.62 on 1916 est 
monte A. $2.96 on 1917. Avec 41.4 pour cent, Ontario s'attribue la plus grosse 
part de cette production; le Nouveau-Brunswick vient ensuite avec 30 pour 
cent et los sept autres provinces rCunies ont fourni 28.6 pour cent do Ia totalitC. 

Si l'on considère les essences ayant servi ft cette fabrication, on constate 
qu'en 1917 l'Cpinette blanche tient in tête avec 389 pour cent, pourcentage tin 
pcu infCricur ft ccliii dc 1916; Ic pin blanc a fourni 33.2 pour cent en 1917 au lieu 
do 28.9 pour cent en 1916, en progression de 4.3 pour cent. Toutes les autres 
essences rCunies ne reprCsentent qu'ft peine 28 pour cent de Ia production totale. 

Prod uction du bardeau.—Les tableaux XXXVII et XXXVI1I sont consa- 
crCs au bardeau; l'un indique l'Ctendue de sa fabrication dans los diff6rentes pro- 
vinces et l'autre les essences du bois dont ii est fait. La production de 1917 excède 
celle de 1916 par 123,394 milliers; cette augmentation s'est principaletnent pro- 
duite en Colombie Britannique, qui en a fabriquC pour sa part 380,604 milliers, 
soit plus de 79 pour cent de Ia fabrication totale du pays. 'I'outes los autres pro- 
vinces accusent unc diminution; toutefois, Ia Saskatchewan n'offrc pas do 
possibilité de comparaison, en l'absence de ses chiffres pour 1916. Le bardeau 
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produit en 1917 avait une valeur cie $8,431,215, suit uixe augmentation de $2,468,-
282 ou 41-4 pour cent; son prix moyen, par millier, s'est élevé de $2.06 en 1916, a 
$2.79 en 1917 ou 35-4 pour cent. Entre toutes les essences servant a cette 
fabrication, Ic cèdre ,joue Ic role le plus important; en 1896, ii formait 96.2 pour 
cent de la totalité et en 1917 68-2 pour cent. La part (le la Colombie Brit.anni-
ciue dans la fabrication du bardenu reprOsente 1,621,533 inilliers, sur un total de 
3,020,956 milliers pour l'ensemble dii C'anada. La pruche et le pin blanc se placent 
aprês le cèdre; réunis, us clonnent plus de 25 pour cent de Ia production totale. 

Pour Ia premiere fois daiis les annales du reccnseinent, on s'est efforcé (l'éva 
luer la superficie des forêts nu terres l)Oisées non encore exploitées, appartenant 
a des compagnies on a des partiruliers, Ia quantité (Ic hois sur pied qu'eiles 
recClent et sa valeur approximative. Je tableau XXXIX (lonne les chiffres 
suivants: superficie, 19,289,094 acres; bois stir pied, 54,317,308 mille pieds; 
valeur estiniative, $122,501,539. Québec se place au premier rang clans le calcul 
de Ia superficie et de la valeur, mais e'est Ia Colombie Britannique qui possède 
le l)lUS gros volume de bois stir pied; clans l'ensemhle, cette province occupe Ia 
(lelixierne place. Viennent ensuite, dans cet ordre: Ontario, Nouveau-Bruns-
wick, Nouvelle-Ecosse, Alberta, Saskatchewan, Manitoba et TIe du Prince-
Eclouard. 

Tine autre innovation h signaler: on a également évalué la superficie et 
estimé la valeur des terres loisées dont les arbres ont étO abattus ou qui ont été 
ravages par l'incendie, mais ces informations ne sont qu'approximatives; 
nCanrnoins on évalue leur superficie a 1,460,357 acres et leur valeur est portée i. 
$5,486,516. La province de Québec tient lii tête a cc double point de vue, Ic 
Nouveau-Brunswick se classe second, Ontario troisiCme, Nouvelle-Ecosse qua-
triCme, Alberta cinquiCme, ('olomhie Britannique sixiênie, Saskatchewan sep-
tiCme, Mttnitol.at huitiCrne et lie du Prince-Edouard neu vième. 

Matières premières—Billes, billots, etc. 

Le tableau XL constitue un rclevé, par provinces, des différentes matières 
premieres que consomme cct.te industrie, ainsi rlassifiCes: hillots coupés dans les
