in this industry arc establishments which have for their main 
e' purpose thaking of dressed and matched lumber, and its further manufacture 

into sash, doors and blinds, and other interior woodwork, such as counters, 
mantels, inouldings, etc., as well as into boxes and packing cases. It may be 
regarried as a development of the saw-mill industry, its supply of raw materials 
being almost entirely the product of that industry. 

Production. 

Table I of this report deals with the value of production which in 1917 for 
753 operating- plants amounted to $29,347,148, as compared with S15,472,957 
in 1915. All the provinces except Nova Scotia and Prince Edward Island show 
increases over 1915, as shown in time following table:---

Averages of Production.-The average net value of producton per establish-
ment and per employee is presented in the following table for the Dominion and 
each of the provinces. The average value per establishment iii the Dominion in 
1915 was $13,909 and in 1917 818,425; the average value of product or output 
per employee for the Dominion was $1,008 in 1915 and 91,498 in 3917. The 
provinces of Alberta, British Columbia and Saskatchewan show decreases in 
the average net value per employee, due principally to the higher cot of 
materials as shown in the table of averages below.

The number of persons employed in the industry oli  
salaries and on wages by sex clistrlhution is presented in the following corn-
pztratire table for the 1)ominiin and each of the provinces for the years 1915 
and 1917. The average salary paid officers, superintendents anti managers 
for the Dominion was $1,399.50 in 1915 and in 1917 ii Was $2,011.32, or an 
increase of 43.7 per cent in the two year period. Clerks, stenographers, sales-
men, etc., received S793.18 in 1915 and $912.78 in 1917, or an increase per cent 
of 15'7 in the two year period. Employees working for wages received 
respectively $513.20 and $653.00 for the years 1915 and 1917, or an iiicreas of 
27.3 per cent in the same period.

The second table is a comparative statement of the number of persuus at 
employment in certain specific'd groups of wage earnings, and shows that the 
trend of wages is on the increase. It will be seen that in 1915 over 47 per cent 
of the totul of persons employed received less than $10 per week, while in 1917 
the number in the group had fallen to a little over 17 per cent; in the group 
receiving over $10, but less than $15, the )erccrlta.ge had fallen from 37 . 8 per 
cent in 1915 to 32 per cent in 1917; in the group receiving more than SI , but 
less than $20 per week, the percentage iIlcreasp(l from 12 per cent in 1913 to 
33 per cent in 1917; in the group receiving noi'e than $20, but less thai 25, 
the illerease per cent rose from per cent in 1915 to 13 per cent in 1917, and for 
those receiving over $25 per week the percentage rose fl'oiIl 1 '5 per cent to over 
5 per ccitt.

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Working Time and Outside Piece-w.rhers.- -Table VIII shows for the 
Dominion and the provinceS the time in iperation classed as full tilri(, three-
quarter time, half time, less tliaii half time and time idle, the number of hours 
worked per week and per shift and the number of piece-workers employed 
OlItSl(IC of establishments, male and female, together with the amount paid for 
services. The average (lays worked on full time was 255, on tIirc-quarter 
time 12 days, on half time 5 days, on less than half time 1 clay and idle 3J dayS. 
The average hours per shift was 0.7 and per week 55 9. The total number of 
piece-workers in the industry was 433 and the total amount paid for their 
services was S92,437. 

Fuel Consumption. 
Table IX gives the quantity and value of fuel used during the year by 

provinces. The total value of fuel of Canadian origin for the 1)ominion amounted 
to $128,230 and that of foreign origin to $54,554. Bituminous coal forms the 
largest individual item, amounting to 894,340, or more than 50 per cent of the 
total fuel charges for the year, 6,757 tons being of Canadian origin and 7,961 
tons of foreign. Wood forms the second largest item, the consumption amount-
ing to 15,744 cords valued at $52,690; gasoline, the third largest item, shows 
that 36,806 gallons, worth $13,026, were consumed during time year; anthracite 
coal, of which there were consumed 768 tons, almost all of foreign origin, and 
valued at S6,542; gas to the value of 85,816; fUel oil to the value of S3,257; 
coke to the value of $411 and other fuel to the value of S6,702, comprise the 
remaining items of fuel. There is one other item—refuse or waste---which is not 
aecounte(l for in the fuel costs of the industry as having any value, and which 
no doubt lessens the amount of its fuel I pill very considerably. 

Power Employed. 
• 	In 'fable X is given the ho\ver employed in the industry by classes, miumuher 
of units in each class, total in(lieated horse-power according to manufacturer's 
rating and the horse-power actually used. Steam engines accounted for 491 
imitits of 22,514 indicated horse-power, of which 18,530 horse-power were actually 
employed; gas and gasoline engines, for 142 units of 1,515 indicated horse-power, 
with 1,208 horse-power actually employed; water wheels and water motors, 
with 60 units of 2,632 indicated horse-power, of which 2,082 horse-power were 
actually employed; electric miiotors, whether owned or rented, with 584 units 
of 9,706 indicated horse-power, of which 8,077 were actually employed, and 
other pwrs, owned or rented, wit-h 36 units of 698 indicated horse-power, of 
which 040 horse-power were actually employed. Time total units of horse-
iover reported show an in(licatedl horse-power of 37,065, of which 30,513 were 
actually employed.

Pour l'cnsemble du Canada, La consorn-
mation du combustible do provenance canadienne reprCsentait une valour do 
$128,230 et celui d'originc étrangêro $54,554. La houillö bitumincuse vient en 
tête avec $94,340, c'eat-à-dire plus do 50 pour cent du combustible brIC dans 
l'année, 6,757 tonnes étant d'origine canadienne et 7,961 tonnes do provenance 
étrangere. Le bois occupe Ic second rang, avec $52,690, valeur do 15,744 conIes. 
La gazoline tient la troisième place avec $13,026, valeur do 36,896 gallons con-
sommés durant l'annCe; on trouve ensuite 768 tonnes d'anthracite presque 
entièrement d'origine Ctrangère, évaluCes a $6,542; le gaz, a concurrence do 
$5,816; l'huile combustible, pour $3,257; le coke, pour $411 et enfin tous .autres 
combustibles, pour une valeur de $6,702. Cette énumCration SC conplête 
par "déchets de rognures", dont Ia valeur n'entre pas en ligne de compte mais 
qui, sans nut doute, permet aux industriels do rCaliser d'importantes economies 
dans leurs achats de combustible. 

Force motrice. 
Le tableau X, consaerC a Ia force niotrice utilisée par cette indutrie, notis 

fait connaltre les details suivants: die disposait do 494 machines a vapour, sus-
ceptibles de dCvelopper 22,514 ch.-vap. mais ayant produit effectivement 18,530 
ch.-vap., do 142 moteurs a gaz on a gazoline, do. La force de 1,515 clt.-vap. ot en 
ayant rCellement produit 1208; 69 turbines et moteurs hyclraulic1ues capables 
de foumnir 2,632 ch.-vap. et  en ayant donné 2,082; 584 niotcurs 6lectEi(1u05, 
possCdes ou louCs, ayant une capacitC totale de 9,706 ch.-vap. dont 8,077 furemit 
employCs; enfin 36 unites motrices diverses de la force de 698 cli.-vap. dont 6113 
effectivement utilisCs. Au total, uno puissance de 37,065 eli-yap, avant sub-
venu aux bosoms reels de 30,543 ch.-vap.
