Descriptive Notes

Regional aeromagnetic data used in this compilation were acquired from the Geological Survey of Canada Geophysical Data Repository. Digital data from high-resolution
surveys flown by mineral exploration companies were made available through the Geoscience Atlas, Newfoundland and Labrador Department of Industry, Energy and
Technology. Results from all high-resolution surveys were levelled to the regional data using the Geosoft Grid Knit utility. The first vertical derivative is calculated from the
residual magnetic field and enhances the short wavelength components of the field. Apparent mismatches between survey blocks are a result of differing line spacing, flight
altitudes and equipment platforms.
