The Commission records with deep regret the death on June 5, 1962 of 
Mr. Jacques Greber, of Paris, at the age of 80. Mr. Greber, eminent architect 
and city planner, and Planning Consultant of the Commission was regarded 
as the Father of the Plan for the development of Canada's Capital. 

Mr. Greber was first invited to the Capital in 1937, to replan the city 
centre and the grounds of the government buildings. This project completed, 
Mr. Greber made a number of other important proposals, including the prepara­
tion of a comprehensive master plan to guide the long range development of 
the Capital. In May 1951, the "General Report on the Plan for the National 
Capital" -with accompanying Atlas -was tabled in the House of Commons. 
This master plan, which is broad in concept and flexible in details, has 
served as a chart for the guidance of the Commission in carrying out the 
development of the Capital. 

In a statement issued by the National Capital Commission at the time 
of Mr. Greber's death, the Chairman, General S.F. Clark said: 

"The National Capital Plan, which Mr. Greber and his Colleagues 
developed, and which is no::v being implemented, is popularly known 
as the Greber Plan, a phrase destined to remain in the history books 
of Canada."

Tribute is also paid by the Commission to the memory of Mr. F.W. Berry 
who died on December 7, 1962. Mr. Berry rendered valuable service to the 
Commission as a member of the Land Committee from July 1958 to 
September 1962.

NATIONAL CAPITAL COMMISSION 

Constitution The National Capital Commission was constituted under the National 
Capital Act - an Act respecting the development and improvement of the 
National Capital Region - 7 Elizabeth II, Chapter 37 - proclaimed on 
February 6, 1959. The predecessors of the Commission were the Ottawa 
Improvement Commission (1899-1927) and the Federal District Commission 
(1927-1959). 

The Commission The Commission is a Crown agency consisting of twenty members 
appointed by the Governor-in-Council. The membership provides for one 
member from each of the ten provinces; at least two members from the city 
of Ottawa; at least one member from the City of Hull, and at least one 
member from a local municipality in Ontario and Quebec respectively, other 
than the Cities of Ottawa and Hull. Commissioners serve at pleasure for not 
more than two terms, each term not to exceed four years. The Commission 
must meet at least three times a year in Ottawa. 

Objects and The objects and purposes of the Commission are "to prepare plans for 
pUrposes and assist in the development, conservation and improvement of the National 

Capital Region in order that the nature and character of the seat of the 
Government of Canada may be in accordance with its national significance". 
One of the responsibilities of the Commission under the National Capital 
Act is to co-ordinate the development of public lands in the National 

The Committees

Capital Region, 

The Commission has wide powers including the acquisition and 
development of property; construction and maintenance of parks, roads, 
bridges, buildings and other works; the right to undertake joint projects with 
municipalities or make grants to municipalities; construct and operate con­
cessions and administer historic buildings. The Commission must give its 
approval before buildings or other works are erected, altered or extended by 
government departments in the National Capital Region. The Region con­
tains 1800 square miles and includes approximately 62 local government 
authorities in the provinces of Ontario and Quebec. 

The Executive Committee consists of the Chairman and the Vice­
Chairman of the Commission, and three other members appointed by the 
Commission, of whom one must be from the Province of Quebec. This Com­
mittee meets about once each month to authorize the acquisition of real 
property, or an interest therein, exercising the powers and functions dele­
gated to it by the Commission. 

The Land Committee, consisting of six members, is headed by the 
Chairman of the Commission, Lt. Gen. S.F. Clark, and comprises experts 
in matters of property evaluation. The function of this Committee is to 
advise the Commission in matters of property acquisition, and to recommend 
policy for the administration of properties which the Commission controls.

of N.C.C. 

The Advisory Committee on Design has ten members headed by the 
Vice-Chairman, Professor Anthony Adamson, Associate Professor of Town 
Planning at the School of Architecture in Toronto. It is composed of 
prominent Canadian architects, planners and landscape architects. Its func­
tion is to advise the Commission on the external appearance of proposed 
new government buildings and other buildings facing government properties, 
and on building location, site plan and landscape design. This Committee 
meets approximately twelve times a year. 

The Information Advisory Committee consists of nine members and 
meets approximately three times a year. Its Chairman is Mr. ] .C. Horwitz, 
Q.C. of Ottawa. The Information Advisory Committee considers all matters 
pertaining to the information and public relations aspects of the Commission 
and makes appropriate recommendations. 

The Historical Advisory Committee which consists of sixteen members 
is headed by the Vice-Chairman of the Commission. It is composed of 
experts in the local history of the National Capital Region and is respon­
sible for recommendations to the Commission concerning the marking, 
preservation and interpretation of buildings and sites of historic interest in 
the National Capital Region. This Committee meets approximately three 
times a year. 

The Gatineau Park Advisory Committee composed of four members is 
headed by Mr. Aime Guertin, a member of the Executive Committee, of Hull, 
P.Q. This Committee advises on the development and improvement of 
Gatineau Park, and meets approximately four times a year. 

The Commission employs a staff varying between 500 to 700 depending 
on the season. The staff includes professional engineers, architects, 
planners, landscape architects and surveyors as well as employees possess­
ing allied technical skills. The salaried staff number about 120 while the 
balance are paid at an hourly wage rate.

The Commission The National Capital Commission held four meetings during the fiscal 
year 1962-63. In addition to carrying out the ordinary functions under the 
National Capital Act, substantial progress was achieved on several long 
range undertakings during the period under review. Details of these projects 
involving Planning, Engineering Construction, Railway Relocation, Acquisi~ 
tion of Property, Landscape Development and Gatineau Park are contained 
in the following sections of this Report. 

co-operation with The Commission assists the municipalities in the National Capital 
Municipalities Region in their community planning programmes. The Commission is 

participating together with local and provincial authorities in the Ottawa~ 
Hull Transportation Study involving all phases of transportation in the 
National Capital Region. This subject has a significant bearing on planning 
problems. 

It assists the City of Ottawa and other municipalities by providing 
technical officers on various committees dealing with planning matters. 

The Commission is giving assistance in the overall planning for the 
City of Hull and environs. This assistance includes a financial grant and 
the service of technical officers to complete a development plan, and to aid 
in preparing an urban renewal study. 

In addition to the grants paid to municipalities and school Commissions 
in Gatineau Park, (referred to in the Gatineau Park section of this report), 
the Commission paid or will pay to the City of Ottawa approximately 
$400,000, pursuant to a new policy concerning payment of municipal taxes 
and local improvement charges agreed to between the City and the Com­
mission for the period February 6, 1959 to March 31, 1963. 
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PlANNING 

During 1962, the planning activities of the Commission covered a 
wide range of projects from detailed design in the centre of the National 
Capital to large scale planning proposals in the Region. 

The development of the master plan for the National Capital has 
continued with emphasis being placed on the completion of proposals for 
the development of Confederation Square (present Union Station area). The 
plan, prepared by John B. Parkin Associates, Architects and Engineers, 
Toronto, is nearing completion. 

Studies were commenced for 150 acres to the west of Parliament Hill 
known as the LeBreton Flats, that will be redeveloped to provide sites for 
government and some private uses. 

An important step in the continuing process of gathering information 
related to the development of the National Capital has been the initiation 
of an Economic Base Study for the National Capital Region. Larry Smith 
and Company of Toronto have been engaged by the Commission as con­
sultant to carry out this study. 

The findings of this study will be used in the Commission's planning, 
and for the Ottawa-Hull Transportation Study. 

Development of the Greenbelt has continued. This includes the provi­
sion of sites for government research and development activities, for parks 
and recreational areas, for reforestation and conservation projects, and the 
commencement of the consolidation of small farms into larger and more 
efficient units. 

Advice to Municipalities 

During the past year, the Commission has continued to provide planning 
advice to various municipalities within the National Capital Region. 

City of Hull: The planning staff of the Commission, through representa­
tion on the Hull General Planning Committee, and its sub-committees, 
is actively involved in the preparation of a Master Plan for the greater 
Hull area and an Urban Renewal Study for the City of Hull. Studies for 
the latter are complete and publication of the report is expected by mid 
1963. The Master Plan, which includes the City of Hull, the municipali­
ties of Hull South and Hull West, the Town of Aylmer and the Village 
of Deschenes will also be published in 1963. 

City of Ottawa: The Commission has continued to have representation 
on the Ottawa Planning Area Board, the Building Appearance Committee 
and the City and County Technical Advisory Committees to the Ottawa 
Planning Area Board. Representation was also provided on the Joint 
Staff Committee on the Official Plan and Urban Renewal Study. 
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Township of Gloucester: Preparation of the Official Plan for Blackburn 
Hamlet was completed by the Commission's Planning Staff and 
approved by the Planning Board and Township Council. In addition a 
draft Official Plan for that part of the Township which is bounded by 
the City of Ottawa, the inner limit of the Greenbelt, and the Ottawa 
River has been prepared and draft plans for Orleans and the south-west 
portion of the Township are being studied. 

