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INTRODUCTION 

From 1965 to 1969 the import value of chemical, 
petroleum, plastic and rubber products increased by ap-
proximately $455 million to a total of $1,581.2 million. Of 
this total, chemicals and chemical Products accounted for 
$813.9 million an increase of $251 million over 1965. 

This analysis of imports lists chemical products which 
make up these totals in order to point up opportunities for 
additional manufacturing operations in Canada. Seventeen 
n.e.s. import classes totalling approximately $100 million 
annually were reviewed and individual products are listed in 
Part II. Enquiries relating to this report should be directed 
to the Chemicals Branch. 

De 1965 à 1969, la valeur des importations de 
produits chimiques, de pétrole, de plastique et de caout-
chouc s'est accrue d'environ $455 millions pour atteindre 
un total de $1,581.2 millions. La part des produits chimiques 
se monte à $813.9 millions, une augmentation de $251 
millions comparé à 1965. 

La présente analyse des importations énumère les 
produits qui entrent dans les totaux mentionnés plus haut 
afin d'attirer l'attention sur les possibilités d'expansion dans 
le domaine de l'industrie chimique au Canada Dix-sept 
classes d'importations «n.d.a.» représentant un total d'envi-
ron $100 millions par an ont été examinées et les produits 
individuels inclus dans ces classes sont énumérés dans la 
deuxième partie. Les demandes d'information relatives à 
cette revue des importations de produits chimiques devront 
être adressées à la Direction des Produits Chimiques. 



EXPLANATORY NOTES 

Chemical Import Trends, 1965, 1966 and 1967 has 
been prepared as a supplement to Chemical Import Trends, 
1956-1964, published in 1966. 

The report is in two parts. Part I lists those chemical, 
petroleum, plastic, and rubber commodities and other 
materials by class as they are reported in "Trade of Canada 
Imports." Part II lists those chemicals belonging to the 
n.e.s. classes (see pages xi, xii, xii4 for which a special 

analysis has been made for the months of March, June, 
September and December 1965; Feburary, May, August 
and November, 1966; January, April, July and October, 
1967. Only the total quantity and value for the four 
months for each item is reported. No attempt has been 
made to make an annual estimate. 

The DBS class number, Customs Tariff item number, 
and BN number are indicated as references for each 
product. Where more than one class and tariff item are 
shown, these are listed independently of one another in 
numerical sequence. Persons wishing official rulings on the 
tariff status of particular commodities should consult the 
Department of National Revenue, Customs and Excise 
Division, Ottawa. 

Where duplications appear between Part I and Part II, 
the data shown in Part II can be taken as additional to that 
in Part I. These duplications among classes occur because of 
description variations and trade names.
