1. ; The accbj^anying tables have been made up from the climatological . 
statidiis nearest the site of the Nev Meteorological .Headquarters to give the 
best estimate of weather conditions during the period from the beginning of 
September to the end of October. The elements considered are temperature; 
precipitation, including snow, and cloudiness. 
2. Temperature - The tables were based on I J years of observationiB at 
Downsview Airport and give mean daily mav̂ rmTm temperatures and mean daily 
minimum temperatures for each week during the period. These were obtained 
from graphs of monthly mean values. By graphing the averages of the monthly 
extremes, values were obtained which may be interpreted as estimates of weekly 
extreines which have a probability of occurrence of approximately 20 per cent. 
J. Precipitation-The average values are based on precipitation records 
at Toronto Downsview South and Toronto Wilson Heights, which bracket the loca­
tion. Frequency tables were based on the records at Downsview Airport. Irreg­
ular variations from week to week are due to the shortness of the record uses. 
No attempt was made to smooth the data. Snowfall was rare during the period 
studied. The actual amounts recorded in the I J years are given in the rigfrt 
hand column. 

k. Cloud Amount - Average cloud amount is given for the three synoptic 
hours 7 a.m., 1 p.m., and 7 p.m.,X'EST b^sed on Davm&view Airport data. As the 
seasonal variation through this part of the year appeared to be small, only 
monthly values are given. In interpreting average cloud amounts the J-shaped 
frequency distribution should be remembered. Thus i t i s more useful to think 
of a mean cloud amount of 5*0 per cent as mflanlng thki the sky was completely 
covered 50 per cent of the time, rather than that the cloudiness clusters 
around this value.
