SECTION III  

ANALYSIS OF IMPORTS  

Imports of mouse and rat traps during the period July 1980 to 
June 1981 amounted to $362,721. 

Mouse and rat traps in this study are primarily the wood base 
with spring type trap. 	However, the greater part of traps "$1 and over" 
is comprised of the metal box type. 

The analysis' shows imports by region of entry and country of 
origin; these details and additional information are provided in the 
following table.
