DEFINITIONS

Faillite du consommateur

signifie une faillite dans laquelle une personne n'a pas contracté
de dettes a la suite d’une entreprise commerciale ou dans laquelle
les dettes attribuables & une entreprise commerciale représentent
moins de 50% de I'ensemble des dettes.

Faillite d’affaires

signifie une faillite qui est principalement attribuable aux dettes
contractées en raison de I'exploitation d'une entreprise
commerciale ou d’'affaires et qui inclut les entreprises a
propriétaire unique, les sociétés en nom collectif et les sociétés &
responsabilité limitée.

Proposition

signifie une procédure en vertu de la Loi sur la faillite par laquelle
on accorde au débiteur, avec le consentement de ses créanciers
et du tribunal, un concordat de ses dettes, un atermoiement ou
un accommodement pour pouvoir satisfaire ses créanciers.

CAVEAT

Toutes les totalisations statistiques ci-dessous qui renferment des
BIENS et des DETTES indiquent les montants qui ont été déclarés
par les débiteurs lorsqu'ils ont rempli sous serment leur déclaration
d'affaires.

METHODES

La totalisation statistique intitulée "Faillites et Propositions
signalées en 1988 selon les principaux centres urbains® a été
présentée conformément aux exigences de la TABLE DE
CONVERSION, SECTEUR DE DISTRIBUTION POSTALE - CODE DE
LA CLASSIFICATION GEOGRAPHIQUE. Ce tableau est publié par la
Division des normes de Statistiques Canada et il indique les centres
urbains qui ont au moins une population de 50 000 habitants.
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INTRODUCTION

This Annual Statistical Summary contains the statistical
tabulations for 1989. We would first like to briefly go over the pertinent
definitions, some caveats as to the sources of some of the data and
the methodology used to obtain the information for the chart entitled
"Bankruptcies & Proposals Reported in 1989 by Major Urban
Centers".

DEFINITIONS

Consumer Bankruptcy

Identified as being a bankruptcy where an individual has not
incurred liabilities as a result of a business venture or where
liabilities attributable to a business venture constitute less than
50% of the total liabilities owed.

Business Bankruptcy

Identified as being a bankruptcy which is chiefly attributable to the
liabilities incurred as a result of the carrying on of a commercial
venture or business and includes proprietorships, partnerships
and Limited Companies.

Proposal

Identified as being a proceeding under the Bankruptcy Act
whereby the debtor, with the approval of his creditors and the
Court, is granted a composition of his debts, an extension of time
to pay his debts or a schema of arrangement to otherwise satisfy
his creditors.

CAVEAT

All of the following Statistical Tabulations having ASSETS and
LIABILITIES as part of their information variables reflect the amounts
as they were declared by the debtors in the course of completing
their sworn Statement of Affairs.

METHODOLOGY

The Statistical Tabulation "Bankruptcies & Proposals Reported in
1988 by Major Urban Centers" was formulated according to the
requirements of the POSTAL DELIVERY AREA - GEOGRAPHICAL
CLASSIFICATION CODE CONVERSION TABLE. This Table is issued
by the Standards Division of Statistics Canada and shows urban
centres having a population of at least 50,000 inhabitants.