Town of Buckingham: In response to a request from the Town Council 
of Buckingham for technical advice in the preparation of planning 
studies, assistance has been given in mapping the town by aerial 
survey methods, and the preparation of a preliminary plan of roads and 
land use. 

Templeton: The Commission is represented on the newly formed East 
Gatineau River Planning Committee which will, if funds become avail­
able, prepare a comprehensive plan for the towns of Gatineau and 
Pointe-Gatineau, the municipalities of Templeton West, Templeton 
East, East Part of Templeton East, Hull East, Perkins, and the 
Village of Templeton. 

Industrial Development 

During the past year, industrial development activity was oriented to 
provide assistance to firms required to relocate as a result of the con­
struction of the Macdonald-Cartier Bridge and its approaches, and the 
LeBreton Flats project. 

Assistance available to these firms is in the form of a twenty percent 
discount on the market price. The transaction is subject to a condition 
limiting resale to others. 

The Sheffield Road Industrial area, a new 78-acre development which 
will accommodate the heavy or noxious industries is being serviced and 
sites will be available for purchase in 1963. 

Two companies have been located in each of the existing industrial 
areas of Coventry and Belfast Roads. Sixty-eight acres, (forty per cent of 
these two areas) have been sold. 

Mindful of the overall relocation programme, the Commission has 
designated other areas for industrial purposes. These will be placed on the 
market as the needs warrant. 

Civic Design 

During the past year, design studies have continued towards the crea­
tion of a worthy ceremonial route for the National Capital from the Governor 
General's Residence, Rideau Hall, to Parliament Hill. It is designed also 
to co-ordinate the Commission's proposals for buildings of architectural 
and historic interest on Sussex Drive and the plans for Confederation 
Square.

As part of the further development of preliminary proposals for the 
LeBreton Flats area, design studies are underway with particular emphasis 
on timing various phases of the proposed development. 

Civic design studies have been prepared for the City of Hull as part of 
the Commission's Planning advice to the Hull General Planning Committee. 

The Commission's staff produced site plans for the proposed Mines 
Branch of the Department of Mines and Technical Surveys on Corktown Road 
in the Greenbelt, and is currently acting as consultants in the preparation of 
a master plan for the group of laboratories of the National Research Council 
on the Montreal Road. Architectural services and advice have been given on 
the design of numerous bridges and buildings, on or adjacent to Federal 
Government lands. 

ENGINEERING AND CONSTRUCTION 

Ottawa River Parkway • West 

The work of grading, drainage and side filling, from Parkdale Avenue 
to Mansfield Avenue, was substantially completed. The work included 
extensive revision of Island Park Drive at the new Parkway intersection. It 
is expected that this section of the Parkway will be opened in the autumn 
of 1963. 

Two pedestrian underpass structures were completed at the foot of 
Carleton Street and a start made on the construction of two more leading to 
the beach at Brandon A venue. 

Bulk filling and installation of drainage structures continued on the 
Parkway route west of Mansfield Avenue to McEwen Street. Engineering 
study commenced on the continuation of the Parkway from Parkdale Avenue 
to the LeBreton Flats area. 

Gatineau Parkway: Surveys were completed on a route for the extension of 
the Parkway to Lac Philippe by way of Wadsworth and Lusk Lakes. Work 
continued on trail construction in the Pinks Lake and Kingsmere areas and 
a second parking lot was constructed at Pinks Lake. 

Riverside Drive: The reconstruction of Riverside Drive from the George 
Dunbar Bridge to Heron Road was completed. This was a project in which 
the cost was shared equally with the City of Ottawa, the work being under 
the direction of the Commission. The landscaping was undertaken and paid 
for by the Commission. 

An agreement was made with the City of Ottawa to continue recon· 
struction work easterly from Billings Bridge to just east of the Smyth Road. 
Work on this section under the direction of the City commenced in December 
1962, and the cost will be shared equally by the City and the Commission. 
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Western Parkway: An agreement was made with the City of Ottawa to share 
on an equal basis the cost of constructing a grade separation structure at 
the intersection of Carling Avenue and the Western Parkway. The design 
and construction of this project will be under City control. 

Preliminary work on Parkways: As a joint project of the Commission and 
the Ontario Department of Highways, an engineering study was carried out 
and a functional report prepared, of the proposed Southern Entrance Freeway 
from Uplands Airport to the George Dunbar Bridge. 

Work continued on drainage, brushing and preliminary grading of lands 
held by the Commission for future Parkway construction. 

Albion Road Shops: At the Albion Road operating headquarters, a salt 
storage shed and a concrete casting shop were completed, and work com­
menced on construction of a stores building. 

Macdonald-Cartier Bridge: The Commission will share in the cost of this 
project by purchasing and providing the land required for approaches on 
both sides of the Ottawa River and by landscaping the approaches. This is 
a joint project of the Federal Government, and the Ontario and Quebec 
Governments. The Federal Department of Public Works let a contract in 
February for the main structure which is scheduled for completion in 1965. 

Queensway: Encouraging progress was made in constructing the Queensway 
which will be the first freeway to be built in Ottawa. Contracts were let for 
the sections from Bell Street to Elgin Street. It is expected that contracts 
will be awarded by June 1963 for the section from Elgin Street to Main Street. 

In order to free the right-of-way from O'Connor Street to the Rideau 
River, a turning movement for CNR trains was constructed east of the 
Rideau River. In February the last CNR train crossed the Rideau Canal on 
tracks which were formerly part of the cross-town railway track. 

The Commission is providing and paying for the basic right-of-way of 
the Queensway across the City. The Commission has also assumed the cost 
of landscaping along the route and will maintain the landscaping. 

Cross-town Sewer: Construction is nearing completion by the City of Ottawa 
of a pollution control sewage system consisting of an interceptor sewer 
along the Ottawa River from Booth Street to a sewage treatment plant near 
the mouth of Green's Creek. 

The Commission, as agent of the Federal Government is contributing 
$5,000,000 towards the cost of the main sewer in the section between John 
Street and the sewage treatment plant and for some pumping at the plant. 

Other Construction: In connection with the Rehabilitation Camp established 
in Gatineau Park under the jurisdiction of the Department of Justice, a 
truck road was constructed from Leblanc Lake to Lac Lapeche and the 
right-of-way for the main roadway was cleared. 
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An asphalt walk was built on the east side of the Lac des Fees Park­
way between Duquesne A venue and Brodeur Street. 

At Leamy Lake, lighting was installed on the parking area and grading 
was done for additional parking areas. 

Grading of Belfast Road to a junction with Terminal Avenue was com­
pleted and one layer of pavement laid, The base course of pavement was 
placed on Coventry Road and Lola Street in the Coventry Industrial Area 
and improvements were made to drainage ditches. 

During the past twelve years, in conjunction with the City of Ottawa, 
the Commission engaged in a sanitary land fill programme between Billings 
Bridge and Hurdman's Bridge. Filling along this section of the Rideau 
River shore will be substantially completed this year. 

RAilWAY RElOCATION 

Work continued on the Railway Relocation Project with construction 
of track connections between the two railways at Bells Corners, Walkley, 
and Hawthorne. The grading and drainage contract for the new Union 
Station at Hurdman, which was begun in 1961, was completed. 

Design work on other major items of the project including the new 
Union Station, freight terminals and yards, telecommunications, and signals 
is continuing. 

The programme of relocating rail lines is proceeding. The Commission 
and the Canadian Pacific Railway Company have made a joint submission 
to the Board of Transport Commissioners for Canada for permission to 
abandon the Canadian Pacific Railway Company's tracks of the Sussex 
Street Subdivision. This abandonment is required to permit the construction 
of the approaches for the Macdonald-Cartier Bridge. It will also involve 
the relocation to other areas of the City of industries served by the rail 
lines. These areas are being developed by the Commission. 

PROPERTY ACQUISITION AND ADMINISTRATION 

In 1962, the programme of property acquisition was accelerated by 
the decision of the Government to acquire and develop the area known as 
LeBreton Flats. 

In order to ensure that there would be no land speculation with 
resultant increased cost to the Government of Canada, the proposed acq uisi­
tion of the LeBreton Flats was a closely guarded secret of the National 
Capital Commission. To safeguard security on the project, a blanket 
expropriation was placed on all the land required except for property owned 
by the City of Ottawa and the Railway. Expropriation of a few parcels 
which were not registered in the Registry Office, but were in the Land 
Titles Office, was deferred for a short time. 
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Approximately 24 hours before a public announcement of the Govern­
ment approval of the project, the Commission advised the 270 affected land 
owners by mail of the method which would be employed in settling the 
claims for compensation. Simultaneously, the legal, survey and appraisal 
work was initiated. 

By the end of the fiscal year, the Commission had secured settlements 
with 104 owners and settled compensation with four lessees of commercial 
establishments. 

During the period under review, the NCC had twenty-six cases requiring 
adjudication by the Exchequer Court. Of these seven were settled without 
proceeding to Court and one was settled out of Court after eight days of 
court proceedings. 

The Commission sold twenty parcels of land, most being sites for 
relocation of industry affected by National Capital Commission 
developments. 

During the year, title to 4,150 acres in the Greenbelt was transferred 
to the Department of Public Works. This land is to be used by the Depart­
ment of Agriculture for the Animal Research Institute and Animal Diseases 
Research Institute. Within the Greenbelt an additional 4,000 acres was 
leased to the Ontario Department of Lands and Forests for reforestation 
purposes and tree planting is proceeding rapidly. 

The Commission exchanged three parcels of land with other Govern­
mental authorities and granted ten easements. Six parcels of land were 
transferred to other public bodies for the nominal sum of $1.00 for road 
widening. 

The programme of property settlements was at the rate of approximately 
$1,000,000 per month. In all, 428 property settlements were negotiated 
reducing the number of unsettled Greenbelt parcels to about 300, 

The Land Committee held twenty meetings and examined all properties. 

In order to lessen the hardship and to help settlement with owners 
whose properties were expropriated, 123 advance payments were made. 

Administration: Because of the 400 new properties acquired, the problem of 
Administration increased, 

The Commission has over 900 tenants and has about 130 vacant rental 
units, of which about 85 will be demolished. Rental arrears are comparative 
to other such rental activities and represent 7.5% of the gross annual 
rentals. 

With the acquisition of properties, many short-term tenancies are 
arranged with former owners. This provides time for them to re-establish but 
adds substantially to the volume of leases which must be arranged each 
year. 
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Many properties acquired were unsuitable for habitation and during the 
year 4 were demolished in Quebec, 58 in the Greenbelt and 10 in the 
LeBreton Flats. It was necessary to demolish 40 buildings to provide for 
the construction of the Queensway, Ottawa River Parkway, approaches to 
the Macdonald-Cartier Bridge and new Union Station at Hurdman's Bridge.

LANDSCAPE DEVELOPMENT 

Ottawa River Parkway: Preliminary grading on verges and median strip was 
carried out by placement of seventy thousand tons of fill and open areas 
were cleared and improved. 

Gatineau Parkway: Further planting of spreading shrubs was undertaken to 
reduce maintenance on slopes and to control erosion. Overlook and vista 
development was completed at Pinks Lake and additional picnic tables and 
fireplaces were set out at Pinks Lake and Mulvihill Lake. 

Riverside Drive - Heron Road to Dunbar Bridge: Side grading, seeding and 
planting 75% complete. 

Queensway: Extensive plantings of trees and flowering shrubs were made 
from Carling Avenue west to City limits and from Rideau River east to 
St. Laurent Boulevard. 

Garden of the Provinces: On September 25, 1962, the Garden of the 
Provinces was officially opened by the Right Honourable John G. 
Diefenbaker, Prime Minister of Canada. 

The three terraces of this new urban park were designed with paving, 
trees and floral plantings. The middle terrace features a horizontal fountain 
of five concrete bowls from which water pours in quiet curtains. The lower 
terrace features a vertical sculptured metal fountain which gives the flow of 
water a sprightly movement. Floral emblems of the provinces in enameled 
bronze plaques have been mounted on the balustrades of the terraces. Flags 
with the coats of arms of the Provinces and Territories together with the 
Red Ensign are flown daily from the flag poles. 

During 1963, the project will be completed with the development of 
three acres of natural park area to the west of the terraces. Paths and steps 
will lead to the terraces from this park. 

This park will be the central feature of an open court bounded by the 
Trade and Commerce building, the new National Library and the ecclesias­
tical buildings on the cliff. It is designed to accommodate band concerts, 
exhibits of a cultural nature and various ceremonies. 
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Parliament Hill: Erosion control using topsoil and planting was continued 
on the steep slopes leading to the Ottawa River. The completion of 
renovation work on the East and West Block, and the tunnel leading to the 
House of Commons, permitted a start to the renovation of landscaping dis­
turbed by that construction. 

Pare Brebeuf: Four acres of Ottawa River shoreline leading to Pare 
Moussette were improved by filling and grading. 

Pare du Lac Leamy: Development continued in co-operation with the City of 
Hull. The parking lot is to be increased by one hundred and fifty spaces and 
this work is 50% completed. 

Planting of trees and shrubs was completed in the parking lot area and 
court leading to pavilion. Approximately fifteen acres of turf area are now 
prepared for public use. 

Studies of Future Projects 

Future projects studied included: 
1. Building site for Mines and Technical Surveys in Greenbelt. 
2. Building site for Agricultural Headquarters at Central Experimental 

Farm. 
3. Restoration of Victoria Island and Richmond Landing. 
4. Wakefield Mill Restoration, 
5. Site plan for Mill of Kintail development. 
6. Further development of all types in Gatineau Park. 
7. Ottawa River Parkway. 
8. New building sites at Tunney's Pasture. 

Work for other Departments: As in other years, projects were undertaken for 
various Government Departments on a repayment basis. 

Confederation Heights: Landscape development around the buildings now in 
use was brought to completion creating an overall parklike effect. The 
interior court which features a pool, fountains, floral displays, textured 
paving and lighting effects was named "The Fountain Court", The 
Communications Building grounds were completed. 

Central Mortgage and Housing Corporation: Landscape construction was 
undertaken in the vicinity of the new parking area at the Head Office 
building, Montreal Road, 

National Research Council: At the Montreal Road, the entourage for the 
Applied Physics Research Building was completed. 

Maintenance: Maintenance of the Commission parks, parkways and lands 
around federal buildings was carried out as usual. 

GATIHEAU PARK 

One of the objects of the Commission is the development of Gatineau 
Park as a summer and winter recreation area for the use and enjoyment of 
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the public while safeguarding the natural scenic beauty of the park. 
Property acquisitions continued bringing the total acreage now owned by the 
Commission to 63,400 acres. Negotiations were conducted with the Govern­
ment of the Province of Quebec to acquire some 10,000 acres of Provincial 
Crown lands in the Lac LaPeche area. 

Lac Philippe: Two new campers' service buildings were built and placed in 
use during the 1962 camping season. This was the first full season that 
charges were made for the use of the camping spaces at Lac Philippe. The 
water distribution system in the camp area was extended to new camp sites. 

The Ottawa Ski Club now has 63 miles of trails for skiing on both ski 
club holdings and park lands. The Ottawa Ski Club area in Fortune Valley, 
together with similar ski operations in the Park, located at Wakefield and 
Kingsmere, provide accommodation for an estimated 13,500 skiers each 
week during the winter months. 

General: From time to time, Government and University agencies make 
ecological and botanical studies of the animal and plant life in Gatineau 
Park. During 1962, an inventory was completed in three of the park lakes 
indicating what steps would be necessary to implement fish re-stocking 
programme. 

In 1962, the sum of $33,915.22 in grants in lieu of municipal taxes was 
paid to municipalities and school commissions in Gatineau Park. The Park 
is administered by one Superintendent, one Clerk of Works, one Foreman 
and a force of ten full time park Wardens and two caretakers. 

PUBliC INFORMATION AND HISTORIC SITES 

Public Information Section: The first of a proposed series of seven public 
information booklets was published in 1962 under the titles of "Ottawa 
& Hull, A Short History". Another illustrated booklet called "Statues and 
Monuments" was prepared and will be published in the Spring of 1963. 
Other publications included reprints of a tourist pamphlet on Ottawa and 
Region, produced in co-operation with the City of Ottawa, a revised and 
redesigned version of the NCC Information Booklet and a small brochure 
called "Camping Regulations in Gatineau Park". All publications were 
produced in English and French. As in the past, an up-to-date 1962 edition 
of the NCC Information Map was published with bilingual texts, showing on 
one side the National Capital urban area, and on the other the National 
Capital Region and Gatineau Park. An interim Gatineau Park Map was also 
published. A thorough revision of the urban side of the NCC Information 
Map was undertaken and completed in preparation for the 1963 edition. 

The first of two filmstrips, produced for the NCC by the National Film 
Board, was completed in 1962. This is the school version called "Ottawa, 
Canada's Capital" and plans are being made to make it available to all 
schools across Canada. The French version will be ready in 1963.

The plans and work of the National Capital Commission were made 
known to the public through radio and T.V., illustrated lectures, organized 
tours of the Capital, and a comprehensive press coverage. The Commission 
again took part in the Rotary Club sponsored "Adventure in Citizenship" 
and acted as host to more than 200 Canadian students. The Commission 
sponsored a $600 scholarship awarded for the best essay on the National 
Capital and its development written by an "Adventure in Citizenship" 
student. The winner this year was Miss Donna Lynch of Calgary, Alberta. 

Historical Section: Much of the work done by the Historical Section grew 
out of the proposals and recommendations of the Historical Advisory 
Committee. 

During the period, twenty-seven buildings in the Region considered 
interesting from an architectural or historical point of view were investi­
gated and recorded. Detailed research on the backgrounds of four buildings 
of note, threatened with destruction, was carried out and published in 
advance of demolition. The MacLaren House and Mill, at Wakefield, and the 
Robert Sparks House at 936-38 Riverside Drive (all owned by the NCC) are 
being partially restored in an historically correct manner. 

A brief history of Ottawa and Hull was written. In addition, two 
historical articles concerning the Capital were accepted for publication in 
Canadian reviews. A monograph on the Rideau Falls was prepared for 
limited distribution. 

Preliminary research was executed on the history of the Richmond 
Landing-Victoria Island area. Further information on the Sussex Drive 
buildings, was recorded. Research into the history of Carlsbad Springs, 
March Township and lumber production in Hull and Chelsea was carried out. 

Nearly 300 historical photos of the Region have been collected in the 
past year. A comprehensive group of local early maps and plans in manu­
script, photostat, and printed form has been acquired. Documents and 
manuscripts on local history that have been received were deposited in the 
Public Archives of Canada. 

Samples of architectural detail from demolished buildings, together 
with early agricultural implements and other objects acquired in Greenbelt 
purchases were catalogued and stored. 

Close liaison has been maintained with Dominion and Provincial 
Archives and with the Corporation of the City of Ottawa, and officials of 
surrounding jurisdictions, in matters of history. 

Working with the National Museum of Canada and the Department of 
Agriculture, a policy to govern the collection of old agricultural implements 
and machinery in the Region has been worked out. The Section has worked 
closely with the newly formed Gloucester Historical Society and Historical 
Society of the Gatineau, and has kept in close touch with local historians. 
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Two sample historical plaques have been manufactured. Made of 
anodized aluminum, with text in English and French, they are to be placed 
to mark Ottawa's first Court House and Jail and the Rideau Falls Industrial 
Area. 

Financial grants in aid were made to the Mill of Kintail at Almonte, 
the Manotick Mill, and the Bytown Museum, the latter operated by the 
Ottawa Historical Society. The grants were for the purpose of assisting in 
the preservation, maintenance and administration of these three historic 
buildings. 

SUMMARY OF OFFICIAL REPORT RECEIVED FROM OFFICER

ROYAL CANADIAN MOUNTED POLICE 

Operations of the Traffic Section on NCC property, April1 1962 to March 
31, 1963. 

Traffic patrols were maintained on NCC Driveways and in Gatineau 
Park as well as patrols on NCC property in the Ottawa area on the same 
basis as during the previous fiscal year. 

As a result of infractions committed under the NCC Traffic and 
Property Regulations, there were 6056 traffic violation tickets issued in 
1962-1963, compared to 7028 during the same period in 1961-1962. Motor 
vehicle accidents totalled 204 in 1962-1963 compared to 198 in 1961-1962. 
Total amount of fines and costs paid into Ottawa District Courts as a result 
of convictions under the NCC Traffic and Property Regulations was 
$23,682.80 and $24,467.25 respectively in the same two fiscal periods. 
There were 92 persons injured in the fiscal year under review (83 in 1961-
1962) and there was 1 fatality in 1962-1963 (none in the previous fiscal 
year). 

Because of the increasing popularity of NCC parks and parkways 
and the acquisition of new land by the Commission, more extensive patrols 
were required to supervise parks, picnic areas, the Greenbelt and other 
NCC property. 

Other duties performed by "A" Division of the RCMP during the past 
fiscal year included: traffic control during visits of dignitaries, motorcycle 
escorts for tours and other functions, assistance to other Police Forces and 
investigations of damage to NCC property other than by motor vehicle 
accidents. 

A concerted effort will be made to reduce the number of motor vehicle 
accidents occurring on the NCC Driveway system during the present fiscal 
year.

(1) As at March 31, 1963, after crediting interim supply appropriations of 
$7,179,583 for the fiscal year 1962-63, a balance of $5,339,583 (expected 
to be increased to $6,775,500 providing Parliament gives retroactive 
approval to the 1962-63 Estimates) was held by the Minister of Finance 
at the credit of the National Capital Fund, available for payment to the 
Commission to finance, with the approval of the Governor in Council, 
the cost of capital projects of the Commission and contributions towards 
the cost of municipal projects within the National Capital Region. 

(2) Parliamentary votes in the fiscal years 1959-60 to 1962-63, inclusive, 
authorized loans of $33,000,000 (subject to Parliament giving retroactive 
approval to the 1962-63 estimates) to the Commission, in the current 
and subsequent fiscal years for the purpose of acquiring property in the 
Greenbelt. Of this amount, $28,100,000 was borrowed as at March 31, 
1963, leaving $4,900,000 which may be borrowed in subsequent fiscal 
years. 

(3) In addition to the liabilities shown in the Balance Sheet, the Commission 
was under obligation as at March 31, 1963, for: 

(a) unsettled property purchase options totalling approximately 
$1,733,000; 

(b) compensation for properties expropriated, in indeterminate amount; 

(c) outstanding commitments under uncompleted works contracts 
amounting to approximately $38,000; 

(d) commitments to the City of Ottawa as follows: 

(1) a balance of $269,000 payable as annual grants up to 1969, in 
connection with interest on the cost of construction of certain 
sewer and waterworks projects undertaken in advance of normal 
construction; 

(2) a balance of $1,935,679 in respect of a contribution of 
$5,000,000 towards the cost of constructing an outfall tunnel 
sewer from John Street to a sewage disposal plant at Green's 
Creek so as to alleviate the pollution of the Ottawa River; 

(3) a contribution, estimated at $700,000 towards the cost of re­
constructing an additional section of Riverside Drive; and 

(4) a balance of $213,000 in respect of a contribution estimated at 
$220,000 towards the cost of an overpass at the intersection of 
Carling Avenue and the proposed Western Parkway.

M. Greber, eminent architecte, urbaniste de la ville et urbaniste-conseil de 
la Commission, etait considere comme le pere du Plan d'amenagement de la 
capita le du Canada, 

C'est en 1937 que M. Greber fut pour la premiere fois invite dans la 
capitale, pour reamenager le centre de la ville et les terrains des immeubles 
du gouvernement. Une fois cette entreprise terminee, M. Greber presenta 
plusieurs autres propositions importantes, y compris la preparation d'un 
plan directeur global qui devait orienter l'amenagement de la capitale 
nationale jusque dans un avenir lointain. En mai 1951, on deposait a la 
Chambre des communes le Rapport general sur le projet d'amenagement de 
Ia capitale nationale, ainsi que l'atlas-annexe, Ce plan directeur, d'une 
conception vaste, mais flexible dans le detail, a ete le guide dont s'est 
inspiree la Commission pour poursuivre l'amenagement de la capitale. 

Au moment de la mort de M. Greber, dans une declaration publiee au 
nom de la Commission de la capitale nationale, le president, le lieutenant­
general S.F. Clark, disait: 

"Le projet d'amenagement de la capitale nationale que M. Greber et 
ses collegues ont elabore, et qui est aujourd'hui en voie de realisation, 
est generalement connu sous le nom de Plan Greber, expression qui 
demeurera dans les manuels d 'histoire du Canada."

COMMISSION DE LA CAPITALE NATIONALE 

La Commission a ete instituee en vertu de la loi sur la Capitale 
nationale, loi qui conceme l'amenagement et l'embellissement de la 
region de la Capitale nationale, 7 Elisabeth II, chapitre 37, proclamee le 6 
fevrier 1959. La Commission a remplace la Commission du district federal 
(1927-1959), qui succedait elle-meme a la Commission d'embellissement 
d'Ottawa (1899-1927). 

La Commission de la capitale est une societe de la Couronne, qui se 
compose de vingt membres, designes par le gouverneur en conseil. Elle 
compte un membre de chaque province, au moins deux membres representant 
la ville d'Ottawa, au moins un membre representant la ville de Hull et au 
moins un membre representant une municipalite environnante de la province 
d'Ontario et de la province de Quebec autre que celles d'Ottawa et de Hull. 
Les commissaires, qui sont amovibles, sont nommes pour une periode qui 
ne doit pas depasser quatre ans. La Commission se reunit a Ottawa au 
moins trois fois par annee. 

La Commission de la capitale nationale a pour objet "de preparer des 
plans d'amenagement, de conservation et d'embellissement de la region de 
la capitale nationale et d'y aider, afin que la nature et le caractere du siege 
du gouvernement du Canada puissent etre en harmonie avec son importance 
nationale". L'une des fonctions de la Commission, aux termes de la loi sur 
la Capitale nationale est de "coordonner l'amenagement des terrains 
publics dans la region de la Capitale nationale". 

La Commission detient de grands pouvoirs, y compris les suivants: 
acquerir et amenager des proprietes; construire et entretenir des pares, 
routes, ponts, batiments et autres ouvrages; se livrer a des projets con­
joints, de concert avec les municipalites, ou accorder a celles-ci des 
subventions; construire et exploiter des concessions et administrer des 
edifices historiques. La Commission doit d'abord donner son approbation 
avant que les ministeres de l'Etat puissent construire, modifier ou agrandir 
un batiment ou d'autres ouvrages dans la region de la capitale nationale. 
La region s'etend sur une superficie de 1,800 milles cam~s et on y trouve 
approximativement 62 autorites municipales relevant des provinces d'Ontario 
et de Quebec. 

Le Comite executif comprend le president et le vice-president de la 
Commission, ainsi que trois autres membres, designes par la Commission, 
dont l'un doit appartenir a la province de Quebec. Ce comite se reunit 
environ une fois par mois, en vue d'autoriser !'acquisition de biens-fonds 
ou d'un interet dans ceux-ci, et i1 exerce les pouvoirs et les fonctions que 
lui delegue la Commission. 

Le Comite des terrains, compose de six membres, est dirige par le 
president de la Commission, le lieutenant-general S.F. Clark, et il compte 
des specialistes en evaluation des proprietes. Ce comite est charge de con-
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seiller la Commission en matiere d'acquisition de biens-fonds et de recom­
mander le programme a suivre pour !'administration des biens sur lesquels 
la Commission exerce son autorite. 

Le Comite consultatif de !'architecture compte dix membres et est 
preside par le vice-president, le professeur Anthony Adamson, professeur 
agrege d 'urbanisme a l'Ecole d 'architecture de Toronto. 11 est forme 
d'architectes, d'urbanistes et d'architectes paysagistes eminents du Canada. 
Son role est de conseiller la Commission sur !'aspect exterieur des nouveaux 
immeubles que le gouvernement projette de faire construire et celui d 'autres 
batiments faisant face aux proprietes de l'Etat, ainsi que sur les emplace­
ments de construction, les plans d 'amenagement et les plans paysagistes. 
Ce comite se reunit environ douze fois par annee. 

Le Comite consultatif de !'information comprend neuf membres; il se 
reunit approximativement trois fois l'an. Son president est M. J.C. Horwitz, 
C.R., d'Ottawa. Le Comite consultatif de !'information etudie toutes les 
questions d'information et de relations exterieures interessant la Commission 
et formule les recommandations appropriees. 

Le Comite consultatif d'histoire qui compte seize membres, est 
preside par le vice-president de la Commission. 11 se compose d 'historiens 
specialises dans l'histoire de la region de la capitale nationale et il doit 
faire a la Commission des recommandations au sujet du reperage, de la 
conservation et de !'interpretation historique des monuments et emplace­
ments d'interet historique situes dans la region de la capitate nationale. Ce 
comite se reunit environ trois fois l'an. 

Le Comite consultatif du pare de la Gatineau se compose de quatre 
membres et a pour president M. Aime Guertin, residant a Hull (Quebec), 
membre du Comite executif. Ce Comite donne des conseils sur la mise en 
valeur et l'embellissement du pare de la Gatineau; il se reunit a peu pres 
quatre fois l'an. 

La Commission dispose d'un personnel dont le nombre oscille, suivant 
la saison, entre 500 et 700 employes. Parmi eux se trouvent des ingenieurs 
professionnels, des architectes, des urbanistes, des architectes paysagistes, 
des arpenteurs, ainsi qu'un certain nombre d'employes specialises dans les 
domaines techniques connexes. Environ 120 employes sont des salaries, 
tandis que les autres sont remuneres a un taux horaire.

La Commission de la capitale nationale a tenu quatre reunions au 
cours de l'annee financiere 1962-1963. En plus de s'acquitter des fonctions 
ordinaires que lui confere la loi sur la capitale nationale, elle a realise 
des progres considerables au cours de la periode a l'etude, relativement a 
plusieurs entreprises a longue echeance. Les sections subsequentes du 
present rapport renferment des details sur ces projets, dont les objectifs 
comprennent l'urbanisme, le genie civil et la construction, le deplacement 
des voies ferrees, !'acquisition de terrains, l'embellissement paysager et 
l'amenagement du pare de la Gatineau. 

La Commission aide les municipalites de la region de la capitale 
nationale a realiser leurs programmes d'urbanisme. La Commission participe, 
avec les autorites municipales et provinciales, a une etude du transport 
dans Ottawa et Hull, qui embrasse tous les aspects de la circulation dans 
la region de la capitale nationale. Ce sujet tient une place importante dans 
les questions d'amenagement. 

La Commission aide la ville d'Ottawa et d'autres municipalites en 
detachant des agents techniques qui siegent au sein de divers comites 
s'occupant d'urbanisme. 
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La Commission prete son concours a l'amenagement global de la ville 
de Hull et des environs. Ce concours comporte !'octroi d'une subvention 
et les services d'agents techniques, en vue de l'achEwement d'un plan 
d'urbanisme et de la preparation d'une etude de renovation urbaine. 

Outre les subventions aux municipalites et aux commissions scolaires 
du pare de la Gatineau (mentionnees dans la section du present rapport 
intitulee Pare de 1a Gatineau), la Commission aura verse une somme 
d'environ $400,000 a la ville d'Ottawa, en consequence d'une nouvelle 
decision ayant trait au paiement des taxes municipales et des charges 
d'amelioration locale dont la ville et la Commission etaient convenues pour 
la peri ode allant du 6 fevrier 1959 au 1 er mars 1963.

URBANISME 

Au cours de 1962, le travail d'urbanisme de la Commission a porte sur 
de nombreux projets, depuis certains details d'embellissement au creur de 
la capitale nationale jusqu'a l'amenagement a grande echelle de projets 
d'urbanisme dans la region. 

L'execution du plan directeur de la Capitale nationale s'est poursuivie; 
on y a mis !'accent sur la realisation du projet d'amenagement de la place 
de la Confederation (la presente zone de Ia gare Union). Le plan, que 
prepare la societe d'architectes et d'ingenieurs John B. Parkin et associes, 
de Toronto, est presque termine. 

On a entame des etudes relativement a 150 acres de terrains situes a 
l'ouest de la Colline du Parlement dans la section dite LeBreton Flats qui, 
une fois mise en valeur, pourra etre utilisee par le Gouvernement ou par des 
particuliers. 

Un pas important dans la recherche continuelle de renseignements 
utiles a l'amenagement de la capitate nationale a ete la mise en train d'une 
etude des aspects economiques de la region de la capitale nationale. Pour 
effectuer l'etude, la Commission a engage, a titre d'expert-conseil, la 
maison Larry Smith et compagnie, de Toronto. 

Les conclusions de ce travail serviront aux projets d'urbanisme de la 
Commission et a l'etude du transport dans Ottawa et Hull. 

L'amenagement de la ceinture de verdure s'est poursuivi. Cette 
activite comprend !'apport d'emplacements pour la recherche et !'expansion 
que poursuit le gouvernement, pour l'etablissement de pares et d'aires de 
recreation, pour !'organisation du reboisement et de la conservation, ainsi 
qu'un debut de fusion des petites fermes en fermes plus etendues et plus 
efficaces. 

Conseils donnes aux municipalites 

Au cours de l'annee ecoulee, la Commission a encore fourni des 
conseils en matiere d'urbanisme a diverses municipalites comprises dans la 
region de la capitale nationale. 

Ville de Hull: Les urbanismes de la Commission, par l'intermediaire de 
representants au sein du comite general d'urbanisme de Hull, et de ses 
sous-comites, sont activement engages dans la preparation d'un plan 
directeur s'etendant a la region metropolitaine de Hull et d'un plan de 
reamenagement urbain de la ville de Hull. Les etudes relatives ~ ce 
second plan sont terminees et la publication du rapport est attendue 
vers le milieu de 1963. Le plan directeur, qui interesse la ville de Hull, 
les municipalites de Hull-Sud et de Hull-Ouest, la ville d'Aylmer et le 
village de Deschenes, paraiha egalement en 1963. 
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Ville d'Ottawa: Comme par le passe, la Commission fut representee au 
sein de la Commission d'urbanisme de la region d'Ottawa, du Comite 
d'architecture des edifices, et des comites techniques consultatifs de 
la ville et des comtes aupres de la Commission d'urbanisme de la 
region d 'Ottawa. Elle fut aussi representee au pres du Comite conjoint 
de planification et de reamenagement urbain. 

Canton de Gloucester: Les urbanistes de la Commission ont termine 
la preparation du plan officiel pour le hameau de Blackburn, apres quoi 
la Commission d'urbanisme et le conseil du canton l'ont approuve. En 
outre, on a prepare un projet de plan officiel visant la partie du canton 
qui est limitee par la ville d 'Ottawa, la limite interieure de la ceinture 
de verdure et la riviere Ottawa, et on etudie presentement des projets 
de plan applicables a Orleans et a la partie sud-ouest du canton. 

Ville de Buckingham: Pour repondre a une enquete du conseil de ville 
de Buckingham, qui desirait obtenir des conseils techniques sur la 
preparation des etudes d'amenagement, la Commission a dresse la 
cartographie de la ville par la methode des leves aeriens et a prepare 
un plan preliminaire des voies publiques et de !'utilisation des terres. 

Templeton: La Commission est representee au sein du nouveau Comite 
d'amenagement du secteur est de la riviere Gatineau lequel, s'il dis­
pose de fonds, preparera un plan d'ensemble pour les villes de Gatineau 
et de Pointe-Gatineau, les municipalites de Templeton-Ouest, de 
Templeton-Est, du quartier est de Templeton-Est, de Hull-Est, de 
Perkins et du village de Templeton. 

Expansion industrielle: 

L'annee derniere, !'expansion industrielle se trouvait orientee vers 
!'aide a donner aux etablissements qu'il fallait deplacer en prevision de la 
construction du pont Macdonald-Cartier et de ses approches et du projet 
de mise en valeur de la section dite LeBreton Flats. 

L'aide accordee a ces etablissements prend la forme d'un escompte 
de 20 p. 100 sur le prix du marche. La transaction est subordonnee a une 
condition qui limite la revente. 

La region industrielle de la route de Sheffield, nouvel amenagement de 
78 acres, qui recevra les industries lourdes ou nocives, est presentement 
desservie et des emplacements pourront etre achetes en 1963. 

Deux societes ont ete placees dans l'une et !'autre des actuelles 
regions industrielles desservies par les routes Coventry et Belfast. On a 
vendu 68 acres (40 p. 100 de l'etendue de ces deux regions.) 

Tenant compte du programme global de deplacement, la Commission a 
designe a des fins industrielles d'autres terrains qui seront mis en vente a 
mesure que les besoins le justifieront. 
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• 
Projets municipaux 

Durant l'annee ecoulee, on a poursuivi les etudes ayant pour objet la 
creation d'une route officielle digne de la capitate nationale, menant de la 
residence du gouverneur general, a Rideau-Hall, jusqu'a la colline du 
Parlement. Ce projet sera d 'ailleurs coordonne aux projets de la Commission 
a l'egard des edifices de valeur architecturale ou historique de la promenade 
Sussex et aux plans d 'amenagement de la place de la Confederation. 

On a entrepris des etudes d'amenagement dans le cadre du perfectionne· 
ment des propositions preliminaires visant la section dite LeBreton Flats, 
en tenant compte surtout de l'echelonnement des divers stades de l'amenage­
ment propose, 

Des etudes de projets municipaux, realisees pour la ville de Hull, font 
partie des avis que prodigue Ia Commission en matiere d'urbanisme au 
Comite general d'urbanisme de Hull. 

Les urbanistes de Ia Commission ont dresse des plans d'emplacement 
pour la Direction des mines du ministere des Mines et des Releves 
techniques qu'on se propose d'etablir sur la route Corktown, dans la 
ceinture de verdure; ils travaillent actuellement, a titre consultatif, a 
preparer un plan directeur visant le groupe des laboratoires du Conseil 
national de recherches situe sur le chemin de Montreal. En matiere 
d'architecture, des services et des conseils ont ete fournis relativement 
aux plans de nombreux ponts et immeubles occupant les terrains du 
gouvernement federal ou des terrains adjacents. 

GENIE CIVIL ET CONSTRUCTION 

Promenade de Ia riviere Ottawa, tron~on ouest 

Le nivellement, l'assechement et le remplissage des pentes, depuis 
!'avenue Parkdale jusqu'a !'avenue Mansfield, ont ete en majeure partie 
termines. Le travail comportait un reamenagement considerable de la 
promenade Island Park, a la nouvelle intersection de la Promenade. Ce 
tronc;on de la Promenade devrait etre ouvert a la circulation a l'automne 
de 1963. 

On a termine Ia construction de deux passages inferieurs pour pietons 
au pied de la rue Carleton et on a entame la construction de deux autres 
passages qui conduiront a la plage de !'avenue Brandon. 

Le remplissage massif et !'installation d'un systeme d'ecoulement des 
eaux se sont poursuivis sur la Promenade, de !'ouest de l'avenue Mansfield 
a la rue McEwen. On a commence les etudes de genie sur le prolongement 
de la promenade depuis !'avenue Parkdale jusqu'a la section dite LeBreton 
Flats. 
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Promenade de Ia Gatineau: On a termine les leves relatifs a une route qui 
prolongera la promenade jusqu'au lac Philippe, en passant par les lacs 
Wadsworth et Lusk. Les travaux de construction d'une piste aux environs 
du lac Pink et de Kingsmere ont continue; un second terrain de stationne­
ment a ete amenage au lac Pink. 

Riverside Drive: On a acheve la reconstruction de la Riverside Drive, 
depuis le pont George Dunbar jusqu'au chemin Heron. C'etait la moitie des 
frais, alors que la Commission dirigeait les travaux. C'est la Commission 
qui a entrepris et paye les travaux paysagers. 

Un accord conclu avec la ville d'Ottawa permettra la poursuite des 
travaux de reconstruction en direction est, de Billings Bridge a un point 
sis immediatement a l'est du chemin Smyth. Les travaux effectues sur ce 
tronc;:on, sous la direction de la ville, ont commence en decembre 1962; la 
ville et la Commission en partageront egalement les frais. 

Promenade de !'Ouest: La ville d'Ottawa a accepte de partager egalement 
avec la Commission le c01'it de construction de l'etagement des voies a 
!'intersection de !'avenue Carling et de la promenade de l'Ouest. Les plans 
et la construction seront confies a la ville. 

Travaux preliminaires concernant les promenades: Entreprise conjointe de 
la Commission et du ministere ontarien de la Voirie, une etude technique a 
ete effectuee et un rapport a ete redige relativement a !'utilisation pratique 
de l'autoroute qu'on se propose de construire a l'entree sud et qui menera 
de l'aeroport d'Uplands au pont George Dunbar. 

On a poursuivi les travaux d 'egouttement, de debroussaillage et de 
nivellement preliminaire de terrains que possede la Commission, en vue de 
la future construction de promenades. 

Ateliers du chemin Albion: Au centre de travail du chemin Albion, on a 
termine un hangar d'emmagasinage du sel et un atelier de moulage de beton 
et on a commence la construction d 'un edifice a magasins. 

Pont Macdonald-Cartier: La Commission contribuera au cout de ce projet en 
achetant et en fournissant les terrains qui serviront aux approches sur les 
deux rives de la riviere Ottawa et en effectuant les travaux paysagers de 
ces approches. L'entreprise est un projet conjoint du gouvernement federal, 
des gouvernements de l'Ontario et du Quebec. Le ministere federal des 
Travaux publics a octroye en fevrier un contrat relatif a la structure 
principale, dont l'achevement est prevu pour 1965. 

Queensway: La construction du Queensway a fait des progres encourageants; 
ce sera la premiere autoroute construite a Ottawa. Des contrats ont ete 
adjuges pour les tronc;:ons qui relient la rue Bell a la rue Elgin. On compte 
que des contrats seront adjuges d'ici le mois de juin 1963 pour le tronc;:on 
allant de la rue Elgin a la rue Principale. 
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Afin de degager l'emprise de chemin de fer depuis la rue O'Connor 
jusqu'a la riviere Rideau, un detour pour les trains a ete construit a l'est 
de la riviere Rideau. En fevrier, le dernier train du National-Canadien a 
traverse le canal Rideau sur les voies qui faisaient partie anterieurement 
des voies de chemin de fer transurbaines. 

La Commission fournit a ses frais l'emprise du Queensway a travers 
la ville. La Commission s'est chargee aussi du coiit de l'embellissement 
paysager le long de la route et aussi des frais d'entretien. 

Egout transurbain: La ville d'Ottawa s'occupe de parachever la construc­
tion d'un reseau d'egout pour l'epuration des eaux; il s'agit d'un egout 
intercepteur place le long de Ia riviere Ottawa, depuis Ia rue Booth jusqu'a 
une usine de traitement des matieres d'egout pres de !'embouchure du 
ruisseau Green. 

La Commission, a titre d'agent du gouvernement federal, contribue 
$5,000,000 au coiit de l'egout principal dans le tron~_;:on reliant Ia rue John 
a l'usine de traitement des matieres d'egout ainsi qu'au coiit du pompage 
a l'usine. 

Autres travaux de construction: Pour faciliter l'acces au camp de reeduca­
tion erige dans le pare de la Gatineau sous Ia juridiction du ministere de Ia 
Justice, on a construit un chemin pour camions du lac Leblanc au lac 
Lapeche et l'emprise pour la route principale a ete deblayee. 

Un trottoir d'asphalte a ete construit du cote est de la promenade du 
lac des Fees entre !'avenue Duquesne et la rue Brodeur. 

Au lac Leamy, le terrain de stationnement a ete pourvu d'eclairage et 
on a regale une superficie supplementaire qui s'ajoutera aux terrains de 
stationnement. 

Le regalage du chemin Belfast jusqu'a sa jonction avec !'avenue 
Terminal a ete acheve et on y a applique une couche de pavage. On a con­
struit !'infrastructure du chemin Coventry et de Ia rue Lola dans Ia zone 
industrielle de Coventry et des ameliorations ont ete apportees aux 
tranchees de drainage. 

En ces douze dernieres annees, de concert avec Ia ville d'Ottawa, la 
Commission a entrepris des travaux de remplissage sanitaire entre le pont 
de Billings et le pont d'Hurdman. Le remplissage le long de cette partie 
de la rive de la riviere Rideau sera tres avance cette annee. 

REMANIEMENT DES CHEMINS DE FER 

Les travaux de deplacement des chemins de fer ont continue cette 
annee, avec la construction de raccords de voies entre les deux chemins 
de fer a Bells Corners, a Walkley eta Hawthorne. Le regalage et le drainage 
necessaires a la construction de la nouvelle gare Union a Hurdman, sont 
termines; ces travaux avaient commence en 1961. 
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On continue les travaux d'organisation pour les autres articles 
principaux du projet, y compris la nouvelle gare Union, les terminus et les 
cours des trains de marchandises, les telecommunications et les signaux. 

Le programme de deplacement des lignes de chemins de fer est en voie 
d'execution. La Commission et le Pacifique-Canadien ont fait un memoire 
conjoint a la Commission canadienne des transports pour obtenir la per­
mission d'abandonner les voies du Pacifique-Canadien de la subdivision de 
la rue Sussex. Cet abandon est necessaire pour permettre la construction 
des abords du pont Macdonald-Cartier. Cette decision obligera les 
industries desservies par ces voies de chemin de fer a s'installer dans 
d'autres parties de la ville. Ces emplacements sont amenages par la 
Commission. 

ACQUISITION ET GESTION DE TERRAINS 

En 1962, le programme d'acquisition de proprietes a ete accelere par 
la decision du Gouvernement d'acheter et d'amenager le secteur connu sous 
le nom de "LeBreton Flats". 

Afin d'empecher la speculation sur ces terrains et, par suite, une 
hausse du coiit pour le Gouvernement du Canada, la Commission a bien 
garde le secret de ce projet d'acquisition. En vue d'assurer la reussite du 
projet, la Commission a exproprie en bloc tous les terrains requis, sauf 
ceux qui appartenaient a la ville d'Ottawa et aux chemins de fer. La 
Commission a differe un peu 1 'expropriation de quelques terrains qui 
n'etaient pas inscrits au Bureau d'enregistrement, mais qui etaient 
inscrits au Bureau des titres des biens-fonds. 

Environ 24 heures avant l'avis public de !'approbation accordee au 
projet par le Gouvernement, la Commission a averti par la poste les 270 
proprietaires de terrains en cause de la methode qui serait employee pour 
regler les reclamations d'indemnite. On a commence en meme temps les 
procedures legales d'arpentage et d'evaluation. 

A la fin de l'annee financiere, la Commission avait reussi a effectuer 
un reglement avec 104 proprietaires et en etait venu a une entente au sujet 
de l'indemnisation de quatre locataires d'etablissements commerciaux. 

Au cours de l'annee qui fait l'objet du present rapport la CCN a eu 
vingt-six cas reclamant une decision de la Cour de l'Echiquier. Sept de ces 
cas ont ete regles sans recours au tribunal et un a ete regle hors de la cour 
apres huit jours d'audience. 

La Commission a vendu vingt terrains, la plupart pour la reinstallation 
d'industries atteintes par les amenagements de la Commission de la capitate 
nationale. 

Au cours de l'annee, le titre de propriete de 4,150 acres dans la 
ceinture de verdure a ete transfere au ministere des Travaux publics. Le 
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ministere de !'Agriculture utilisera ces terrains pour l'Institut de recherches 
sur les maladies des animaux. Dans la ceinture de verdure, 4,000 acres de 
terre supplementaires ont ete louees au ministere des Terres et Forets de 
!'Ontario pour fins de reboisement et la plantation des arbres va bon train. 

La Commission a echange trois terrains avec d'autres organismes 
gouvernementaux et elle a accorde dix servitudes. Six parcelles de terrain 
ont ete transferees a d'autres corps publics pour la somme nominate de 
$1.00 pour fins d'elargissement du chemin. 

Le Programme des reglements de titres de propriete a ete effectue a 
raison d'environ $1,000,000 par mois. En tout, 428 reglements de titres de 
propriete ont ete negocies, ce qui reduit a environ 300 le nombre des 
reglements non encore effectues dans la ceinture de verdure. 

Le Comite des terrains a tenu 20 reunions et a examine toutes les 
proprietes. 

Afin d'aplanir les difficultes et de faciliter les reglements avec les 
proprietaires dont les proprietes ont ete expropriees, 123 paiements d'avance 
ont ete effectues. 

Gestion: A cause des 400 nouvelles proprietes acquises, le probleme de la 
gestion est devenu plus complique. 

La Commission a plus de 900 locataires et elle a env.iron 130 maisons 
vacantes, dont environ 85 seront demolies. Les arrieres de Ioyer peuvent se 
comparer aux autres entreprises semblables de location et representent 7.5 
p. 100 du montant annuel brut des toyers. 

Avec !'acquisition des proprietes, beaucoup de contrats de location a 
court terme ont ete conclus avec les anciens proprietaires. Le but de cette 
transaction est de donner aux anciens proprietaires le temps de s'etablir 
ailleurs, mais cette fa~on de proceder augmente considerablement la 
quantite des baux qu'il faut accorder chaque annee. 

Un grand nombre de proprietes dont on a fait !'acquisition etaient 
inhabitables et, au cours de l'annee, 4 ont ete demolies dans le Quebec, 58 
dans la ceinture de verdure et 10 dans les "LeBreton Flats". II a fallu 
demolir 40 batisses en vue de la construction du Queensway, de la prome­
nade de la riviere Ottawa, des abords du pont Macdonald-Cartier et de Ia 
nouvelle gare Union au pont d'Hurdman.

Des postes 
d'observation ont ete termines au lac Pink et on a ajoute des tables et des 
foyers au lac Pink et au lac Mulvihil. 

La promenade Riverside - Du chemin Heron jusqu'au pont Dunbar: On a fait 
75 p. 100 du regalage lateral, de l'ensemencement et de la plantation 
d'arbres. 

Le Queensway: On a fait de vastes plantations d'arbres et d'arbustes a 
fleurs depuis !'avenue Carling ouest jusqu'aux limites de la ville et depuis 
la riviere Rideau vers l'est jusqu'au boulevard Saint-Laurent. 

Le Jardin des provinces: Le 25 septembre 1962, le tres honorable John G. 
Diefenbaker, premier ministre du Canada, a ouvert officiellement le Jardin 
des provinces. 

Les trois terrasses de ce nouveau pare urbain comportent une super­
fide pavee, des arbres et des fleurs. Dans la terrasse du milieu i1 y a une 
fontaine horizontale de cinq vasques en beton d'ou tombent gracieusement 
des rideaux liquides. Sur la terrasse du bas il y a une fontaine verticale en 
metal sculpte qui imprime un mouvement rapide a l'ecoulement de l'eau. 
Les emblemes floraux des provinces graves sur des plaques de bronze 
emaillees ont ete installes sur les balustrades des terrasses. Des pavilions 
portant les armoiries des provinces et des territoires et le drapeau de la 
marine marchande flottent chaque jour au sommet de leurs mats. 
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En 1963, le projet sera complete par l'amenagement de trois acres de 
pare naturel a l'ouest des terrasses. Des sentiers et des gradins meneront 
des terrasses au pare. 

Ce pare sera le point central d'une cour ouverte bornee par !'edifice du 
Commerce, la nouvelle Bibliotheque nationale et les edifices religieux qui 
s'elevent sur la falaise voisine. On y donnera des concerts de fanfare d'une 
nature culturelle et il sera le theatre de diverses ceremonies. 

La colline du Parlement: La lutte contre !'erosion, au moyen du sol vegetal 
et de la plantation a ete continuee sur les pentes raides qui descendent 
vers la riviere Outaouais. Comme la renovation des edifices de l'Est et de 
l'Ouest et la construction du tunnel qui mene a la Chambre des communes 
sont terminees, on a pu recommencer l'embellissement que ces travaux 
avaient endommage. 

Le pare .Brebeuf: Quatre acres du rivage de la riviere Ottawa qui conduit 
au pare Moussette ont ete ameliorees par des travaux de remplissage et de 
regalage. 

Le pare dulac Leamy: L'amenagement continue en collaboration avec la 
cite de Hull. Le terrain de stationnement doit etre agrandi de cent cinquante 
espaces et ce travail est a moitie acheve. 

On a fini de planter des arbres et des arbustes dans le secteur du 
terrain de stationnement et de la cour qui mene au pavillon. Un espace 
d'environ quinze acres de gazon est pret maintenant pour !'usage du public. 

Etudes des projets futurs

5. Plan d'emplacement pour le moulin du lotissement Kintail.

7. Promenade de la riviere Ottawa. 
8. Nouveaux emplacements d'edifices a Tunney's Pasture. 

Travaux pour les autres ministeres: Comme par les annees passees, la 
Commission a entrepris a ses frais des travaux pour les differents ministeres 
du Gouvernement avec !'entente qu'elle sera remboursee. 

Confederation Heights: L'embellissement autour des edifices occupes a ete 
complete et !'ensemble presente !'aspect general d'un pare. La cour 
interieure, dans laquelle il y a un etang, des fontaines, des massifs de 
fleurs, un pave bossele et des effets d'eclairage, a ete nommee "La cour 
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des fontaine". Les terrains de !'edifice des Communications ont ete 
termines. 

Societe centrale d'hypotheques et de logement: On a entrepris des travaux 
d'embellissement dans le voisinage du nouveau terrain de stationnement a 
!'edifice du bureau central sur le chemin de Montreal. 

Conseil national de recherches: Sur le chemin de Montreal, on a termine les 
alentours de !'edifice des recherches en physique appliquee. 

Entretien: Comme d'habitude, la Commission s'est chargee de l'entretien 
de ses pares, de ses promenades et de ses terrains autour des edifices 
federaux. 

LE PARC DE LA GATINEAU 

L'un des objectifs de la Commission est d'amenager le pare de la 
Gatineau pour qu'il puisse servir de terrain de recreation pour le public 
en ete et en hiver tout en gardant sa beaute naturelle. Les acquisitions de 
proprietes ont continue et elles ont porte a 63,400 acres la superficie totale 
des terrains qui appartiennent a la Commission. Les negociations se pour­
suivent avec le gouvernement de la province de Quebec en vue d'acquerir 
10,000 acres de terres provinciales de la Couronne dans la region du lac 
Lapeche. 

Lac Philippe: Deux nouveaux edifices de campeurs ont ete construits et 
mis au service du public pendant la saison de camping de 1962. C'est la 
premiere saison complete pour 1aquel1e on a exige une certaine remuneration 
pour 1 'usage des amenagements de camping au lac Philippe. Le systeme de 
distribution de l'eau dans le camp a ete prolonge jusqu'aux nouveaux 
emplacements de campement. 

La region Kingsmere-Lac Meach: L'Ottawa Ski Club a maintenant 63 milles 
de pistes de ski sur les terrains qui appartiennent au club et dans les 
limites du pare. Les terrains de !'Ottawa Ski Club dans la vallee du lac 
Fortune et les amenagements semblables situes dans les limites du pare, 
a Wakefield et a Kingsmere, peuvent recevoir environ 13,500 skieurs chaque 
semaine au cours des mois d'hiver. 

Generalites: De temps a autre, les organismes gouvernementaux et 
universitaires font des etudes cecologiques et botaniques de la vie animale 
et vegetative dans le pare de la Gatineau. En 1962, on a complete dans 
trois lacs du pare un inventaire indiquant les demarches a prendre pour 
mettre a execution un programme de rempoissonnement. 

En 1962, la somme de $33,915.22 a ete versee, pour remplacer les 
taxes, aux municipalites et aux commissions scolaires du pare de la 
Gatineau. Le pare est administre par un surintendant, un commis des 
travaux, un contremail:re, dix gardiens a plein temps et deux preposes a 
1 'entretien. 
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SERVICE D'INFORMATION ET D'HISTOIRE 
Section de !'information publique: La premiere d'une serie projetee de sept 
brochures de renseignements a ete publiee en 1962 sous le titre "La region 
Ottawa-Hull - Aperc;u historique". Une autre brochure illustree intitulee 
"Statues et Monuments" a ete preparee et sera publiee au printemps de 
1963. Il y a eu aussi d'autres publications, y compris la reimpression d'une 
brochure sur le tourisme a Ottawa et dans la region, produite en collabora­
tion avec la ville d'Ottawa, une version revisee et remaniee du manuel de 
renseignements de la Commission de la capitate nationale et une petite 
brochure intitulee "Le camping dans le pare de la Gatineau". Toutes les 
publications ont ete imprimees en anglais et en franc;ais. Comme par le 
passe, une edition a jour de la carte de renseignements de la Commission a 
ete publiee en 1962 avec des textes bilingues. Cette carte represente d'un 
cote la region urbaine de la capitate nationale et, de l'autre, la region de 
la capitale nationale et le pare de la Gatineau. Une carte provisoire du 
pare de la Gatineau a aussi ete publiee. Une revision complete de la carte 
de la Commission qui represente la region urbaine de la capitate nationale 
a ete entreprise et completee en vue de l'edition de 1963. 

Le premier de deux films fixes, produits pour la Commission par 
l'Office national du film, a ete complete en 1962. C'est la version pour 
fins scolaires du film intitule "Ottawa, Canada's Capital". On se propose 
de le mettre a la disposition de toutes les ecoles du Canada. La version 
franc;aise sera prete en 1963. 

Les plans et le travail de la Commission de la capitale nationale ont 
ete exposes au public par la radio et la television, au moyen de causeries 
illustrees et de tours organises de la capitate et par des communiques de 
presse tres detailles. La Commission a pris part de nouveau a la campagne 
du club Rotary appelee "Patriotisme vecu" en accueillant plus de 200 
etudiants canadiens. La Commission a institue une bourse de $600 
accordee pour le meilleur essai sur la capitate nationale et son amenage­
ment ecrit par un eleve qui a participe a la campagne du "Patriotisme vecu". 
Le gagnant cette annee a ete Mlle Donna Lynch, de Calgary (Alberta). 

La section historique: Beaucoup de travaux executes par la Section 
historique ont ete inspires par des propositions et des recommandations du 
Comite historique consultatif. 

Pendant la periode a l'etude, vingt-sept edifices de la region, qui 
avaient ete juges interessants du point de vue architectural ou historique, 
ont fait l'objet d'une etude approfondie et les renseignements recueillis a 
leur sujet ont ete enregistres. Des recherches detaillees sur le passe de 
quatre edifices importants qui seront probablement detruits, ont ete 
effectuees et publiees avant la demolition. La maison et le moulin de 
MacLaren, a Wakefield, et la maison de Robert Sparks, 936-938 Promenade 
Riverside (qui appartiennent a la Commission) seront restaures partiellement 
et conformement aux donnees de l 'histoire. 
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On a ecrit un aper9u de l'histoire d'Ottawa et de Hull. En outre, des 
revues canadiennes ont accepte de publier deux articles historiques au 
sujet de la capital e. On a prepare un tirage restreint d 'une monographie des 
chutes Rideau. 

Des recherches historiques preliminaires ont ete faites sur le secteur 
du debarcadere Richmond et de I'ne Victoria. Nous avons enregistre 
d'autres renseignements au sujet des edifices de la promenade Sussex. On 
a fait des recherches sur l'histoire de Carlsbad Springs, du canton de March 
et de l'industrie du bois a Hull et a Chelsea. 

Pres de 300 photos historiques de la region ont ete recueillies au 
cours de l'annee ecoulee. On a fait !'acquisition d'une grande quantite de 
cartes et de plans manuscrits, de photostats et de formules imprimees qui 
se rapportent a l'histoire locale. La Commission a depose aux Archives 
publiques du Canada les documents et les manuscrits portant sur l'histoire 
locale. 

Des echantillons de details architecturaux provenant d'edifices demolis 
ainsi que des instruments aratoires anciens et d'autres objets dont on a fait 
!'acquisition avec les proprietes de la Ceinture de verdure ont ete catalo­
gues et entreposes. 

Une liaison etroite a ete maintenue avec les Archives federales et 
provinciales, avec la Corporation de la cite d'Ottawa et avec les autorites 
des regions environnantes en ce qui concerne l'histoire regionale. 

De concert avec le Musee national du Canada et le ministere de 
!'Agriculture, la Commission a organise un programme de collection 
d'instruments et de machines agricoles dans la region. La Section a 
travaille etroitement avec les nouvelles societes historiques des regions 
Gloucester et de la Gatineau et elle a entretenu des relations etroites avec 
les historiens de ces regions. 

Deux plaques historiques, qui pourront servir de modeles ont ete 
fabriquees. Faites en aluminium anodise, avec un texte fran9ais et un texte 
anglais, elles doivent etre installees en des endroits appropries pour com­
memorer le premier palais de justice et la premiere prison d'Ottawa ainsi 
que la region industrielle des chutes Rideau. 

On a accorde des subventions pour aider le moulin de Kintail, a 
Almonte, le moulin de Manotick et le Musee de Bytown, qui est entretenu 
par la Societe historique d'Ottawa. Les subventions avaient pour objet 
d'aider a la preservation, au maintien et a !'administration de ces trois 
edifices historiques.

La somme globale des amendes et des frais verses aux 
tribunaux du district d'Ottawa, en consequence de condamnations pour 
infractions aux reglements de la Commission sur la propriete et la circula­
tion, a ete de $23,682.80 au cours de l'annee financiere 1962-1963; elle 
avait ete de $24,467.25 en 1961-1962. Quatre-vingt-douze personnes ont 
ete blessees au cours de l'annee financiere a l'etude (il y en avait eu 83 
en 1961-1962) et une personne a ete mortellement blessee (personne n'avait 
ete mortellement blesse au cours de l'annee financiere anterieure). 

La popularite croissante des pares et des promenades de la Commission 
de la capitale nationale et l'achat de nouveaux terrains, au nom de la 
Commission, ont exige une surveillance policiere plus etendue des pares, 
des terrains de pique-nique, de la ceinture de verdure et d'autres proprietes 
de la Commission de la capitate nationale. 

Les autres fonctions que la Division "A" de la Gendarmerie royale du 
Canada a remplies au cours de la derniere annee financiere comprenaient:

l'aide foumie aux autres corps policiers et les enquetes sur des dommages 
causes a la propriete de la Commission autrement que par des accidents 
d'automobile.
